ABOUT THE ARTIST 

Frank Foster, a nath·e of Cincinnati, Ohio, began writing music for jazz groups while still a student 
at Walnut Hills High School. As a student at the State University at Wilberforce, Ohio, now know, 
as Central State U ni,•ersity. he became a member of the Wilberforce Collegians. As a result o 
winning the Pittsburgh Courier's National Black College Big Band Poll, the Collegians took a trip t, 
New York City in 1947 with appearances at Carnegie Hall and Harlem's Savoy Ballroom. 

After college, he joined the Snooky Young Band in Detroit as alto saxophonist and arranger. Whil, 
in Detroit he free-lanced regularly with jazz giants such as Wardell Gray, Sonny Stitt, Milt Jackso, 
and the fabulous Jones brothers - Thad, Hank and Elvin . 

Drafted into the Army in early 1951 for a two-year period , he met and played with Dexter Gordo, 
and Phineas Newborn while stationed in California. After serving 13 months in Korea, mostly witl 
the 7th Infantry Oh•. Band and being honorably discharged in May 1953, on the recommendation o 
Ernie Wilkins and Billy Eckstine, Frank was hired as saxophonist/composer/arranger by Coun 
Basie in July of that year. During the next 11 years, he made many tours throughout the U.S. 
Canada, Japan and all of western Europe with Basie. 

That band won many of the major jazz magazine polls, made numerous TV appearances and we 
in two Jerry Lewis movies. Also during that decade plus, Frank helped the Basie Bunch liven up man 
a famous bandstand, most notably New York's Birdland and Basin Street East; Chicago's Blue Not 
and Robert's Show lounge; Boston's Storyville and Los Angeles' Crescendo night clubs. The ban 
during that time, became a fa\'Orite hack-up force with most of the top jazz vocalists. 

After leaving Basie in July of '64 he worked briefl y with Lloyd Price, Woody Herman, Pete 
Duchin and Lionel Hampton. 

He formed his own 23-piece big band, to become known as THE LOUD MINORITY and in mo , 
recent years, from that group. LIVING COLOR, a 13-piece band and THE NON-ELECTRI 
COMPANY quintet. During the '60's and '70's he toured the U.S. , Europe, Japan and Sout 
America, most recently with his own groups. Simultaneously he was a jazz academician at Sta 
University of New York, City College of New York and Rutgers University . Frank is current 
leading all three of his hands; teaching saxophone, arranging and composing privately as well as fi 
Jazzmobile, Inc. and serving as Executive Editor to "Jazz Spotlite News."

- ABOUT THE ARTIST -

JIGGS WHIGHAM is known internationally as trombone soloist, 
jazz artist, big band leader, and teacher. He is Professor at the 
Musikhochschule K8ln ( Cologne College of Music), and head of the 
Jazz Department. 

Born in Cleveland, Ohio on August 20, 1943, he began musical 
studies in piano and theory at age 7 at the Cleveland Institute of 
Music. He began playing the trombone at age 11 and played in local 
bands until he graduated from high school in 1961. The day after 
graduation,at age 17, he joined the Glenn Miller Orchestra under 
the direction of Ray McKinley. He studied composition with Marcel 
Dick and at age 19 joined the Stan Kenton Orcgestra as solo/lead 
trombonist. 

From 1964-65 he lived in New York City playing recording 
sessions, Broadway shows, and performing with the Maynard Ferguson, 
Johnny Richards, and Larry Elgart Big Bands. 

In 1965 he joined the Kurt Edelhagen Orchestra at the West 
German Broadcasting Co. in Cologne. Since moving to Europe he has 
played with Thad Jones-Mel Lewis, Count Basie, Peter Herbolzheimer, 
Bert Kaempfert, George Gruntz, Werner Muller, and many others. 

As well as being a soloist he is in much demand as a studio 
musician and has performed on hundreds of records, television, 
and radio shows. He has recorded several solo LPs including; 
Trombone In Gold (Polydor), Values (MPS), Trombone Summit (MPS), 
Hope (Teldec), and The Third Stone (Panda/Koala). 

Aside from hisprofessorship at the College of Music in Cologne 
his teaching credits include; Director of Jazz at the Cologne 
Conservatory, gues-t professor at the University of Siegen. He is 
a clinician for the King Musical Instrument Co. and has given many 
clinics throughout America and Europe. He is also co-leader of the 
Landesjugend Jazz Orchestra Baden-W8rttemberg, and Euro-jazz.

The black composer of the early twentieth century was expected 
exist according to the white man's concept of him. Therefore, his 
musical composition was often limited to the arrangement of Negro 
Spirituals and the creation of a few vocal pieces reminiscent of the 
Spiritual. Under these conditions, Nathaniel Dett's accomplishment 
in The Ordering of Moses is both expected and exceptional. He utili 
folk themes, but he creates a large scale work of great originality 
and excitement. 

In this work, the familiar story of the delivery of Israel from 
_Egypt's bondage is told with great fervor; for the composer is unveil 
three dramas: the· biblical narrative, the naive but fervent faith of 
the late nineteenth century Negro, and the contemporary plight of 
yet-enslaved black man. 

The Moses here depiated is not the Moses 
familiarized to us by the other arts; 
espeaiaZZy by the work of Miar,aelangeZo, 
whose statue of the patriarah has beaome 
symboZia. 

At the time of this "ordering" Moses was 
a shepherd, on a hillside, -- undoubtedly 
a young man, -- whiah e:r:pZains the part 
being assigned to a Tenor voiae.
