Beethoven's Mass in C major, opus 86, was the first of two 
Masses written by the composer, the second being the more famous 
Missa Solemnis, opus 123. The Mass in C was co11111issioned by Prince 
Nikolaus Esterhazy, the patron of the already famous Franz Josef Haydn. 
Beethoven began work on the Mass in 1807, and the first performance was 
conducted by the composer late the same year. The score was published 
five years later by the German firm of Breitkopf and Hartel. In the first 
edition of 1812, Beethoven had a German translation of the Mass text 
printed below the Latin one. (It is interesting to note that Beethoven 
worked from a German translation when composing the Missa Solemnis.} 
~hus,we can see how concerned the composer was in setting the text and 
1n trying to capture the various nuances inherent in the original Latin, 
and he conveys this concern in a letter to his publisher dated 
8 June 1808: "I am reluctant to say anything about my Mass ... But 
I think that I have treated the text in a manner in which it has 
rarely been treated." 



The use of the four-part chorus plus four soloists was 
conventional for the period, and a glance at the several Masses of 
Haydn and Mozart reveals the same kind of scoring. It i s no 
coincidence, perhaps, that Beethoven's first sojurn into the field 
of Mass composition should reveal certain stylistic affinities with 
those of Haydn as well as a religious exuberance which the two 
composers share in common. Thus of his own work, Beethoven said 
11 

••• cheerfulness pervades this Mass. The Catholic goes to church 
on Sunday in his best clothes and in a joyful and fes t ive mood . " 

The Mass follows the scheme of the five principal parts of the 
ordinarium missae: Kyrie, Gloria, Credo, Sanctus and Benedictus, 
Agnus Dei. Beethoven, himself, wrote a partial program for the work 
in a letter to his publisher dated 16 January 1811: "The general 
character of the Kyrie ... is heartfelt resignation, deep sincerity 
of religious feeling ... Gentleness is the fundamental characteristic 
of the whole work." But one could also add that sensitivity is an 
integral part of the Mass as well, and the clearest evidence one can 
marshal to support this is Beethoven's own curious and provocative tempo 
marking for the opening Kyrie: Andante con moto assai vivace 9uasi 
Alle2retto ma non troppo. Not double talk from a sensitive artist, 
for 1n the final measures of the work, on the words dona nobis pacem 
('grant us peace"), the composer very consciously brings back both the 
same tempo marking and the same melody of this first Kyrie. The cycle 
is now complete.
