It will
provide space and equipment to house programs for the education
and training of students and personnel in advanced technology, and
to extend this technology into new fields, thereby forming the basis
for new industries. The facility will also be used for retraining
programs. ot
Plans for the four-story, steel and limestone building call for @flass—
rooms and 13 laboratories which, combined, will have study stations
for 750 students. In addition, there will be.25 offices, a 100-seat
lecture hall, and a large student commons study area with an atrium__
an-the-second floor. Top levels of the structure will contain-offices for
the computer center staff and faculty, plus a visitor’s viewing area of
the 6,500-square-foot main frame computer room complex.
