| By Maysoon Abdelrasul

The Jambar

oungstown State
University is expand-
. ing possibilities for

students who do not have a par-

ticular major in mind.

On April 21 the Ohio
Board of Regents approved a
new bachelor of general studies
program in the College of Arts
and Sciences at YSU. It will go
into effect this summer.

‘Associate Dean of the
College of Arts and Sciences

Jane Kestner sdid it will serve -

students in different areas, and
is intended for non-traditional
students who want to come
back for a degree or those who
started out in a particular major
but do not meet thc require-
ments for that major. .

Other target audiences
include those who think a col-

. lege degree would advance

their current career or aid in
their changing career. It also
includes older students who
want the personal satisfaction
of having ecarned a college
degree. '

- “The degree is important
because it allows students with
a new avenue and a new option
to complete their bachelor’s
degree,” she said.

The degree has been in the
works for about two years, and
Kestner said it is very common
at other universities.

Just like any other degree
at YSU, it requires 124 credit
hours to complete. The differ-
ence is there is no major or
minor. The requirement is a
minimum of 18 semester hours
in each of any two disciplines.
The completion of 24 semester
hours of upper division course-
work in the concentration area
and a completion of a cultural
requirement are necded to
graduate.

Kestner said any student in
the program must take all uni-
versity general education and
graduation requirements.

As of Wednesday, Kestner
said she had received 25 calls

from intérested individuals. -

She said she believes the pro-
gram will attract new students
and will be a great addition to
YSU’s College of Arts and
Sciences. She said she expects
20 to 40 students in the pro-
gram by the end of next year.
“I think that is an excellent
start for this program,” she
said. '

S-NOW, others
march on campus

A group . of about 20

women could be heard chanti-
ng, “Out of the houses and into
the street, we won’t be raped,
we won’t be beat!” as rain

" poured on the marching partic-
- ipants.

Take Back the Night is an
event that’ YSU has been
involved in for a number of
years. It includes guest speak-
ers, a candlelight vigil and a
march  around  campus.
Members of S-NOW . said the
march = demonstrates  that

women can walk around freely

without fear of being harassed,
raped or beaten. Of the 15
members of S-NOW, three are

men, and although they attend- -

ed the rally, they weren’t per-
mifted to march.

“The point of the march is
to say that women can walk
around by themselves, it would
defeat the purpose to have men
out -there with them,” says
Justin Hite, a freshman who
began attending meetings last
semester.

Women'’s Center sponsored the

" rally, but since its closing last

year, the cause has been taken
up by S-NOW.

Adriannne Harkless, presi-
dent of S-NOW, and Jamie
Anderson, the vice-president of
the organization, brought the
event to campus again this
ycar. Harkless ‘says the event
has a longstanding history at
YSU and hopes more people
will come out to support it.

“Events like this are neces-
sary for community awareness
on women’s issues. Right now
S-NOW is the only real place
for feminists .on . campus,”

- Harkless said. .

They provided information
on services for women and
Sojourner House and Some
Place Safe featured guest
speakers.

Constance Collins, a rep-
resentative from the
Sojourner House, told listen-
ers that domestic violence is.
more prevalent than people
suspect. Collins stressed the
importance of services like
the Sojourner House, which
Is a safe haven for women
and children who have been
abused. Collins said | in 8
women are being either phys-
ically, mentally or sexually
abused in Mahoning County
alone. Collins said if nothing
is done to help then it will
Jjust get worse.

“We have had five
women die as a result of
domestic violence. They
stayed with us and then they
went back. Five women in
the eight years that D've
worked here, that’s too
many,” Collins said.

Darlene McHugh knows
about domestic abuse first
hand and told her story dur-
ing the event. McHugh said
.she marricd young and
ignored the signs of abuse.

“When [ got caught
smoking a cigarette and he
dumped me saying ‘no girl-
friend of mine is going to
smoke’ that should have
raised a red flag, but it didn’t,
he took me back and we got
married,” McHugh said.

It wasn’t until she was
four months pregnant with
her fiest child that the abuse
worsened.

She said she did not
lcave the situation becausc
her husband had belittled her
so much that she felt she had

. no other choice but 1o stay
with him.

“When | was 21, | asked

for a divorce. 1 didn't go
through with it because he
told me not to put myself
through it.

I was old and fat and
ugly and no one else would
be bothered with me. At the
time thought he was right,”
she said.

Then McHugh saw the
movie the Burning Bed, she
thought “This is my life.”
This inspired her at 28 to
finally divorce her husband.
She began volunteering at
battered women’s shelters,
returned to school and got

her degree in social work.

Now McHugh works for
Some Place Safe and shares
her story with other in hopes
that they will recognize sig-
nals of domestic abuse and
seek help.

Work study
could be better

oungstown State University is a cam-
-! pus of more than 13,000 students
locking to make a future for them-

selves. '

While in the classroom, each student is
outfitted with the tools and education needed
to succeed in their profession. Daily, teachers
pound into their students’ heads the premise
that textbook knowledge and in-class experi-
ence is not the only thing they need to survive.
Workshops, internships and some actual expe-
rience in their field are the necessary tools for
finding a job in the real world.

Thus, the beauty of the Federal Work
Study program. Unfortunately this program is
not being used to its full advantage here at
Ysu.

The Federal Work Study program allots a
certain amount of money to colleges and uni-
versities to fund student jobs.

The money comes from the government,
and subsidizes departmental budgets to pay
students instead of said department using its
own funds.

The main objective of allotting this
money is to give students work expenence in
their field of study.

For example, a student majoring in com-
puter science and information systems could
work with YSU’s computer systems, or in an
outside non-profit firm.

Such a situation would be the optirmum,
yet at YSU, very few of the 500 students using
Federal Work Study money are using them in
their own field. Many sit in computer labs,
sweep floors and work in completely dlﬁ'erent
dcpartmeﬁs than their own.

This is a problem that should be reme-
died. ~
No longer should it be allowed that stu-

dents do not get the benefit of experience in
their own field.
~ Classroom preparation only takes a stu-
dent so far, and the university has the means
to give students the appropriate educational
tools — the university should use them to do
50.
Some officials have said the funds must
_be used by a certain time to insure that they
will retain the funds for the upcoming year.
This is an understandable practice, but if out-
side non-profits are not contacting the univer-
sity in enough time, them maybe the financial
aid department should take some of their own
initiative.
It would be another way to strengthen the
notion that YSU is committed to undergradu-
" ate education.

Indians extend

Sabathia’s contract
through 2008

CLEVELAND (APF) — C.C
Sabathia signed a two-year, $17.75 mil-
Hion contract extension on Wednesday
with the Cleveland Indians that will keep
the All-Star left-hander with the
club through 2008.

Sabathia’s extension,
which includes the
Indians picking up
their $7 million club
option for 2006,
the third s;gmﬂcam: =
move made this spring by :
the club to keep its core of young players
together. It’s the same blueprint the
Indians used in the 1990s when they
emerged from decades of losing to get to
the World Sertes twice.

Earlier, Cleveland signed catcher
Victor Martinez to a five-year, $15 mil-
lion deal and designated hitter Travis
Hafner got a three-year, $7 million con-
tract,

Sabathia, who could have become a
free agent after next season, will make
$8.75 million in 2087 and $9 million in
2008. His salary for 2006 can increase to
$9 million if he reaches performance
incentives and finishes among the top
two in Cy Young voting or in the top five
for MVP.

Sabathia can make -a maximum of
$11.75 million in 2007 and 2008 with
similar bonuses. '

The Indians scheduled a news con-
ference at Jacobs Field to announce
Sabathia’s signing before Wednesday
night’s game against Detroit.

Since the Indians drafted him in the
first round (20th overall) in 1998,

Sabathia has been on a fast track to star- -

dom, and his new deal solidifies the 6-
foo1-7, 290-pounder as not only
Cleveland’s ace but one of the AL’s top
pitchers.

The Indians had been negotiating the
extension with Sabathid’s agents since
spring training, but talks stalled when he
strained a side muscle while warming up
for an exhibition game on March 6.

Sabathia began the season on the dis-
abled list and made his debut on April 17
against Minnesota. He gat a no-decision
against the: Twins and got his first win
last Friday in Seattle, holding the
Mariners to one run and seven hits in
seven innings.

Sabathia, 55-35 in five seasons, went

17-5 as a rookie in 200]. He won 13

games the next two seasons before going’
11-10 in 2004, a season in which person-
al problems weighed on Sabathia.

He lost his father, uncle and a close
cousin while trying to anchor Cleveland’s
young pitching staff. A hamstring injury
ended Sabathia’s season a few weeks
early. Still, he made 30 starts and became
the first Indians pitcher since Bob Feller
to make 100 career starts before turning
24,

Sabathia’s weight has been an issue
with many Cleveland fans, and it became
. one for him this winter, too. With guid-
ance from a trainer sent to his Vallejo,
Calif, home by the Indians, Sabathia
dedicated himself to a sirict workout
regime and diet and came to training
camp in the best shape of his career.
