An emergency on campus 
has sparked an investigation by 
the Youngstown State 
University Police Department. 

According to a police 
report, Kilcawiey Center and 
the Andrews Recreation and 
Wellness Construction site 
were the focus of two bomb 
threats Tuesday morning. 

The report stated a Fire 
FOE Corporation employee, 
who relayed the threat to the 
Youngstown Police 
Department, received the first 
call at 6:55 a.m.. 

It was then that the YPD 
contacted YSUPD and advised 
them that a bomb was reported 
to be at the Wellness Center 
construction site. 

"A search was conducted

1. Tuition Increase 
Ihis year's tuition increase is The 
Jambar's top story of the year. 
The Youngstown State University 

Board of Trustees voted in January to 
raise tuition 9 percent, the eighth con­
secutive year for such a decision. 

The increase was split into three 
separate packages: a 6 percent general 
tuition increase, 2 percent for technolo­
gy improvements and 1 percent for 
financial aid. 

In mid-April, however, the Ohio 
House of Representatives passed a ver­
sion of Ohio Gov. Bob Taft's budget 
that would set a strict 6 percent tuition 
cap. The budget will need final approval 
by the Ohio Senate, where it may under­
go further changes. 

If the budget is passed, YSU will be 
forced to scale back its tuition increase 
to 6 percent. Vice President for 
Administration John Habat, said. "I 
think students lose in the long run here." 

2. Michael Moore Visits Campus 
In early November, about 800 

people came to hear Michael Moore 
speak inside Kilcawiey Center with 
hundreds more watching on video 
screens outside. The visit to Y S U 
was a stop on Moore's "Slacker 
Uprising Tour," an initiative to get 
non-voters out to the polls. 

3. John Robic's contract not 
renewed, Slocum new head coach 

After six years as men's basket­
ball head coach, John Robic's con­
tract was not renewed after amass­
ing a 58-113 record with the 

Penguins. 
Replacing him 

will be Jerry Slocum, 
former head coach of 
the Gannon University 
men's basketball 
team. "I am one of the 
luckiest men alive,"

6. Y S U will borrow funds to 
finish center 

In order to finish the Andrews 
Student Recreation and Wellness center, 

YSU will "borrow" $4.2 million to 
finish construction due to a fund­
ing gap. 

The university has 
received $12.1 million in 
pledges for the construction, 
but the $4.2 million comes 
from funds the university 
will not receive until the 
center's completion. 

The Y S U Board of 
Trustees authorized the trans­
fer of funds at a December 
meeting.

Adding to the list of 

YSU's questionable hires, 
Joesph Serowik came under 
immediate scrutiny due to 
allegations he gave erroneous 
testimony in the 1988 trial of 
Michael Green. 

Green was sent to jail on 
a rape conviction but-was 
freed in 2001 after D N A test­
ing proved his innocence. 

After his resignation in 
April, Serowik would be 
offered a non-tenured, track 
position for the upcoming 
academic year. 

8. Pilfered Penguin 
"Mosiac in Metal," one of 

the 31 Penguin Parade sculp­
tures, turned up missing in 
July from its display location 
on the south side of Tod Hall. 

The penguin's where­
abouts still remain a mystery. 

9. Wick Pollock Inn 
Y S U announced it had 

reached an agreement to pay 
S500,000 to First National 
Bank of Pennsylvania for 
leasehold interest, persona! 
property and other assets FNB 
has in the Wick Pollock Inn, 

freeing the university to pur­
sue other development options 
for the inn. 

Y S U President David 
Sweet said the inn is likely to 
reopen in late 2005 or early 
2006. The university will 
work with the city of 
Youngstown to create a 
detailed plan for the inn, 
which requires extensive 
refurbishing. 

Y S U is expected to sign

with negative results. The site 
was reopened and work was 
resumed," the report stated. 

Construction would again 
stop late after 8:15 a.m. when 
an administrative assistant in 
the office of Environmental 
and Occupational Health and 
Safety reported another 
threat. 

The report stated the sec­
retary contacted police after a 
voicemail message left at 6:39 
a.m. warning that a bomb 
would detonate at 9:45 a.m. in 
Kilcawiey Center and at the 
construction site. 

YSUPD Lieutenant Greg 
Clementi said the proper safe­
ty procedures were immedi­
ately taken after the threats 
were made. 

Clementi said officers 
were dispatched to the two 
locations, evacuated people 
from both sites and proceeded 
to close off the entrances. 

The bomb squad was then 
put on notice in case any sus­
picious device was found,

The Youngstown State 
University police department 
was called to the Courtyard 
Apartments on May 1 for a fight 
between a girlfriend and 
boyfriend.

Clementi said. 
Thorough searches of 

both sites by the YSUPD did 
not turn up any objects in 
which a bomb could be 
placed, Clementi said. 

"Our officers systemati­
cally searched from top to 
bottom." Clementi said. 

Nearby sites such as 
DeBartolo Hal l , which is 
beside the construction site, 
and Kilcawiey House were 
not evacuated because 
Clementi said the threat was 
considered minor. 

While the sites were 
being searched, Clementi said 
students were moved away 
from the buildings and redi­
rected to zones at a safe dis­
tance. 

According to the report, 
Kilcawiey Center reopened to 
crowds "without incident" at 
10:15 a.m. 

Clementi said the first 
, call was traced back to a pay 
phone on the corner of Fifth 
Avenue and Scott Street 

across from Stambaugh 
Stadium. 

Clementi added he could 
not comment on the context 
of the threats because it is 
"instrumental to their appre­
hension." 

Clementi said the few 
bomb threats made in the past 
were usually by a disgruntled 
student, employee or "a nitwit 
with a problem" and never 
caused any damage. 

Although they have no 
suspects yet, Clementi said 
the department is "aggressive­
ly investigating" the incidents 
under the crime of inducing 
panic. 

According to the report, 
Fire FOE said they are not 
currently having tabor prob­
lems.

"esterday morning, Youngstown State 
University received some startling 
threats. 

In the early morning hours, campus offi­
cials received not one, but two bomb threats 
on the campus: one in Kilcawiey Center and 
one for the not yet finished Andrews 
Recreation and Wellness Center. 

For two hours, Kilcawiey Center was 
blocked off. Students were restricted from 
entering the building, many worried of what 
may happen in the next few hours. People 
that worked in the building were forced out. 
Businesses inside the building lost time and 
money. The Tri-County Journalism 
Association's Press Day, which had been 
carefully planned for months, was relocated 
and thrown off schedule. 

Al l of these things happened because 
someone made a phone call. It causes us to 
question what kind of statement, i f any, this 
person was trying to make. The fact someone 
would cause such a disruption and such a 
panic for whatever reason he or she had— 
whether it be retaliation or just a good 
laugh— is sickening. 

We applaud the Youngstown State 
University Police Department for its quick 
reaction and thorough search of the property. 
Their ability to maintain composure and 
keep the area secured is truly commendable. 

To induce such panic for so many people 
is immature, and we hope this will not con­
tinue to happen in the future.

Andrew Sustich, interim associate 
vice chancellor for research and 
technology transfer at Arkansas 
State University. 

Search committee chairman 
Charles Singler said, "The presi­
dent wants to conduct the search 
with the new provost on board." 

Bowers said that she and uni­
versity president David Sweet dis­
cussed the decision to put the 
search on hold, but that Sweet had 
the final say in the matter. 

"After considerable discussion 
with the president, the decision 
was made that the best thing to do 
was to suspend the search for now, 
appoint an interim dean, and con­
duct the search after the [new] 
provost is chosen," she said. 

Bowers has filled the post left 
vacant by Tony Atwater since 
January. A national search is under 
way to find someone to fill that 
office. 

Search committee members 

were notified by e-mail around 11 
a.m. Wednesday of the decision, 
but rumor of the change was. heard 
on campus earlier in the week. 

Although the pool of appli­
cants recently shrank from eight to 
four hopefuls, Sweet said that was 
not the reason for the change in 
strategy. He said the new provost, 
when appointed, should be 
involved in the selection process. 

"That is more significant than 
the other factors," Sweet said. He 
said he hopes to have three candi­
dates for provost by the end of next 
week, and could make the decision 
within two weeks. 

Current Arts and Sciences 
Dean Robert Bolla's tenure at Y S U 
ends June 1, 2005, when he leaves 
to assume duties as dean of gradu­
ate studies at Bradley University in 
Peoria, 111. 

Bolla will be taking vacation 
time from May 15 until the end of 
his contract. Before he leaves, he 

will decide who will take his place 
as acting dean until June 1. 

"I'm leaning toward Jane 
Kestner," he said, "but Jane's got 
to say she wants to do it." 

Top university,administrators 
will then select an interim dean to 
lead the college until a new dean is 
hired. . 

A letter obtained by the 
Jambar from Mike's wife, Rhonda 
Hirschl, to Bolla and carbon-
copied to Sweet and Atwater, indi­
cated that Mike had been chosen in 
the fall of 2004 as interim dean of 
Arts and Sciences. 

In the Oct. 8, 2004 letter, 
Hirschl wrote: "Jim has accepted 
the invitation to be Interim Dean 
and will be applying for the perma­
nent Dean's position." 

However, Bowers said, no one 
has been chosen to fill the interim 
position, and, to her knowledge, 
the job had never been offered to 
Mike. 

Sweet also said "No official 
designation has been made" for 
interim dean. 

Hirschl declined comment, 
and Mike could not be reached for 
comment after repeated attempts. 

With the committee's recom­
mendations in and the search sus­
pended, the present search com­
mittee's work is finished. 

Committee member Arlene 
Floyd said she was not surprised 
by the administration's decision to 
wait for the hiring of the provost. 

"We had asked that question 
before starting the search, " she 
said, "It is better all around for the 
provost to have a say in the hir­
ing." The reason, Floyd said, is 
that the provost has to work close­
ly with the college deans. 

The process will begin anew 
after the provost is selected. 
Bowers said current candidates, 
including the finalists, will have to 
re-apply for the job.

tionships with people in the universi­
ty from the ground up," Mavrikis 
said. "I was really pleased with the 
contacts we made with administra­
tion, faculty, The Jambar and stu­
dents." 

"It was really a cooperative 
effort," Mavrikis added. 

Holt said there was also plenty 
of cooperation between the mem­
bers of SGA, adding he thought one 
their greatest successes was keeping 
all members of SGA involved. 

"We kept their interest and 
excitement up on their work. It's 
easy to get too ambitious and want to 
handle everything by yourself. But 
you get less output that way. When 
you include eveiyone you get more 
done," Holt said. 

Mavrikis said she liked the 
ambition of each of the SGA mem­
bers. 

" A lot of new members stepped 
up and worked incredibly hard on 
big and small projects," Mavrikis 
said. 

Holt agreed, saying when the 
members stayed interested they 
often stumbled on new projects. 
Mavrikis used the introduction of 
TheFacebook.com as an example of 
Holt's statement. 

"Facebook was an impromptu 
idea from one of the body mem­
bers," Mavrikis said. "SGA then 
made a collective effort to get on it 
and—boom—it worked." 

She said using Facebook has 
also increased students use of CUE-
mail accounts, something that the 
university had been trying to make 
students do for a while. 

The two said another strength 
this year was finding practical solu­
tions to student needs, such as creat­
ing extended library hours, rather 
than simply passing resolutions. 

"SGA members did research 
and found practical solutions to how 
YSU could fund extended library 
hours," Holt said. "Then we focused 
on when the,library gets used the 
most - finals week- and wc went 

from there." 
But, not everything was as suc­

cessful as the library hours. Holt and 
Mavrikis said they would have liked 
to see more success with projects 
such as SGA meet-and-greets and 
the initiative to bring free newspa­
pers to campus. 

Both said the student-run radio 
station the WYRE could have been 
more successful, but there are plans 
under way to move the W Y R E into 
Bliss Hall and create a separate orga­
nization to run it 

"We were acting like the 
Youngstown Business Incubator 
with the WYRE. We liked the idea, 
we just couldn't run it out of SGA 
because of limited space," Mavrikis 
said. Both agreed they would like to 
have one more year to carry out their 
plans, however, they said they arc 
looking to future Leaders to carry out 
their long-term goals. 

"We tried to pick up unfinished 
projects and we can only hope that 
the next person takes interest in what 

we started" Mavrikis said. "It's 
important to realize that your work 
may not yield results within your 
term, but that it's still important to 
begin it." Holt said the new SGA 
will be good for continuing the work 
began by this year's SGA. 

"I can't speak for what will hap­
pen two years down the road, but 
next year's SGA is solid. They're a 
great group of kids and ambitious. 
They'll work well for the students " 
Holt said. 

Mavrikis said she is "complete­
ly confident" that next year's' SGA 
President and Vice President Bob 
McGovem and Amanda Mieike will 
do well and be strong leaders. 

The pair said they enjoyed this 
year and its share of challenges, both 
adding they wish they had more 
time. However, for now, they said 
they have another big challenge to 
face: finding jobs after college.

On a Monday night, Irish 
Bob's is packed, sometimes 
uncomfortably so. Still , with 
the exception o f the occasion­
al shouting and shoving 
match, most everyone is 
pleasant. Monday nights are 
highlighted by the weekly 
performances o f Youngstown 
State University student 
"Friggin" Murad Shorrab. In 
addition to being an outstand­
ing singer, Murad is also 
insanely funny. He often gets 
to sing a little more than the 
other people, because his fra­
ternity is will ing to slip Ed 
$20 in exchange for an 
encore performance by their 
favorite brother. 

When I finally sang, I 
chose the most difficult song 
in all o f karaoke-dom: 
"Informer" by the white 
Canadian reggae rapper 
Snow. This was my favorite 
song when I was 12, and the 
lyrics have been stuck in my 
head ever since. I would 
wager that knowing the 
words to "Informer" has 
probably brought me more 
success at karaoke bars (and 
by success, I mean drank 
guys slapping me on the 
back, yelling, "That was awe­
some!") than it has Snow 
himself.

Rule #4: You are encouraged to pick cheesy dance songs so the bar can have fun instead of having to sit 
through your own personal pathos in the form of a Staind song.

"hen performing at a karaoke bar, 
song choice and attitude are vital 
determinants when calculating 

whether the other drunk people in attendance 
wi l l pay attention and clap when you are done 
or i f they'll just continue their conversation 
and act in a general manner that 
suggests your karaoke-ing is a 
brief inconvenience on an 
otherwise enjoyable 
night. 

To truly earn the 
respect and admira­
tion o f other 
karaoke fans, you 
must work hard for 
the money (so hard 
for it, honey). So 
you better do it right. 

To help, I have 
devised a list o f rules 
that wi l l set you on the 
road to karaoke superstar-
dom. B y following my 
simple eight-fold path, you 
too can become a master in the not-so-ancient 
Japanese art o f karaoke. 

If your significant other recently broke up 
with you, do-not sing a slow ballad full of 
heartbreak, perhaps originally performed by 
Celine Dion or Toni Braxton, in an attempt to 
show the world (or, more realistically, the bar) 
how inconsolably lovelorn you are. 

I f you attempt to sing a difficult song, 
and it's starting to sound pretty bad, make 
sure you do something funny to fill in the 
gaps- _ 

In no instance should you ever sing a 
nine-minute heavy metal song with three 90-
second guitar solos interspersed unless you 
are really entertaining. Otherwise, you ' l l just 
be standing on the stage a lot, looking down 
at the monitor, waiting until it's 
time to sing again.

be dignified with the honor o f a drunken 
karaoke performance. This rule also applies to 
Pearl Jam songs. (Though Pearl Jam isn't 
inherently awful, the millions o f wannabe 
rock stars who copied Eddie Vedder's gravel­
ly baritone have forever sullied their legacy. 
This can be explained through the following 
axiom: Creed wouldn't exist i f it wasn't for 
Pearl Jam, therefore it is Pearl Jam's fault that 

Creed exists; ergo, Pearl Jam is 
liable for all crimes committed 

against rock by Creed and 
Creed-like bands, and as 

such, Pearl Jam songs 
should also never be 
performed at karaoke 
bars.) If for some 

• reason you do pick 
one o f these songs, 

• thereby violating 
rule number 5, do not 

attempt to recreate the 
Eddie Vedder voice. If 

you do, the karaoke gods 
wi l l surely strike you down. 

Rule #5: NO N1CKELBACK (KRT Campus) 

If possible, avoid 
singing the latest pop-country novelty song 
(i.e. "Redneck Woman" by Gretchen Wilson 
and "Save a Horse Ride a Cowboy" by B i g 
and Rich) because anybody embarking on a 
Simply Ed World Tour wi l l grow tired of 
hearing the same two songs performed every 
night for six nights straight. 

If you are a really good singer, profes­
sionally trained perhaps, think twice before . 
coming to karaoke to show off how awesome 
you are. In reality, it's pretty sad that you 
need karaoke to fill the hole in your empty, 
empty heart where the hope of a successful 
singing career once flowed. You wi l l not get 
famous singing karaoke. The attention you do 
get from belting out "The Greatest Love of 
A l l " lasts about 15 seconds, or the time 
between when you finish your last notes and 
when the next person comes up to sing. 

Have fun. Don't take karaoke too serious-

Flip Orley has appeared on 'The Ricky Lake Show?' 'TheToday Show" and "Space Ghost Coast-to-Coast"

n stage, Flip Orley walks back in forth 
| in front of a group of dejected-looking 
people. 

"My dad was gone from Thanksgiving to 
New Year's and he always had pretty women 
sitting on his lap!" moans one lady. 

The woman believes that her dad is Santa 
Claus and that she's attending a support group 
for children who had fathers who were holiday 
characters. No, she's not demented, just hypno­
tized by Flip Orley the "Hypnoman." 

Need a break from freaking out about exam 
week? Why not laugh away the stress the mysti­
cal way with Flip Orley at the Funny Farm 
Comedy Club. Orley, a comedian and stage hyp­
notist will be playing two shows on May 6 and 
7. 

Orley, a Phoenix native, took up comedy 
when he was in grade school. 

"I knew ever since I was in elementary 
school that 1 wanted to be a comic. I'm not sure 
how I knew, just nothing else appealed to me," 
he said. 

Orley began hypnosis in the sixth grade for 
quite different reasons. Namely; chicks. 

"We just began going to co-ed events and 
dances around that time and every time I asked 
a girl out I got the standard 'I like you too much' 
answer," Orley said. 

Then he found a book in the back of a mag­
azine called, "How to Pick up Girls with 
Hypnosis." 

"I just thought at the time 'jeez, I'd like to 
hold a girl's hand and dance with her too.' So I 
tried hypnotizing one girl on the playground and 
got kicked in the nuts for it. It wasn't a positive 
first experience," Orley said. 

Despite this failure, Orley said he was still 
intrigued by hypnosis. He left the "How to Pick 
up Girls..." book behind in favor of more legiti­
mate works on the subject. 

He continued using hypnosis in college, try­
ing it out on classmates to help with their 
grades, studying or problems dealing with 
stress. At the same time, Orley was doing stand 
up shows. Flip decided to combine the two at 
the urging of one of his friends. 

"I tried it onstage for one night and it went 
really well. I started getting bookings immedi­
ately. It was totally an accident, Orley said. 

Today, Orley travels across the country 
doing shows, staying away from home for as 
much as 40 weeks a year. His 18-year career has 
landed him gigs like "The Ricky Lake Show," 
"The Today Show" and "Space Ghost: Coast-to-
Coast." 

Orley says he tries to shy away from hyp­
notist acts as trite as making volunteers bark like 
dogs or impersonate Elvis. Instead, Orley tries 
to get his hypnotized volunteers to interact with 
one another on stage. He does this by writing 

bits for his volunteers to perform. 
Orley said one of the sketches he enjoys 

doing with the volunteers is a parody of "The 
Newlywed Show." 

"Each volunteer believes that they are mar­
ried to someone else on stage. Then 1 asked 
them questions such as 'where was the most 
spontaneous place you've ever made whoopee?' 
One of them may say something like 'the beach' 
and then their 'spouse' would yell out 'But 
we've never been to the beach! Who were you 
with?' Orley said. 

"The conflict on stage is funny," Orley said. 
He said there were some misconceptions about 
hypnotism that a lot of people picked up in tele­
vision shows or movies. 

"People assume that it's easier to hypnotize 
someone i f they're stupid. But the stronger 
someone's mind is, the easier it is to hypnotize 
them. It takes a lot oTconcentration," Orley said. 

He also said that a hypnotist wasn't in total 
control of the person that was hypnotized. 
Volunteers have to be willing to do the things 
the hypnotist suggests. 

"If it was otherwise, you'd have unscrupu­
lous people making hypnotized people rob 
stores," Orley said. 

The show is at 9:30 p.m. Friday and at 7:45 
and 9:45 p.m Saturday at the Funny Farm 
Comedy Club located inside the Holiday Inn 
Metroplex in Liberty. Tickets are $15.50. For 
more information, call (330) 759-4242.

Lace" [by Stevie Nicks and 
Don Henley]. And we ended 
up getting married a little over 
a year later, and that was our 
bridal dance song. I've been 
married for a little over three 
years. 

J A M B A R : How many 
songs do you have in your col­
lection? 

E D : A little bit over 
10,000 - and that's with no 
repeats. Some karaoke guys 
say they have 15,000-20,000 
songs. Well they have three or 
four versions. I only put one 
version of each song in my 
book. I have back up versions, 
but single count, I have a little 
bit over 10,000 right now. And 
I'm expanding. In two weeks 
I'm ordering new stuff. 

J A M B A R : How often do 
you get new songs? 

E D : Every six months. 
Gotta keep it current. It keeps 
the people coming back. I 
used to update every three 
months, but it got too expen­
sive to redo song books, 
'cause my song books are so 
thick right now. I laminate the 
covers. Those books cost me 8 
bucks a piece at Kinko's. And 
you see what they go through. 
So that's why we kind of 

moved to six months. It was 
more of a time saving labor 
economic decision. 

J A M B A R : Are karaoke 
discs more expensive than 
regular CDs? 

E D : Yes. A regular 
karaoke disc will run you any­
where from $20 to $30 a disc. 
They average anywhere from 
12 to 20 songs. The problem 
is, usually each disc only has 
two or three good songs peo­
ple sing, and the rest is just 
fluff that the karaoke compa­
nies put on there just to get 
you to buy more discs. Oh 
God, don't get me all started 
with that. 

J A M B A R : Do you have 
to pay any extra kind of 
licensing fees? 

E D : No, I'm like a band 
or a DJ. The bars pay to 
A S C A P and BMI and that 
covers me. The karaoke com­
panies have to pay the fees to 
use the song rights, 'cause 
those are not original record­
ings. They use studio musi­
cians. You should see the 
facilities Sound Choice has 
down in Charlotte [North 
Carolina]. They've got a mas­
sive studio and they are con­
stantly pounding out songs. 

J A M B A R : Are there any 
songs you hate so much 
you've kicked them out of 
your songbook? 

E D : I put on one-year ban 
on "My Heart Will Go On" by 
Celine Dion and "Total 
Eclipse of the Heart" by 
Bonnie Tyler. Also, I have a 
temporary ban on "Stairway to 
Heaven" because nobody can 
sing it, so why desecrate one 
of the best? Some guy trashed 
it so bad one night I said, "I 
can't do this anymore." 

J A M B A R : Is karaoke 
more popular now than ever? 

ED: I have to say that it 
peaked and then it dipped 
when all these small karaoke 
companies came in and every­
one was undercutting each 
other and doing cheap sound. 
I've been very blessed. I 
found seven great bars on 
seven particular nights of the 
week where there's not a lot 
going on around me, so I don't 
have a lot of competition. 

J A M B A R : Do you ever 
scope out the karaoke compe­
tition? 

E D : No. I do not feel that 
I have any competition. You 
know why? I can only work 
seven nights a week. I'm 

working seven nights a week. 
I don't have time. 

J A M B A R : You are a 
good singer and you usually 
sing the first song of the night. 
What is your favorite song? 

E D : My favorite song to 
sing? "Cherry, ' Cherry" by 
Neil Diamond. I love singing 
Neil Diamond. Bi l ly Joel, 
"Scenes from an Italian 
Restaurant" is another 
favorite. I like doing "Rebel 
Yel l" by Billy Idol. 1 love 
doing that song. 

J A M B A R : Do you feel 
that your chosen profession as 
a karaoke jock is unrespected 
by the rest of the entertain­
ment world? 

E D : I was a sound engi­
neer for some really great 
bands. I was really good at 
what I did. 1 enjoyed it. But 
there was no money in it. 
When karaoke peaked in the 
early 90s, there was a lot of 
resentment with local musi­
cians, because everybody 
wanted to do it in town. Bars 
were doing it; bands were los­
ing gigs because of it. I think 
now there is some acceptance 
by the musicians in the area. 
They actually come out and 
sing every once in a while. I 

have friends that are in bands 
and they come out and have 
fun just like everyone else. 

But docs that mean I'm 
respected? Oh God. I think 
I've earned my respect. I 
mean, 15 years? I think I'm 
one of the steadiest forms of 
entertainment that's been 
offered in the valley in the last 
15 years. Bands have come 
and gone. There arc very few 
places that have DJs anymore. 

J A M B A R : How long do 
you think you'll be doing this? 

E D : I want to do it until 
they start calling me "Dirty 
Old Simply Ed." If I'm atlrish 
Bob's in 10 years - I ' l l be 54 
years old in 10 years - if I'm 
doing it at Irish Bob's and the 
crowd is still in their 20s, am I 
going to look like a perv? 
[Laughs.] 

I think a karaoke host 
doesn't have to have a certain 
age to have an appeal to an 
audience i f you relate to your 
audience, if you're fun, if you 
treat everybody fairly. 

You know how I do my 
rotation. I'm real fair about 
giving everybody a chance to 
sing. I don't play favorites. We 
have the $20 Simply Ed col­
lege fund rule [If you slip Ed a 

twenty, you can sing next]. 
But that was by necessity. My 
shows get so busy. People are 
so demanding to sing. I could­
n't think of anyway to get 
around the "playing favorites" 
thing. So now, it's like 20 
bucks and I put that money in 
my son's college fund to go 
wherever he's going to go 
some day; Ohio State, Notre 
Dame... 

J A M B A R : How high is 
the college fund now? 

E D : My wife and I put in 
100 bucks a month on our 
own. The tips far exceed that 
$300 a month fee. He's doing 
quite well, thanks to my 
karaoke regulars. And I appre­
ciate it a lot. People think I 
just stick that money in my 
pocket. I don't. I keep it in,an 
envelope, and at the end of the 
month, we take it to the bank 
and we put it in his 529. 

J A M B A R : Do you like 
what, you do? 

E D : I love it. It's the per­
fect job for me. I get to. be a 
little bit of a soundman, which 
is what I was doing before 
this. 1 get to s.ing a little. I 
could never front a band, but I 
can carry a tune. It's the per­
fect outlet for my personality.

And let me 
just say that, at Salty Grog's, 
they welcome that style of

Venue: Quaker Steak and Lube

Quaker Steak and Lube is 
really more of a restaurant 
than a bar, and it has an 
almost family friendly atmos­
phere. But Ed has been doing 
karaoke at the Lube for 14 
years, his longest running gig, 
so the karaoke-ing there can 
get pretty serious. One 
woman, white, heavy set, in 
her early 30s, did a spot on 
perfect rendition of "P.I.M.P" 
by 50 cent. It was simply stun­
ning. 

Later in the night, after
