YOUNGSTOWN 2010 

Plan: 2010 will key city's survival

After two-and-a-half years 
of 5,000 community mem­
bers' input into visioning and 
planning the city's future, the 
Youngstown 2010 Planning 
Team has released the final 
version of Youngstown 2010 
— the road map for 
Youngstown's recovery. 

" I ' m very encouraged 
that we've made it to this 
point," Y S U President D a v i d 
Sweet said. "This is a culmi­
nation of many individuals 

w h o met i n many smal l 
meetings, in the two larger 
meetings at Stambaugh and 
some of the meetings that 
we've had on campus. There 
was a lot of participation." 

2010 is Youngstown's first 
city wide planning process in 
more than 50 years. The final 
plan states, " A proactive 
approach toward the future is 
the last chance for sustainabil-
ity, perhaps even survival ." 

It calls on citizens, private 
developers and businesses, 
Y S U , the city Board of 
Education and more to col­

laborate and implement the 
plan. "The City cannot afford 
single handed ly to do all that 
this plan calls for on its o w n , " 
it reads. .City wide projects 
2010 has planned fall into 
three categories: cleaner, 
greener and better organized. 

In the "cleaner" category, 
c i tywide projects inc lude 
annual major thorough­
fare/ gateway clean-ups, 
conversion of surplus school 
bui ld ing sites to green space, 
coordination of beautifica-
tion projects with the Ohio

The committee, com­
prised of Daniella Barletta, 
Daniel le DeChant , L o r i 
G r i f f i n , Josh H i z n a y and 
D a v i d Spatholt, takes into 
account the organizations 
existing funds, community 
service performed and h o w 

the organization w i l l benefit 
the university. 

The Y S U Jazz Society 
requested $3,700 to pay for 
performances and work­
shops by D a v i d Binney 
Quartet and Joe Lavano. By 
bringing these musical 
groups to campus, the Y S U 
Jazz Society intends to not 
only entertain with concerts 
but to further student's inter­
est in jazz music S G A recom­
mended and approved 
$1,200 to defray the costs of 
one or both of the musicians. 

Y o u n g s t o w n Student 
Educa t ion Associat ion 
requested $2,500 to partici­
pate and provide the D Y C E 
P r o g r a m at the S M A R T S 
Center. This amount w o u l d 
go toward supplies for 
crafts, transportation and 
other budgeted items. Y S E A 
said the O r i o n A w a r d w i n ­
ning event w o u l d give Y S U 
national and local publicity 
and help inner city children 
have positive experiences i n 
the Youngstown C o m m u n ­
ity.

Six Youngstown State 
University faculty members 
w i l l receive awards from the 
Northeast O h i o Counci l on 
Higher Education on Oct. 7. 
From the more than 9,000 
candidates, 56 faculty mem­
bers from 20 universities in 
Ohio received the award. 

The recipients are M a r i a 
DeLost, professor and direc­
tor of C l i n i c a l Laboratory 
Programs, Jacek 
Fabrykowski, associate pro­
fessor of Mathematics and 
Statistics, Randy Hoover , 
professor of Teacher 
Educat ion, R ick Fry, 
Psychology professor, 
Richard M c E w i n g , professor 
of Educat ion and 
Phi losophy and Religious 
Studies professor Vic tor 
Wan-Tatah. 

"These Y S U faculty mem­
bers represent the best of the 
best classroom teachers in 
the state, and in the nation 
for that matter," Robert 
Herbet, Y S U provost and 
vice president for academic 
affairs, said. "Their dedica­
tion to teaching, to the uni ­
versity and most especially 
to their students is com­
mendable and w e l l worth 
this recognition." 

The awards are given to 
teachers who are considered 
leaders in creating field 

study programs, who create 
new styles of learning using 
new technology, who pro­
vide support to co-curricular 
activities that al low students 
to apply knowledge, or those 
who introduce more interac­
tive methods within the con­
ventional classroom setting. 

Dr. Rick Fry, professor of 
psychology, gives a lot of the 
credit for the award to the 
Center for Teaching and 
Learning Technology. H e 
said the center integrated 
video clips into ; his power 
point presentations, allow^ 
ing for class time to be used 
more efficiently. 

" N o t only does it al low 
for the class to be more 
streamlined, but when y o u 
put more effort into your 
product, it gives y o u more 
pride and enthusiasm when 
teaching," Fry said. 

He also said that showing 
the clips leaves more of an 
impact on students than 
texts do, noting that clips of 
psychological disorders are 
more effective that just read­
ing about them. 

Dr. Richard M c E w i n g , 
Education professor, said he 
tries to offer something dif­
ferent for students i n his 
classes, rather than just lec­
turing. 

"I always try to be engag­
i n g , more interactive," 
M c E w i n g said. " Y o u want it 
to be more of a conversation 

than a lecture, the students 
get more out of it that way." 

Dr. Randy Hoover, pro­
fessor of Teacher Education, 
uses a similar approach. 

" M y classes aren't terribly 
structured. I know what I 
have to teach, and I usually 
let the students drive the 
class," Hoover said. 

Hoover started out teach­
ing the same as some of his 
professors had, using simple 
lectures. After changing up 
his routine over the 20 years 
he's been teaching, he's 
noticed his students get a lot 
more out of that type of tech­
nique. 

" I 'm really only as good 
as my classes are," Hoover 
said. 

The teachers noted that 
the award is a great way of 
k n o w i n g their work doesn't 
go unappreciated. 

"It makes y o u feel good 
about what y o u do, the 
recognition is nice. A n d , we 
get a free l u n c h , " joked 
M c E w i n g .

Keep intelligent 
design out of schools 

The monkeys are back i n court. 
Eight families from the Dover, Pa. school 

district are suing the district for undermining 
their children's education by forcing them to 
learn intelligent design alongside evolution i n 
their high school biology courts. 

This case w i l l no doubt begin to garner 
heavy national attention, as politicians as h igh 
as President Bush have in the past weighed in 
on this topic. 

The argument that the school district and 
others who support intelligent design being 
taught in classrooms make — that intelligent 
design and evolution are both acceptable theo­
ries of how man came to be — draws the ire of 
scientists and for good reason. 

To scientists, intelligent design is not an accept­
able theory for a basic scientific reason: it can't be 
tested. A Brown University biology professor who 
was the first witness called by the plaintiffs in the 
case makes a simple point Science can't test intel-
Ugenfe design, whereas decades of testing have 
gQneJntq.the theojfc^of evolution.; Requiring stu­
dents to learn both in science classes undernames 
the basic tenets of the subject students are sup­
posed to be learning: science. 

The scientific process requires a hypothesis 
and the testing of that hypothesis. A n y hypoth­
esis that can't be tested therefore cannot be sci­
entific and has no place in a science classroom. 

This argument is not anti-Christian. Cal l ing 
it that belittles scientists and their work. It is 
pro-science. Evolution does not plainly state 
that there is no G o d and that the Bible is inher­
ently false. It s imply employs the scientific 
process, the major tenet of science. 

Cal l ing these two theories 'competing' or 
referring to them alongside one another is non­
sensical. The scientific community embraces , 
evolution as the best current theory and disre­
gards intelligent design on the whole. These 
are not competing schools of thought. 
Evolution is the school of thought, whereas 
intelligent design holds all of the scientific 
weight of, as Bi l l Maher said, saying that 
babies come from storks. 

According to an A P story, the school dis­
trict's defense team said i n its opening state­
ment that the case was not about religion, but 
that rather, it was about the freedom of acade­
mic inquiry. To a degree, they're right. 

The pursuit of intelligent design is about 
inquisitiveness and trying to f ind answers,that 
are sometimes lacking in evolution itself. 
Considering intelligent design, based on the 
probability that randomness couldn't be c o m - . 
pletely accountable "for the Earth as we n o w 
k n o w it, does have a place i n academia. But 
that place is in philosophy courses and not i n 
science classrooms. 

U n t i l intelligent design becomes a testable, 
verifiable theory, it serves no high school stu­
dents to have them learn it alongside evolution 
in a science classroom. Science classes should 
teach science, and the accepted scientific school 
of thought is evolution.

Gender inequality in the corporate wor

People who think Martha Stewart got 
burned because of w h o she was, not 
.what she d i d , should watch closely 
what's happening w i t h B i l l F r i s t : 

Appropriate questions have been 
raised about whether the Senate majority 
le*ader improperly sold stock benefiting a 
medical company w i t h family ties. 

A s wi th Stewart,, these questions have 
to do wi th r iming. W h y d i d Frist sell, 
stock w h e n he did? The answer to a s i m ­
ilar question posed to Stewart landed the 
mill ionaire businesswoman in prison. 
W i l l mil l ionaire Dr. Frist be taken d o w n 
the same road for his i l l - t imed d u m p of 
Hospi ta l Corporat ion of Amer ica stock? 
N o t l ikely. 

In March 2004, when Stewart was 
found guilty of four of the five counts 
against her, one of the jurors celebrated the 
verdict as "a victory for the little guys." 

Stewart, ratted out by friends, was 
found guilty of l y i n g to the government 
about her sale of ImClone Systems Inc. 
stock i n December 2001/the day before 
the stock plummeted. 

The day after she sold her stock came 
news that regulators had rejected an 
application fpr'a cancer d r u g by ImClone. 

It was the t iming of the stock sale that 
'signaled to authorities something might 
be fishy in M i s s Martha's kitchen. I f s 
that same pungent smell that has some 
people want ing regulators to look into 
Dr. Fr i s f s black bag. 

The Washington Post reported last 
week that questions are being raised 
about the t iming of F r i s f s decision to 
d u m p all H C A stock i n June. H C A , the 
nation's largest for-profit hospital chain, 
was founded by the senator's father and 
owns hospitals nationwide^ F r i s f s broth­

er sits on the H C A board. 
A month after Frist sold, H C A ' s stock 

took a 9 percent hit. I f s not the day before, 
as with Martha, but it still seems odd. 

Consumer watchdog groups such as 
Public Cit izen wonder w h y Frist, who put 
his stock into a bl ind trust, cnose to sell 
when he d id . They wonder if he knew 
something other stockholders didn't. The 
same questions were asked about Martha. 

The t iming is also suspicious, critics say, 
because Frist always claimed there was no 
conflict of interest. Since the sale, however, 
he's claimed it was done to avoid,the 
appearance of having any conflict. 

Last week federal prosecutors i n New-
York subpoenaed H C A documents relat­
ed to F r i s f s sale. The S E C also is looking 
into the matter. 

A Frist spokeswoman told reporters 
the senator " d i d not have any conversa­
tions w i t h H C A executives about H C A 
stock when he was m a k i n g the decision 
to divest." Wordsmiths ought to study 
that quote. It w i l l l ikely come u p again. 
Incidentally, Stewart was never convict­
ed of insider trading, just l y i n g . 

Actually, "She got i n trouble because 
her reputation as a vicious, humorless 
ice-queen overshadowed her talents," 
wrote H e n r y Blodget, a former securities 
analyst, in Slate. By contrast, Frist, 
charged w i t h nothing, is seen as a 
squeaky-clean Marcus Welby , .M.D. That 
may soon change. 

The rules that applied to a w o m a n 
named Stewart i n N e w "Vork don't neces­
sarily apply to a man named Frist f rom 
Tennessee. Reportedly, at least seveh 
H C A executives sold 574,882 shares 
worth nearly $20 m i l l i o n between M a y 
17 through June 10. 

Don' t expect what happened to 
Stewart to happen to Frist. Frist is not 
only a mover and shaker i n Washington, 

he's also one of the most powerful 
Republican allies i n Congress for the 
Bush administration. The Bushvolk need 
h i m as m u c h as they need House 
Majori ty Leader Tom DeLay who, by the 
way, is up to his neck i n naughty. Senate 
^Ethics, Committee investigationSvinto his 

^ a l l e g e d wrongdoing have gorie nowhere. 
Boys w i l l be boys. 

Meanwhile , Republican lobbyist Jack 
Abramoff, who strutted like a peacock 
over his congressional connections, is 
n o w singing like a canary about his busi­
ness relationships, one of which was with 
DeLay. Abramoff was indicted la$t month 
on wire fraud and conspiracy charges. 

Another of his clients was Tyco. N o w 
that Tyco execs are i n trouble with the 
government, their lawyers are tattling 
about what Abramoff said abouth is 
l inks to the White House , i n particular 
Bush 's Brain, K a r l Rove. The response 
from Rove's office: Jack who? 

Stewart got sent up the r iverbefore 
those W o r l d C o m , Tyco and Enron boys 
ever got out of their l imos. She\yas 
wearing her crochet poncho whi le the 
boys were st i l l i n their tuxes, 

Stewart had a good defense" team, one 
of the best money could buy, b u t i t d i d ­
n't help. She nearly lost her empire, 
Martha Stewart O m n i m e d i a , arYef Jspent 
five months at C a m p Cupcake/the West 
Virg in ia prison. She spent almost six 
months.under house arrest. She's done 
her time for her crime (lying) arid is try­
ing to make a comeback. ' 

It sti l l pays to be rich and powerful in 
white-collar cr iminal circles, but mostly 
it pays to be male. M a y b e what Stewart 
needed was not a bigger defensevteam 
after all. M a y b e a l l she needed iyas a 
bigger inseam. ,

Previously on Strike Wars: YSU's staff and faculty wanted a 
pay raise because YSU President David Sweet received one. Your 
humble narrator just wanted a stop to over-inflated tuition hikes, 
bearing the end of the strike, oV Davey Sweet wondered what 
exactly constituted a "Sweet deal" and then let it slip that he 
thinks of himself a man who.earns nearly $300,000 annually, as 
middle class. Hahahaha. ...and now for ... hahahaha ...the 
thrilling conclusion ...hahahaha, middle class my ass, hahahaha 
... Strike Wars: The Return of the Semester. 

A c t 1: The O n e - D a y Str ike of 1989 
Ihe institutional memory at a university is pretty 
short-term. Students have four years or so to assess 
h o w things really work and then they graduate, 

grateful to finally be r i d of bullshit politics, expensive text­
books and over-inflated tuition. 

"The Universi ty should review bargaining history to 
identify the Union 's l ikely bargaining objectives," advised 
a report entitled " A Primer on Public Sector Collective 
Bargaining," delivered in September 2004 to the Board of 
Trustees. "His tory does, in fact, repeat itself." 

A n d , i n fact, it d i d . 
By the time the Great Strikes of 2005 happened, the only 

people who actually remembered the One-Day Strike of 
1989, the only other rime a Y S U union walked the picket 
line, were those long-time faculty members who went on 
strike that day 16 years earlier. Top administration officials 
weren't yet a part of the university, and most of Y S U ' s cur­
rent students were barely in elementary school. I was eight 
years o ld at the time. 

But with a little research, history comes alive. 

Y S U ' s Center for W o r k i n g Class Studies and was the facul­
ty union president dur ing the 1989 strike, dis l iked the u n i ­
versity administration then almost as much as he does now. 
H e was hyperbolical ly quoted in the Jambar as saying the 
union wanted "to be treated wi th something other than 
contempt by this administrat ion." 

Then-university President N e i l H u m p h r e y fought back 
by buying a full-page paid advertisement i n The Jambar 
emphasizing the administration's position and expressing 
regret that the union went on strike. 

With middle and upper-middle class professors w i l l i n g 
to w a l k off the job for large pay raises in a year w h e n the 
tuition increase far outpaced inflation, only Brian Fry, then-
Student Government president, was looking out for the lit­
tle guy. 

"The students of this university are vict ims," Fry said on 
the day of the strike. " A n d the students of this university 
are outraged." 

The next m o r n i n g the campus woke up to a headline 
that read " T E A C H E R S O N S T R I K E ! " but fortunately for 
students (and unfortunately for The Jambar), the strike had 
ended overnight. 

The faculty w o u n d u p getting two 4 percent increases 
plus $2,700 over two years and they weren't forced to pay 
health care. 

Act 2: The Return of the Semester 
tutting together a modern newspaper without the 
Internet is a pain i n the ass. Because of the strikes, 
Y S U had permitted only sporadic access to the 

Internet from campus, which meant our office i n Fedor 
H a l l was cut off f rom the rest of the information super­
highway. 

It was Sunday, A u g 28., the day before the scheduled 
start of Y S U ' s fall 2005 semester. The Jambar's first issue of 
the semester was scheduled for Monday, but as a student 

But w o u l d we have to cross an A C E picket l ine to come 
to classes? A n d who w o u l d save the day? . 

State Sen. M a r c Dann, thafs who . H e rushed to Y S U to 
make sure A C E and the administration negotiated through 
the night. By 5 a.m. Monday, they hammered out a new 
tentative agreement. A C E w o u l d wait to vote on i t , .but 
members (very tired members) woulct-report to work at 8 

a.m. 
After staying u p al l night putt ing the f inishing touches 

on the newspaper and running home to update The Jambar 
Web page (remember, no Internet), I reportedto m y 8 a.m. 
microeconomics class. Yay! 

The final agreements h a d faculty receiving a 10 percent 
increase over three years, wi th both groups paying into 
health care for the first time. The total cost .to Y S U of the 
pay raises minus the health care contributions was expect­
ed to cost $5.5 mi l l ion over the three years. ; 

The kicker was that O E A was able to negotiate retroac­
tive pay, meaning Y S U pa id the 390 professors their f u l l 
wages for their six days on strike. A C E wasn't so lucky; 
they only received retroactive health care. 
A c t 3: F u c k i n g a n n o y i n g 

Ireally boxed myself into a corner w i t h this "Star Wars" 
motif I started out w i t h . That's part of the reason w h y 
this story was delayed a couple days. The only "Star 

Wars" related analogy I can muster is that these strikes 
were annoying; annoying l ike Ewoks , annoying l ike Jar jar 
Binks. ' 

A t least "Star Wars" ultimately has a happy ending: the 
galaxy is saved, D a r t h Vader goes to heaven, L u k e 
Skywalker gets to s ing " Y u b N u b " w i t h a bunch of 
M u p p e t s . But there is no happy ending in s ight for Y S U . 

A s I write this, nearly a month after the end of the 
strikes, I already don' t care. I w i l l have graduated, dropped 
out or died by the time the recently agreed u p o n contracts 
expire i n 2008. Somebody w i l l have to deal w i t h the inces-

It was the summer of 1989. George Bush was president, 

Hurricane H u g o caused bi l l ions of dollars in damage, 
tuition at Y S U increased 11 percent and the university's fac­
ulty union was pissed off. 

History does seem to repeat itself, doesn't it? 
A s early as June 1989, The Jambar was predicting a pos­

sible strike. A state-appointed fact finder had reviewed the 
current faculty contract and recommended pay increases of 
8 percent each year for the life of the contract. The reason 
was Y S U ranked eighth out of the 11 O h i o public universi­
ties in faculty salaries and because "the Universi ty can 
finance the recommended pay increases." The average 
salary for a Y S U professor that year was $41,398, about 
$3,000 less than the state average. The fact finder also rec­
ommended Y S U adopt an early retirement program. 

Y S U ' s trustees rejected the recommendations. University 
officials were u n w i l l i n g to give more than a 1.94 percent 
salary increase at that time, they d idn ' t l ike the idea of an 
early retirement buyout and they hoped to force the facul­
ty to pay a percentage of their health care costs. 

Sound familiar? 
Two months later, little progress had been made. The 

faculty was stil l pushing for 8 percent pay increases and the 
administration wasn't commenting. W i t h a month to go 
before the contract expired, no meetings between the two 
sides had been scheduled. 

A Jambar editorial asked, " D o the Board of Trustees 
care? D o the faculty members care?" 

"If a strike occurs, there w o u l d be only one loser, the stu­
dent body at Y S U , " the Jambar wrote. 

A s the strike deadline approached, the administration 
dangled a sweetened " f i n a l " offer of a 6.5 percent salary 
increase each year or a 2 percent salary increase plus 
bonuses of $1,800 the first year and $1,960 i n the second 
year, whichever the union preferred.,But the union wasn't 
biting. 

O n Wednesday, Sept. 20, 1989, the unthinkable hap­
pened: the faculty at Y S U went on strike for the very first 
time i n the school's 81 years of existence. Professors were 
seen around campus w i t h signs that read " N o Contract, N o 
Work. " 

Professor John Russo, w h o is n o w the co-director of 

newspaper, we decided that we w o u l d n ' t publ ish an issue 
unti l classes resumed. After al l , if classes were delayed due 
to the strike, there w o u l d be very few students on campus 
to read it. 

So we were wait ing; h a v i n g been told that the universi­
ty w o u l d announce by 6 p.m. , at the latest, whether classes 
w o u l d be he ld or not. 

A tentative agreement between Y S U and the O h i o 
Education Association faculty union had been reached 
Friday, but the teachers stil l hadn't voted on it. Though 
they weren't legally al lowed to base their vote on the status 
of the Association of Classified Employees negotiations, 
after meeting Saturday evening intending to vote on the 
contract, the faculty decided to play the wait ing game and 
see what was in store for A C E . 

The faculty rescheduled their vote for 6 p . m . Sunday, 
which was cutting it k i n d of close considering the contract 
Y S U negotiators agreed came w i t h the st ipulation that the 
faculty had to return to w o r k M o n d a y morning. 

Saturday evening, A C E also came to a tentative agree­
ment w i t h the university but the union voted to reject the 
offer 211 to 85 i n a Sunday-morning vote. 

A s the 6 p . m . O E A vote approached, A C E members 
stood outside the First Christ ian Church wi th signs encour­
aging solidarity. A C E president Chris Domhoff made sure 
to tell each passing faculty member that her union voted to 
reject their, contract and were stil l on strike — a piece of 
information that should have been irrelevant if O E A mem­
bers were to vote on their o w n contract and not A C E ' s . I 
asked her what purpose was being served, other than 
int imidation or i l legal influence, by ra l ly ing outside the 
church and tell ing passing teachers that A C E was st i l l o n 
strike. She responded wi th words that said, / support the fac­
ulty and hope they get a contract, but her eyes shouted, Those 
bastards better not betray us. 

But betray they d i d (others might say they were s imply 
fo l lowing the law). The faculty vote tally was announced 
around 8:30 p .m. w i t h 182 members accepting the contract 
and only .119 rejecting. 

The faculty strike was over! The semester w o u l d start on 
time! We could publ ish our newspaper as scheduled and 
not piss off our'advertisers! Rejoice, o h rejoice! 

sant bickering between the administration and the unions, 
but it won' t be me. If y o u are a y o u n g journalism student 
w i t h hopes of one day being The Jambar's editor i n chief, it 
might be y o u . G o o d luck. 

Here is the truth: both sides, the unions and the a d m i n ­
istration, treat each other l ike shit whi le ignor ing the.stu­
dents. 

Administrators argue they are d o i n g the best they can in 
a difficult budget situation, but tuit ion must go u p to make 
ends meet. So they fight dirty w i t h the unions and the 
unions stand u p and s l ing the m u d right back. The faculty 
and staff argue they are doing their best to help and teach 
students, but that they deserve just a little more pay to be 
equal w i t h their peers. 

But Y S U is not a college equal to its peers. In no way is 
this meant to be an insult, because I genuinely love this 
school and this city, but Y S U is not o n the same ,level as 
Kent State, O h i o State, M i a m i Universi ty or even B o w l i n g 
Green. This is the fact that everyone — faculty, staff and 
administrators — ignores w h e n asking for pay raises 
despite the fact that tuition has increased an appal l ing 68 
percent over 6 years. , • , 

Y S U is an open enrollment commuter school. For many 
students, the two biggest reasons for choosing Y S U are 
because i f s relatively inexpensive and i f s close to home. 
For a percentage of lower income students, the choice is 
even starker: At tend Y S U or don't attend college at a l l . 
There's at least a grain of truth i n the long-running joke 
that Y S U stands for Y o u Screwed U p . 

T h a f s not to say all students feel this way, but many do. 
Whi le there is no way to directly attribute it to the 

strikes, Y S U ' s enrollment this semester is d o w n b ig time. 
Maybe this w i l l be a lesson to the faculty, staff and a d m i n ­
istrators here on campus: we smell the bullshit you 've been 
cramming d o w n our throats for years and it makes us sick. 

Tuition at Y S U is no longer affordable. It is n o w just com­
paratively affordable. If we don't re-enroll i n your classes, 
y o u only have yourselves to blame.

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Telling your partner you have an STD 
K R T Campus 

People w h o have sexually transmit­
ted diseases (STDs) might feel appre­
hensive — even a little scared — about 
discussing their disease w i t h a sexual 
partner. STDs are incredibly common. 
Each year, approximately 15 mi l l ion 
people in the United States are diag­
nosed wi th an STD, and approximate­
ly two thirds of these diagnoses occur 
in people under 25 years o ld . 

M a n y STDs are curable, inc luding: 
• chancroid 
• chlamydia 
• crabs (pubic lice) 
• gonorrhea 
• pelvic inflammatory disease 
• syphil is 
• trichomoniasis 

Others have no cure or may remain 
in the body throughout a person's life­
time, but can sti l l be treated. These 
include: 

• hepatitis B and C 
• herpes 
• H I V and A I D S 
• human papi l lomavirus (HPV, or 

genital warts) 
If you've been diagnosed wi th an 

STD, part of dealing w i t h the situation 
is tell ing your sexual partners — past, 
present, and future — that y o u have a 
disease. It might be difficult, but there 

are many reasons w h y y o u should do 
it: 

• Telling a future partner al lows 
that person to make an informed deci­
sion about his or her o w n health. 

• t e l l i n g a past or current part­
ner gives that person the o p p o r t u n i ­
ty to be evaluated a n d , i f necessary, 
treated. 

• Te l l ing y o u r partner shows 
respect for both that person and the 
relationship. 

• Tell ing your partner can prevent 
the spread of disease if y o u abstain or 
practice safer sex. 

• N o t telling your partner about an 
S T D may be a cr iminal offense i n some 
states. 

Telling a New or Current Partner 
About an STD 

I f s natural to feel anxious and 
frightened about telling someone new 
that y o u have an STD, so here are a 
few tips: 

• A v o i d wait ing unti l you're i n a 
sexual encounter or right before hav­
i n g sex to have a discussion about 
STDs. 

• F i n d a quiet, private place to talk 
at a time w h e n y o u won't be inter­
rupted. 

• Remain as calm as possible. 
Be honest and straightforward. Try 

to be sensitive to y o u r partner's feel­
ings. The most helpful thing y o u can 
do is listen to y o u r partner's concerns 
and fears and offer information about 
the STD and its symptoms. A n d , don't 
assume your partner w i l l reject y o u — 
he or she may s imply need more infor­
mation about the risks of sex and the 
disease. 

Being diagnosed w i t h an S T D while 
in a relationship can bring u p ques­
tions of trust. Keep in m i n d that some 
STDs m a y not cause symptoms imme­
diately. It's possible that y o u or y o u r 
partner contracted the S T D i n a previ­
ous relationship without even k n o w ­
ing it. The most important thing to 
remember is y o u and your partner 
both need to receive medical care as 
soon as possible. 

If y o u can't answer all of your part­
ner's questions, thafs O K . A doctor or 
nurse at a student-health or family-
planning clinic can provide lots of 
information. 

If y o u and y o u r partner have been. 
h a v i n g sex, y o u r partner should be 
tested for STDs. If y o u have a cur­
able S T D , y o u ' l l probably need to 
take medic ine as part of y o u r treat­
ment . Take a l l of y o u r m e d i c i n e 
exactly as y o u r doctor prescribes. 
A n d be sure to schedule a f o l l o w - u p 
examinat ion.

mucous membranes of the 
genitals or the delicate skin 
around the rectum and geni­
tals. You don't have to have 
sexual intercourse to become 
infected w i t h an S T D . 
Someone can get herpes or 
genital warts " " s i m p l y 
through skin-to-skin contact 
wi th an infected area or sore. 

If left untreated, sexually 
transmitted diseases can 
lead to long-term problems, 
such as infertility. However, 
preventing STDs or early 
detection and treatment can 
help control the spread of 
these diseases and, in many 
cases, the development of 
serious health problems. 

Preventing STDs 
The only certain way to 

prevent STDs is to abstain 
from all types of sexual inter­
course, including oral and 
anal contact. If y o u choose to 
have sex, these steps can 
help reduce y o u r risk of 
developing an STD: 

• Have few sexual part­
ners. The risk of acquiring an 
STD increases with the n u m ­
ber of sexual partners you 
have. If possible, have a 
mutually monogamous rela­
tionship with an uninfected 
partner. 

• Have an honest dis­
cussion about sex and STDs 

w i t h potential sexual part­
ners before y o u have sex. I f s 
best to choose a time when 
y o u can talk calmly, instead 
of wait ing until y o u are in a 
sexual encounter. You cannot 
tell if a person has an S T D 
unless t h a i person tells y o u . ' ' 

• Use a latex condom 
every time y o u have sex. 
This is the only birth control 
method that w i l l help pre­
vent most STDs. 

• Do not use intravenous 
drugs. Some infections, such 
as HIV, can be passed from 
one person to another 
through the use of contami­
nated syringes, as wel l as 
through sexual contact. 
D r u g use can also affect a 
person's judgment and 
increase a person's risk of 
exposure to STDs. 

• A v o i d sex dur ing men­
struation. Women may be 
more l ikely to contract or 
transmit an S T D when they 
have their periods. Women 
should also avoid douching, 
w h i c h destroys natural, pro­
tective bacteria in the vagina. 

What to Do If You Think 
You Have an STD 

Although symptoms vary 
depending on the infection, 
some symptoms to watch 
out for include: 

• blisters or open sores 

in the genital or anal area 
• unfamiliar discharge 

from the penis or vagina 
• a change in color or 

odor of vaginal discharge 
^abnormal; , v a g i n a l 

bleeding ., 
• pain dur ing urination 

or intercourse 
Anyone who is sexually 

active or considering becom­
ing sexually active should 
also have regular physical 
exams, i n c l u d i n g annual 
gynecological examinations 
for w o m e n and genital 
examinations for men. 
Check-ups a l low doctors to 
screen for STDs and perhaps 
diagnose diseases before 
they reach an advanced 
stage. 

If you think y o u may have 
an STD, or if y o u have had 
sex wi th a partner who may 
have an STD, see a doctor 
right away. Waiting to see a 
doctor may al low the disease 
to progress and cause more 
damage. 

M a n y sexually transmit­
ted diseases can be cured 
w i t h medications. W h e n 
STDs are diagnosed and 
treated promptly, the 
uncomfortable symptoms 
and serious complications 
associated w i t h the infec­
tions may be prevented. 

If you're concerned that 

y o u might have an STD, y o u 
can call a national or local 
S T D hotline (start by check­
ing your phone book). 
Trained specialists can 
answer questions ,arid pro. -., 
v ide referrals at a l l ; hours, 
and all calls are confidential.

With the A n d r e w s 
Recreation and Wellness 
Center complete and open, 
Hunter Morrison, director of 
the Center for Urban, and 
Regional Studies, said that 
Youngstown State University 
would set its sights on devel­
oping a new bui ld ing for 
Y S U ' s business college. The 
project is part of Y S U ' s 
Centennial Master Plan, a set 
of campus improvements 
Y S U seeks to implement for 
its centennial in 2008. 

Betty Jo Licata, dean of 
the Wil l iamson College of 
Business A d m i n i s t r a t i o n , 
presented a report to the 
board of trustees last week 
concerning a tour she took of 
five new business schools in 
the Phi ladelphia area, to 
gather information about 
what the schools offered stu­
dents and faculty and what 
Y S U could consider in the 
new bui lding. 

M o r r i s o n said the new 
bui lding w o u l d fulf i l l three 
needs Y S U has. First, 
Morr i son said that the cur­
rent bui ld ing for Y S U ' s busi­
ness college is outdated.

Department of Transportation, targeting highly 
visible demolitions, and studying and imple­
menting code enforcement. 2010 also includes 
the plan for a housing court to hold property 
owners accountable for code violations. 

"Greener" projects include the creation and 
maintenance of high quality city parks, encour­
agement for preservation of open space, sup­
port of the Mahoning River Restoration Project 
and the seeking of funding from Clean Ohio 
for open space land acquisition. 

The //better planned and organized" section 
is the largest category of titywide planning. 
2010 calls for the establishment of green dis­
tricts, revitalization of priority business cen­
ters, reorganization of Streetscape to City scape 
and the establishment efficient traffic coordi­
nating system.

"I think moving forward and implementing 
the plan can only bode well for the community 
and university enrollment," Sweet' said when 
asked if Youngstown 2010 would help increase 
Y S U enrollment.

M y e r s .said Y S U w o u l d 
need to use some innovation 
in its recruiting process to 
attract more minority and 
female faculty members. 

Herbert and M y e r s 
announced that they w o u l d 
be working o n a set of plans 
to bring more minority facul­
ty to Y S U ' s campus. They 
said they were w o r k i n g on a 
few different ideas, but noth­
ing was finalized yet. 

"We have to become sales­
people for the university," 
Herbert said .yesterday. 
"Recrui t ing faculty is l ike 
recruiting football players. 
You have to convince' them 
'that the university is the 
right team for them." 

Herbert said that one of the 
ideas discussed was sending 
out an informational video 
about Youngstown to people 
who apply for a faculty posi­
tion on campus.

Every Tuesday is jazz and 
blues night wi th Teddy Pantelas and s w i n g dancing is held 
every Thursday. 

Two of Youngstown's newest clubs, The Bad A p p l e and 
Skeeter's Jazz Bar and G r i l l , add to the variety of Federal 
Plaza. The Bad A p p l e offers the best selection of martinis 
and also offers l ive entertainment, while Skeeter's has 
numerous jazz events throughout the week. 

The Core and the C e l l are two of the area's best dance 
clubs, bringing big-city d£cor and styles to Youngstown. 
Sports fans can visit Buffalo W i l d Wings, which shows 
numerous sporting events i n screens throughout the facility 
in addition to serving some of the area's best wings. 

The re-opening of Federal Street i n December started the 
movement, a l lowing for traffic to pass conveniently through 
d o w n t o w n and generating interest for the first time since 
1973.

The Youngstown State 
University football team is at 
a figurative crossroad.

The Penguins, 
who stand at 3-1, host con­
ference fo e Illinois State 
Saturday. 

"We wi l l see how we han­
dle adversity," head coach 
Jon Heacock said d u r i n g 
Tuesday's press conference. 

A d v e r s i t y came i n the 
form of a 41-0 loss to Pitt a 
week ago that saw the 
Penguins net just 152 yards 
of total offense. 

Heacock said that after 
the Pitt loss, the Penguins 
have taken on a new sense of 
urgency and that they are 
looking for revenge against 
ISU Saturday. 

"I also think there is a 
sense of anger there," 
Heacock said. " W h e n you 
lose y o u don't feel very wel l 
as a player or as a coach." 

The ISU Redbirds w i l l be 
the first conference oppo­
nent for the Penguins. Last 
week, ISU blew out M u r r a y 
State, 42-0. The Redbirds 
swept the weekly Gateway 
Conference awards.
