What many people do not know is
that there were three Alexander
Dumases (grandfather, father and
son). All three were famous in their

" The first Dumas was born to
the French marquis, Dumas Davy
de la Pailleterie and a black slave-

girl, Cassette Dumas, in San-

Domingo, Haiti.

. He was recognized as the
marquis” son and educated as one.
It is said that his mother and fa-
ther were married and-has never
been proven false.
~ After his mother’s death, the
marquis took him to his native land
of France. It was here that

Alexander changed his name and

Jjoined the French Revolution.
When first entering the army he

changed his name to Dumas (only
keeping the first part of his father’s
name). He changed his name be-
cause his father disapproved of the
enlistment..

" Inthe army, Dumas became a
general and also commander-in-
chief of the Army of the West
Pyrenees. Dumas also fought un-
der Napoleon in Egypt. He was
famous for his bravery, leadership

skills and exploits. He was even

kept in a Naples prison.

It was in the hopes of equal-

ity that Dumas and other black
sons of French noblemen fought

| - in the French Revolution, At that

time it was the custom for French
noblemen to educate and bring
their black sons to France,

The second Dumas was born
in Villers-Cotterets, France on July
25, 1802. It was he who was des-
tined to write the majority of the
literary works. He also was a mu-

Iatto ~as a result of his parents
mixed marriage. His mother was
a French lady, Marie-Louise
Laibouret. He. was named
Alexander Dumas Davy de la
Pailleterie,

This Dumés was the author of -

famous classics such as: The

"Count of Monte Cristo, The Three

Musketeers, and The Man in the
Iron Mask. Allof these books have
been made into movies many

times. Unlike The Three Muske-

feers made into a film this year,
Dumas novel was not a comedy.
Besides those works Dumas
also wrote many poems, plays and
other novels, Readers of that time
and his friend, Victor Hugo, the

author of the classic The Hunch- -

back of Notre Dame, marveled at
his ability to do so. He died Dec.
35,1970,

The last Dumas was his son,
commonly referred to as
Alexander PBumas fils-(French for

_son). It was he who wrote The

.

Lady of the Camellias. This book
is often remembered as Camille,
the much acclaimed movie staring
Greta Garbo and Robert Taylor.
This same story was also turned
into the famous opera La Traviata.

The most famous part is
where Maurqurite dies from tuber-
culosis after her lover comes to
her. '

Lady of the Camellias was
based closely on a love affair in
Dumas -fils own life with
Alphonsine Plessis. The young
Dumas loved the courtesan but she
left him and loved Franz Liszt who
was older and more established.

" On this woman’s grave

Dumas fils would lay camellias. -

Soon this became a fashion and
people began placing flowers on
the grave everyday. Countess Nera
de la Jonchere visited the tomb al-
most every day for years. This be-
havior continues today. =~
Eventually Alexander Dumas
fils rharried Princess Naryschkine
in 1864. He died Nov. 28, 1895.

- ‘What is important {0 remem-
ber is that these were three differ-
ent people who al! achieved fame.
What is even more important is
that all three were black and not
only contributed such great liter-
ary styles to their people but also
to the world. ‘

InFrance there is a monument
dedicated to Dumas pere (the fa-
ther) and also a street Dumas
whlch is named afrer all three.

$700,000 to an offshore bank
account and a share in Iucrative

These charge were
made by Binh T. Ly, a
Vietnamese living in Florida
who was the partner of a former
deputy prime minister of South

" Vietnam named Nguyen Van

Hao. Hao was one of the few top
South Vietnamese officials.
rewarded with a good job with
the Communist regime when it
conquered the South in-April
1975. Hao developed a close - -

relauonshlp with the present
prime minister of Vletnam Vo
Van Kiet. _ '

‘ Ly told the FBI that
Hao negotiated the deal with
Brown beginning in Nov. 1992.

" When Brown was named

secretary of commerce, Ly said

‘he realized that he was being

caught up in big-time corruption
and that he might end up in jail,
He submitted his resignation to
Hao whei he learned that an
account had been opened in the
Bangue Indosuez in Singapore
with a million dollar deposit, of
which $700,000 was to be paid
to Brown. '

Ly passed an FBI lie-
detector test, and key elements of
his story have subsequently been
confirmed. The FBI found that
Vietnam had opened an account
in the Singapore bank. It also
discovered faxed messages that
Hao had sent to Vietnam about
his meetings with Brown. Ly had
told them that one of the persons
involved in this deal was a man

named Marc whose last name he
didn’t know. The FBI found that

a Marc Ashton had intfoduced
Brown to Hao and stood to profit
handsomely if the deal went

through. Ashton was the brother- -
in-law of a woman named Lillian -

Madsen, who was such a close

. friend of Brown’s that he
"ensconced her in a town house

he purchased in Washington in

, Jan 1993 for $360,000.

Ly was proving to be
trathful, but the same could not
be said of Brown.

says he dropped his investigation -
