Y S U students have become all 
too familiar with being left in the 
cold — literally. Last week the uni-
•versity dealt with two water main 
breaks in both 
the Beeghly fit­
ness center and 
Ward Beechcr. 
Hall. 

The Beeghly 
fitness center 
wil l be closed 
until further no­
tice — inconve-
niencing Y S U 
students — as a 
result of dam­
age to t i l ing , 
computers, the 
floor and exer­
cise equipment 
in the break that 
occurred Jan. 2. • • 

"Sometime 
late Jan. 2, a hot water pipe broke, 
and it was then discovered there 
was approximately three inches of 
water coming through the ceiling 
and leaking on computers as well 
as some of the equipment," said 
Rick Walker, chair of human^per-
formance and exercise science. 
"We have adjusters coming in to 
assess the damage done to the 
equipment so we then know what 

needs to be replaced." 
Walker and a few others are at­

tempting to remedy the situation 
and find another place in Beeghly 
to set up a temporary fitness cen­
ter, so Y S U students will be able 
to exercise.

Peeling paint in Y S U pool 
poses potential problem 
•Manufacturers don't know why the paint is peeling, but are 
investigating for answers.

YSU's Aquatic Center is once 
again being put under a micro­
scope. The university spent 
$72,350 to make repairs on the 
pool in Beeghly and now Y S U will 
have to do it again. 

Y S U is investigating reports of 
paint peeling from the bottom and 
sides of the pool in the Aquatic 
Center. Both TNEMIC, the paint 
manufacturer, as well as Joseph 
Paint, the paint company, have 

been called in to remedy the situa­
tion. Several samples of the paint 
have been brought to labs for 
analysis. 

"The scuba team initially re­
ported two coin-size spots in the 
center of the pool where the paint 
has begun to peel," said Dennis 
Clouse, director of planning and 
construction facilit ies. " Y S U 
maintenance is taking care of the 
loose debris. And there haven't 
been any cancellations of classes 
or swim meets to my knowledge." 

Both T N E M I C and Joseph 

Paint are having an extremely dif­
ficult time determining what the 
problem is with the paint. 

"We are thinking that it's either 
a problem with the paint itself or 
the way it was applied," said 
Clouse. "We've got more people 
coming in sometime this week to 
take more samples to bring back 
to the lab for further analysis." 

The initial work done to the 
pool last year consisted of sand

Slick sidewalks and roads, icy 
winds and snow, snow, snow. With 
all the frightful weather blowing 
around outside, many students are 
already looking forward to spring 
break. Sandy beaches, warm wa­
ter and lots of sunshine beckon stu­
dents to places l ike Daytona 
Beach, Fla., and Cancun, Mexico, 
every year. 

With all the traveling going on, 
it's easy for students — who are 
often inexperienced in planning 
trips — to fall into the trap of agen­
cies that offer cheap deals, but 
don't deliver. 

"When planning a trip, students 
shouldn't just take a flier they see 
on campus and call," said Donna 
Kirkwood of Pan Atlas travel 
agency in Kilcawley. "With those 
companies, if you have a problem 
later on, you don't have anyone to 
talk to." 

Kirkwood said students should 
start planning their spring break 
trips in September to ensure avail­
ability and the best deals. She also 
said they should plan their trips 
with a reputable travel agency, but 
if they want to check into the fli­
ers on campus, they should call the 
Better Business Bureau to check 
on the company. 

In 1997, 60 Y S U students 
learned that the hard way when 
they had an unfortunate spring 

a nightmare. Not only were the stu­
dents delayed at airports, but they 
also had to fight with the hotel be­
cause the company didn't book 
enough rooms for them. Ange 
Hassay, senior, marketing manage­
ment, was one of those students. 

"This year I planned my spring 
break trip well in advance, so I'm 
confident it will turn out all right," 
she said. 

Kirkwood said some other 
things students should be careful 
about arc really knowing the per­
son you're traveling with and pay­
ing for friends when they make 
their reservations. 

"Students should make sure 
they get the money up front," said 
Kirkwood. "Because if your friend 
doesn't pay, then you're stuck. It's 
really sad and heart-breaking, but. 
I see it happen every year." 

Hassay also offers some advice 
to other students. 

"Don't go with any of the com­
panies that have fliers on campus," 
said Hassay. "They're all just one 
big crooked scheme." 

Kirkwood said you can tell a lot 
about the company just by the 
price. 

"You get what you pay for," 
Kirkwood said. "If it's cheap, 
there's a pretty good chance you're 
going to have a problem with it."

list zero. 

It's wrong and absurd that the murders of Y S U 
students were left out in this pamphlet. It's mis­
leading to possible students from out of the area, 
as well. 

Maybe by property standards, the house on Park 
Avenue where Jermaine Hopkins was murdered is 
not Y S U property, but in the eyes of the students it 
is: Former student Chester Clardy, was shot to death 
in the hallway of his Bryson Street apartment. 
Bryson and Park Avenue are both right near the 
Lyden and Cafaro House dorms, and both murders 
were committed in the last three years. 

Maybe instead of working so hard to convince 
ourselves and the world outside of Youngstown that 
we are the "safest campus in Ohio," we could put

Y S U offers ballroom dance as 
part of its human performance and 
exercise science curriculum,' and 
students have a hard time getting 
into the class when it is offered 
because of its newfound popular­
ity. 

Y S U Assistant Professor Chris­
tine Cobb teaches the class, and 
averages at least 35 people per 
class. 

"It's very popular right now. 

There's a huge resurgence of ball­
room dancing. Dances run in 
cycles of 20 to 30 years. There's a 
move to get back to some sense of 
community, to couples, instead of 
just the individual. I think it's due 
to some of the movies and films 
that are out. Maybe even dating 
back to the movie Dirty Dancing. 

"It's really been in the past five 
years that kids have been asking 
for the class," Cobb said. 

In addition to swing dancing, 
the class also teaches the waltz, 
fox-trot, box step and poika. 

The class can be taken with a 
partner or individually. 

The sport of ballroom dance 
comes from many directions, dat­
ing back centuries. 

Swing dates back to when Af­
rican Americans began organizing 
their own dance clubs early in the 

20th century. Once Caucasian 
people saw the very complicated 
and fast dance style, they began 
incorporating some of the steps 
into their own dances, though not 
quite at the same speed. 

"Extremes always come back. 
There are so many multicultural 
influences in dancing. African 
American dancing really had a 
large impact on dance in this cen­
tury," said Cobb. 

Many of the dances date back 
to contra dancing, a style used in 
Europe in the 1800s. A bare mini­
mum of touching was done during 
contra dances, and when the waltz 
was introduced it was considered 
indecent because of the closed po­
sition of the man and woman. 

Of course, the cha-cha is of 
Latin origin, as well as the mamba 
and other salsa dances. These 

dances are also becoming very 
popular, possibly Cobb said, be­
cause of recent films centering 
around Latin dancing. 

"I also think the influence of 
films on country western dance has 
fed the resurgence of ballroom 
dance," Cobb said. 

Cobb said she is asking for a 
ballroom H class to be added in the 
fall to cover additional dances. 

So, no matter what your inter­
est is, there is a dance for you! 
Y S U also offers country line danc­
ing, folk dancing, square dancing 
and modern dance, just to name a 
few. If other sports don't really 
interest you, why not try dancing. 
It's fun, it's a great way to meet 
new people and it's very good ex­
ercise — and just maybe you'll be 
able to dance at the next wedding 
you go to. 

Athletes work 
hard at books 

A total of 22 Y S U student-ath­
letes achieved a perfect 4.0 GPA fall 
quarter, as was announced by Elaine 
Jacobs, assistant athletic director. 

In addition, the women's cross 
country team earned the top team 
grade laurels while eight teams re­
ceived a combined 3.0 GPA or bet­
ter this fall. 

Women's cross country posted 
a 3.47 GPA, while men's cross 
country completed the fall quarter 
with a 3.30 GPA. The women's ten­
nis team finished with a 3.20 GPA, 
while women's track and volleyball 
each posted a 3.13 GPA.The men's 
track team earned a 3.08 GPA, while 
women's basketball and soccer each 
finished with a 3.04 GPA. 

Of the 309 student-athletes par­
ticipating this fall, 147 have a cu­
mulative 3.0 GPA. or better. As a 
whole, Y S U student-athletes com­
bined for a 3.02 GPA average.

Training over the summer has 
helped prepare him for trips to 
other colleges and universities. 
The evaluators spend three days 
reviewing the programs, mission 
and goals of the school and a self-
assessment document to ensure 
that the administration is doing 
what it said. The evaluators then 
give a report to the university that 
covers the things they have found 
need worked on. 

The position can last indefi­
nitely, and most of the seasonal 
evaluators go on two visits per 
year — one in the fall and one in 
the spring. Ritchey is looking for­
ward to his first visit, although he 
is not sure where or when it will 
be. 

"This position will make me a 
better professor because I can 
bring backideas from other uni­
versities that have worked, and I 
will know not to implement things 
that are not working," he said. 

Consultant-Evaluator Corp. 

Administrator with N C A Tina 
Krause said the position is essen­
tially a volunteer site visitor post. 
Faculty and administrators are re­
cruited to become members of the 
Consultant-Evaluator Corp. 

Ritchey also said "training has 
shown that I am not a policeman. 
I'm a consultant-evaluator where 
I view myself as someone that 
helps universities become a stron­
ger place." 

The Commission chooses Con­
sultant-Eva! uators based on three 
criteria. 

They must provide evidence 
that their training, experience and 
accomplishments qualify them to 
contribute judgment and expertise 
to the accreditation process, as well 
as represent a wide variety of in­
stitutions and professional compe­
tencies and come from all geo­
graphical areas within the North 
Central region. 

They also must be able to give 
to the Commission the commit­
ment of time and energy necessary 
for the accreditation process to 
move smoothly.

pairs of buildings. "This is no way 
indicative of a major problem here 
at Y S U . This kind of thing happens 
every year." 

The evacuated students weren't 
aware of what was going on until 
well after the incident. 

"We were sitting in class when 
the fire alarm went off, and an au­
tomated voice came across the 
speaker and told us we needed to 
proceed outside the building," said 
Becky Tanner, sophomore, unde­
cided. "None of us knew what was 
going on, and we found out later 
that a pipe broke." 

No classes have been canceled 
at Ward Bcecher due to the water 
main break. 

"While we were standing out­
side, a Y S U police officer came 
over to us and told us to simply 
'clear out,' " said Jim Kiriazis, in­
structor of sociology. 'This was 
after we had been standing outside 
for 10 minutes. Ten minutes may 
not seem like a very long time but 
when the temperature was as cold 
as it was that night, it made the watt 
seem even longer." 

While maintenance in Ward

Beecher had a small mess to clean 
up, the most devastating loss oc­
curred in Beeghly. 

"There are several people who 
are going to be impacted because 
of the water break," said Walker. 
"There were probably several stu­
dents who were planning on using 
the fitness center because of the 
weather outside, and now they 
won't be able to. But we are work­
ing as fast as we can to fix the prob­
lem and set up a makeshift fitness 
center for them to use." 

According to Khrysanne Kerr, 
director of marketing for the Ohio 
Utilities Protection Service, water 
main breaks are not uncommon for 
this time of year. 

While Y S U cleans up the mess 
that last week's weather brought, 
there is nothing the university can 
do to safeguard itself from having 
this problem happen agairu 

"There is really nothing Y S U 
can do about replacing the pipes 
because it is simply a matter of the 
material the pipes are made out 
of," said Kerr. " A l l we can do is 
wait for the phone call about a 
water main break and make the 
necessary arrangements to clean 
up the damage done to both the 
campus and its students."
