The assassination of Egyptlan president Anwar Sadat Tuesday has,
createéd a wobbhng effect” of probable mstabrllty not only for Egypt
but also for several Mid-East countnes according to Dr. Saul

Friedman, history,

Friedman, who is a scholar on the Mid-East region, sald that an

Egypt’s own people,

_alarming aspect of the assassination is that it was committed “by -
” namely the army and Muslim fundamentalists.

He said that these two factions were unhappy with Sadat’s handhng of
issues, paxtlcularly that of the Camp David peace treaty.

Iromcally, army personnel and. Islamic fundamentalists groups

have been creating instability in Egypt for some time and may

Many analysts have pointed a finger at an exiled Egyptian military
person, Shazli, who was commander-in:chief of the nation’s armed -
forces during the' 1973 Yom Kippur War (fought between Egypt,

Syria and Israel.

Friedman noted that Shazli alse is a hardliner

concerning Egypt’s repossession of the Sinai area which, until 1975,

had been under the control of Israel.
