Students drinking in the Pub: next fall
may face ID checks or sale of beer by the
glass only as a result of a new Ohio law
signed last week by Govemor James
Rhodes that eliminates 3.2 beer and raises
the drinking age for “high-powered” beer
from 18 to 19.

The ID checks ard possible elimination
of sale of beer by the pitcher are two of
the options Kilcawley Center Director Phil
Hirsch and the Kilcawiey staff are
currently considering to comply with the
law.

Though the intent of the law was to
deal with the alcohol problem in high
schools, Hirsch said “it really does affect
[the Pub] considerably,” adding, *“‘a signifi-
cant portion of the incoming freshmen are

under the age of 19.”

He said the Kilcawley staff had consi- .

dered several options when discussing how
the Pub could best comply with the new
w... One that was immediately rejected
was to limit access to the Pub to ‘those
students 19 years of age or older,
“The Pub is one of our primary

programming areas. A lot of things go on -

in the Pub that have nothing-to do with
beer,”” Hirsch said, citing the Tuesday

coffeehouse, Wednesday films and large . .

TV screen as examples.
“We are not about to exclude a large

segment of the freshm&n._class from those

things,” he added. . .
