While representatwes of students from across the state were m_eetmg in
Kilcawiey to finalize plans for rallying in support of funds for higher educa-
tion, YSU Trustees were meeting in Tod Administration to raise tuition
and the General Fee a total of $60 a quarter. -

Talk about rubbing our faces in it.

Of course, it’s not as though students didn’t know it was coming. The '

~ Ohio Student Organization, Student Government and even YSU President
Dr. John Coffelt have been warning since the beginning of the year that
tuition would almost surely have to go up. The question was not if it
would, but how much.

And, although the problem of paying for educatmn is being faced by

every university in Ohio, the real problem is in Columbus. T
Because of massive cuts in funding to higher and public education,
state-supported schools will simply not receive as much money as they
need. The rest will come out of the pockets of students.
Because a tuition hike will go into effect here — and at universities

across the state in even greater amounts — it might seem as though efforts
of students to rally in Columbus May 6 to protest would be pretty useless.

But, it is not so, at least in the opinion of Jordan Dentscheff, YSU
secretary of external affairs and vice chaijrperson of the OSA.

“The fact that tuitions at most state schools have already increased does
not mean that they will not be increased further,” he says. And, of course,:

_he is right. .

As long as the state budget continues to be in the mess that it is — the.
deficit is still at $1.5 billion, at latest report — students have to operate
under the assumption that state schools are not going to fare any better
than they have been.

We may be getting our faces rubbed in it now, but this could be nothmg
compared to what could happen. :

The only way to work against what is happening is to stay mformed and
involved. Don’t quit now; we very likely haven’t heard the end of any of
this.

Beede, the acknowledged
inventor of the penalty flag,
coached the Penguin gridders for
31 years and retired in 1972,

Among his honors, Beede
numbers -“Small College Coach
of the Year” for 1937 and mem-
bership in the Helms Foundation
Coaches Hall of Fame. Beede
sent 10 players to the pro ranks
and was responsible for several
-coaching innovations, including

the sidesaddle T formation and
the spinner play.

Beede drowned on his farm
less than a month after his retire-
ment in 1972
