Release of prisoners may affect YSU crime

B Two hundred and forty-seven inmates have been reIeased due to
lack of funding for the jail.

With the release of inmates

from the Mzhoning County Justice -

Center, YSU police are left to
question whether the increasé in
erime on campus is a direct result
of prisoners being set free.

John Gocala, YSU police
chief, said he knows of at least one
criminal who was released and
arrested a few days later.

“1 am not sure how much is
related to that or if people are just
thinking that they won’t go to jail

if caught,” Gocala said.
Capt. Jim Lewandowski,
Mahoning  County  Sheriff’s

Department, said 247 inmates
have been released due to lack of
funding for the jail.’

Five inmates have been arrest-
ed since the release, according to

an article Qet. 27 in The
Vindicator. ‘
~ According to Lt. Mark

Adovasio, YSU police, an armed
robbery and a bicycle theft kept
police busy last week.

Monday, a student reported

" that after leaving the M-1 parking

deck at approximately 4 p.m.,

. while approaching the intersection

of Watt Street and Adams Street,
he observed an older model, white
Cadiliac accelerating and blocking
his car.

The victim stated that two
black males in ski masks stepped
out of the vehicle and one of them
approached the victim’s window,
according to a YSU police report.

The suspect then pointed a
small, black handgun against the
window and said in a disguised
voice, “Gimme your money.” The
other suspect stood in front of the
victim's car.

The victim gave the suspect
$30 and was told to remain there
while the suspects fled north on
Watt Street. The victim proceeded
to the YSU Police Station and the
suspects are still at large.

In another case, a YSU stu-
dent fell victim to a theft in front of
Bliss Hall.

Dave Long, senior, photogra-

phy, locked his bicycle to a light

pole in front of Bliss Hall at
approximately 1 p.m. When class
ended at approximately 3:30 p.m.,
Long said he saw that his bike had
been: stolen but the-chain lock
remained.

According to a YSU police
report, officers reported that the
bike may not have been locked
properly making the theft casier.

Long said he thinks the jail
releases and the theft of his bike
could be related. '

ride,” he said.

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‘Bus service offers
parking alternative

Parking problems may be
over for YSU students who take
advantage of the extended Western
Reserve Transit Authority routes,

Since Sept. 13, WRTA has
been offering extended routes that

. span from downtown Youngstown
- to Kent State University Trumbull
Campus in Champion as part of a
federal grant. Pick-up times are
from 6:10 a.m. to 6:40 p.m.
WRTA Executive Director
Jim Ferraro said he hopes students
will take advantage of the extend-
ed routes by parking as far away as
the courthouse in Warren and rid-
ing WRTA to the university.
Joshua Betts, a junior from
Trumbull County, said he would
not ride the bus because he would
rather it be his own responsibility
to get to class. '
“I like to wake-up in the
morning and only have to worry
about getting to class and not get-

ting to the bus and then getung to
class,” Beits said.

At 75 ceénts a ride, Ferraro
said he hopes more riders will take
advantage of the affordabﬂlty of
public transit.

Ferraro said, "A student could
travel from the university after
classes to Warren for work for only
75 cents.”

However, riders using WRTA
to get to work at the Eastwood
Mall may have a short walk in
store.

A stop at the Eastwood Mall
near Kahunaville was part of the.
route, -but the Cafaro company
turned the buses away from the
mall parking lot because of -their
size. The buses drop riders off on
U.S. route 422, _

The federal grant will keep the
extended WRTA routes running for
the next three years. .

"The grant comes ‘from the
Welfare to Work program as an
effort to help welfare recipients
have a wider access to resources.
