A major addition to the art 
department will come in the form 
of a free-standing art building sep­
arate from Bliss Hall, said Mike 
Skurich, YSU staff architect. 

The proposed 30,000 square 
foot building is the single most 
costly part of the $2.6 million 
phase of the Bliss Hall renovation 
project. 

This is the fourth in a scries of 
renovations to Bliss Hall, and con­
struction will begin this spring, 
Skurich added.

U insurance plan may be 
option for some students 
• The university's student health insurance plan doesn't cover 
everything college students may face, although it may be the only 
option for some.

When students schedule on 
SOLAR, they have the option of 
buying student health -insurance. 
What many students'may not know 
is what this option means for them 
and what they will get by clicking 
"yes" when the question is present­
ed to them. After all, there is a stu­
dent health clinic on campus free 
to all students. 

Students who are not covered 
under any other form of insurance 
are encouraged to purchase univer­
sity student health insurance. It is 
required of ail residence hall stu­
dents and international students 
unless they have proof of similar 
coverage, according to the student 
health insurance brochure. 

This insurance is a $100,000 
coverage for illness or injury and 
costs $615 per academic year, 
which is divided and paid quarter­
ly with tuition, according to Susan 
Ferrier, Student Health Clinic. 

To be eligible for student 
health insurance, students must be 
enrolled for at least six credit hours 
or be a doctorate, English 
Language Institute or other special 
academic program student. 
Eligible students also are able to 
insure their spouse and dependent 
children under 23 years old, 
according to the brochure. 

Routine care, such as routine 
physicals or pap screenings, is not 
covered under this plan though, 
which is where the Student Health 
Clinic comes in. 

"The clinic meets students' 
acute ambulatory needs that are 
noc covered under the student 
health insurance," said Ferrier. 

The clinic and the student 
health insurance are not related in 
any way. 

Some items not covered by 
the insurance include non-emer­
gency care, injuries sustained in 
relation to intercollegiate sports, 
immunizations, contraceptives, 
preventive medicines or vaccines, 

prenatal vitamins, mammogra­
phies or special education for the 
learning disabled, according to the 
brochure. 

The clinic does not have a lab 
or x-ray, so if a student needs this 
equipment they must have insur­
ance to go to a hospital, said 
Ferrier. 

There is a doctor at the clinic 
that is available 20 hours a week 
Monday through Thursday. If a 
student needs doctor care outside 
of these hours or has an emergency 
that cannot wait, the student needs 
to go to another doctor's office or a 
hospital, and therefore would need 
insurance. 

Ferrier said that the clinic also 
refers students to the Youngstown 
Osteopathic Hospital Family 
Practice Clinic and the 
Youngstown Community Health 
Center. 

The clinic accepts most insur­
ances as well as uninsured people, 
and the center has a sliding-fee 
scale.

People are almost always concerned for the future of their loved 
ones. They want to care for them and see that their health and general 
welfare are taken care of. 

The question that has been raised in recent times is the definition of 
a loved one. 

The average benefit package offered to employees limits health and 
dental benefits to married partners and immediate family. The domestic 
partner benefits system would allow employees with live-in.partners to 
receive health insurance and dental care. 

YSU and other schools are looking into the system, but many offi­
cials remain unwilling to give exact answers regarding implementation 
of domestic partner benefits. 

"The way it seems, no one wants to be the first to enact [a domestic 
partner benefit package]," stated Dr. Vernon Haynes, professor of psy­
chology. "Everyone's waiting on everyone else to make the first move."

. Gay and lesbian employees see this 
system as a way to gain some measures 
of equality in the workplace. 

Dr. Linda Tessier, associate profes­
sor, philosophy and religious studies, 
has been a YSU professor for over 15 
years. She sees this system as the per­
fect extension of YSU's own non-dis­
criminatory policy. 

"The bottom line is fairness," said 
Tessier. "You have to be married in 
order to receive benefits, but gay and 
lesbian couples canVhave their mar­
riages recognized." 

- Disney, IBM and other corpora­
tions of Fortune 500 status are imple­
menting this new method of distribut­
ing health benefits to its employees. v • • - » . — • — 
They see it as a way to keep their best and brightest workers happy, 
regardless of personal sexual preferences. ' 

"I find it a little ironic," said Haynes. 'The board of trustees is made 
up of businessmen. One would think, that they would follow the corpo­
rate model of these successful companies." 

"For me personally, it's about being able .to share everything with 
my partner," says Tessier. "We've shared bills and housework. We've 
even raised a son together. She now has multiple sclerosis, and my ben­
efit package doesn't cover her. I can't take family medical leave to care 
for her. Just one prescription can run into the tens of thousands of dollars 
yearly. Even though she is so sick, she has to work full time to cover the 
bills. If we could be married, that wouldn't be the case." 

. There are many factors going into the decision to switch from the 
traditional healthcare. According to Haynes, the issue has many variables 
that factor into the final decision. 

"YSU, by and large, has been a great place to teach. I understand 
that there are many issues that YSU is dealing with currently. There does­
n't seem to be a feeling of stubbornness or animosity," said Haynes. 

"There's, not just the issue of do we favor domestic partner benefits. 
It's more of a political issue than a cost issue,"-said Haynes. "From stud­
ies, we cannot see a noticeable difference in costs for the schools and 
businesses. There have, however, been hints at political retaliation 
should schools adopt this system." 

"We as humans value diversity in every aspect of life except in our­
selves. Welike different kinds of foods, music, weather, you name it. 
Why then must we as people be just alike," stated Tessier.

• A two-hour meeting in Beeghly Center was attended by several area 
politicians and religious organizations.

. .Members of Youngstown's 
religious and political community 
gathered ' Sunday, pledging • to 
improve the educational,-political 
and economical climates of the 
city. 

Nineteen congregations and 
organizations that make up the 
Alliance for Congressional wm—m 
T r a n s f o r m a t i o n 
Influencing Our 
Neighborhoods, met 
Sunday in Beeghly Center 
to rally support from area 
residents, politicians and 
public officials to work 
toward improving ' 
Youngstown. 

ACTION founder Reverend 
Edward. Noga of St. Patrick's 
Church in Youngstown welcomed 
more than 2,280 people to "the 
first in a long line of public meet­
ings" for ACTION. 

Three task forces have been 
set up to focus on each of the ini­
tiatives. 

The main objective of the 
political corruption taskforce was 
to target public officials with the 
intent to make them publically 
denounce corruption. 

More than 20 public officials, 
including mayors, commissioners, 
school board members and council 
members were called forward to 
publicly sign a contract with 
ACTION promising to be honest, 
uncorrupted city leaders. Among 
the signers were Mayor George 
McKelvey, Ohio Senator Robert 
Hagan and Mahoning County 
Sheriff Randall Wellington. 

Wellington said, "I think this 
shows a lot of unity. [The people] 
are demanding some answers to 
their questions. They will demand 
the best of their public, officials 

; and we're going, to produce .what 
they lay out forus." -

Monsignor David Rhodes of 
St. Christine's Church in 
Youngstown said, "We came today 
as people of faith, first and fore­
most, so that God will see us suc­
ceed."

department, said the building will 
be a very '.'bare-bones" structure 
offering open space for studio 
work. However, the final design 
has not been completed yet. 

Although location has also 
not been decided, Russo said the 
Walnut Street parking lots behind 
the Wick parking deck are a possi­
bility as well as a small area 
behind Bliss Hall. 

Joe Scarnecchia, director of 
Support Services, said he has not 
been informed of the possiblity of 
a parking lot being used as the 
sight for a building. 

Other aspects of the renova­
tion include the addition of studio, 
sculpture, 3-D design and two-
level ceramic space as well as a 
graphic design computer lab, 
Skurich said. 

This is the first major renova­
tion for the art department in 
seven years, Russo said. The last 
one added display cases in the 
hails, she said. 

The art department has also 
received an additional workroom 
by way of the newly-completed 
Beecher Center at the Butler 
Institute of American Art, Russo 
said. Classes should begin there in 
the winter. 

"We've been due for a reno­
vation," she said. "With the enroll­
ment growth of the department, 
we're just out of space." -

Past phases of Bliss Hall ren­
ovations focused on the music and 
theater departments with the addi­
tion of a new box office and jazz 
rehearsal studio. However, there 
was some minor work done for art, 
although not of this caliber, 
Skurich said. 

"This time it's art's turn,", he 
said. , 

Skurich said this is "techni­
cally the last planned phase" of the 
Bliss Hall project, although other 
minor work may be done on an as-
needed basis. 

Renovations are usually done 
every 20 to 25 years, he said, and 
Bliss Hall was built in the mid-
705, making it due for an upgrade.

Cost of textbooks drains 
students' pocketbooks 
• With the new array of ways to buy text­
books, students have to be aware.

College textbook prices dig 
deep into students' pockets. The 
average cost of textbooks.can vary 
each quarter, depending on stu­
dents' classes. With tuition costs, 
course fees, parking permit fees 
and other costs, students also have 
the cost of books to add to their 
lists. 

"I spent $250 on books. I have 
five classes and voice lessons " 
Aubrey Johnson, freshman, vocal 
performance, said. "I didn't check 
online. I just went straight over to 
the bookstore because I didn't 
know what my classes were or 
what books I needed." 

Jennifer Maria", freshman; 
social work, added, "We're college 
students. We don't have the money 
to buy books." 

Book sales * are constantly 
being advertised to students. 
Online textbook retailers, such' as 
Best Book Buys, VivaSmart, and 
efollett.com, give students a 
chance to discover bargain books 
online and then to compare prices 
with their own bookstores before 
making a final purchase. 

YSU textbook coordinator,. 
Susanne Agostinelli, said, "Our 
sales have increased rather than 
declined. I think it's primarily 
because of the volume of used 
books. If you compare their new 
prices and their used prices, 
they're not really cheaper." 

In the YSU Bookstore, a hard­
bound "Calculus Fourth Edition" 
book is priced at $100 for a.new . 

book and $75 for the used one. 
This same textbook sells at 

both VivaSmart and Best Book 
Buys, the cheapest rates including 
shipping and handling at $62.37 
new and $57.17 used. The only 
rate afefolIett.com was a new rate 
priced at $102.67. 

"efoIlet.com sells new and 
used textbooks online. We offer 
students the most complete and up 
to date booklists for more than 
1,000 college campuses," Pam 
Peasavento of efolIctt.com said. 
"Consequently efollett.com is not 
a site that helps students locate the 
lowest-priced textbooks." 

After the initial quick book 
search, the online retailers list up 
to 25 potential stores, such as 
Barnes and Noble and Varsity 
Books, that carry the book. 

The new and used prices 
include, shipping and handling. 
The prices, though sometimes 
cheaper, may only have one or two 
books available through a particu­
lar retailer. Students are also able 
to sell their used books online. 

"We determine our prices 
based on fact. If the publisher 
charges this amount of dollars, we 
have our standards." Agostinelli 
said. -

The YSU bookstore deter­
mines what to charge for textbooks 
based on cost, as with any other 
retailer. Because most publishers 
determine the price of books them­
selves, they profit the most for 
every textbook dollar students 
spend. Used books are priced at 25 
percent off the new book price and 
the YSU Bookstore provides used 
books as much as possible.

There were fights 
between kids 
within my own 
school and no one 
received a pun­
ishment even 
closely severe to 
this one. 

The NAACP 
jumped all over 
this, with just 
cause. You have 
to ask why the 
school system 
would be so harsh 
over a fist-fight. 
With recent inci­
dents such as 
Columbine High, 
my assumption 
would be they are 
worried that the — • 
incident could 
lead to one of that caliber..We are' 
right to be worried with what goes on 
in schools today, but I still feel the 
punishment was terribly severe. 

I would think kicking a kid out of 
high school would cause more angst 
then the fight. These kids were popu­
lar kids in school. One, who is report­
ed to have been trying to break up the 
fight, was an honor student and star 
basketball player. Taking school away 
from a student like that is a mistake. 

Local prosecutors charged four 

of the students with mob action, and 
one of the four with battery and resist-. 
ing arrest. Battery and resisting arrest 
can be proven and should result "in 
discipline, but I have to wonder if it ^ 
was all taken too far.

The office of Admissions and 
Recruitment could use the educa­
tion taskforce as a vehicle for not 
only increasing enrollment, but 
also encouraging Youngstown City 
School students to attend colleger'

mentioned.

VILLANOVA, Penn. ~ - The 
Penguin football team returned to 
form Saturday, in comeback fash-

-ion, as they dropped Villanova, 
28-21. The win should secure a 
playoff berth and possible home 
game in the first round. 

"We wouldn't have won if it 
wasn't for our senior leadership," 
said Assistant Football Coach 
Herb Williams. "They never gave 
up, so the team never gave up." 

Sophomore Jeff Ryan threw 
for three touchdown passes, 
including two in the third.quarter 
to bring YSU back from behind. 
The Wildcats climbed out to a 14-
0 lead early in the game, until 
Ryan hooked up with senior 
receiver Elliott Giles on a 44-yard 
touchdown pass to tighten up 
VJHanova's lead to only seven. 

A three-yard run by 
' .Villanoya's Ducar Augustin put 
the Wildcats out to a 21-7 lead into 
halftime. But 21 unanswered 
points and a stellar defensive per­
formance gave YSU the win. 

Senior Dwyte Smiley came, 
up with a 10 yard interception for 
YSU in the second quarter that 
stopped a Wildcat drive that 
brought them into the Red Zone. 

Smiley came up big again, as 
senior Dave Vecchione forced a 
fumble on the two yard line in the 
fourth quarter and he recovered it, 
to stop yet another Villanova scor­

ing drive. 
Back on offense, Giles and 

Ryan connected on a 22 yard pass 
for another touchdown, while sen­
ior Renauld Ray caught a 13 yard 
pass from Ryan to tie the game at 
21. 

YSU's final score came on a 
19 yard run by senior tailback 
Adrian Brown into the endzone. 

"The seniors did a great job of. 
adjusting the attitude at the half," 
said Williams. "They never 
stopped believing." 

The YSU offense racked up 
352 yards, including 183 on the 
ground, to the Wildcat's 385 total 
yards. 

Ryan completed 14 of 25 
attempts for 169 yards and rushed 
for 45 yards, while Giles caught 
four passes for 79 yards. Ray had 
a team high five catches for 38 
yards. Brown ran for 120 yards on 
24 carries, as he tied Tamron 
Smith with-53 career touchdowns. 

On, defense, junior Tim 
Johnson led with 10 tackles, 
including one for a loss, a pass 
break up and a sack. Smiley 
recorded eight tackles, also with 
one for a loss to go with his fum­
ble recovery and inteception.

Fifteen graduates of the respi­
ratory therapy program can breathe 
easier after passing their national 
board exams ia July. 

Dr. Louis N. Harris, director, 
respiratory care, said last year's 
graduating class marks the 14th 
time in 15 years that YSU students 
had a 100 percent pass rate on the 
National Board for Respiratory 
Care exam. The national pass rate 
for therapists taking the exam was 
73 percent. 

The exam is also used to 
license practitioners in Ohio, and 

makes the students eligible to work 
in most states. 

"The 1999 graduating class 
was the first class to take the newly 
designed National Board for 
Respiratory Care exam. The new 
exam was designed to test students 
on actual respiratory care situa­
tions," Harris said. 

Harris said all graduating stu­
dents are employed in local health 
care organizations. 

In addition to the pass rate, the 
respiratory care program is in its 
second year as a bachelor of sci­
ence degree program as opposed to 
the previous associate's" degree 
program that was offered at YSU.

"The bachelor's program was 
initiated so students can have an 
edge in the employment market. 
We had a lot of requests from 
employers in the area also that 
wanted to see a bachelor's pro­
gram offered," said Harris. 

Harris said the new program 
takes students beyond the hospital 
setting, "adding specific skills that 
make them more marketable. It 
helps keep our students a step 
ahead of the competition." 

Nationally, there are only 50 
bachelor of science degree pro­
grams in respiratory care. 

The new respiratory care pro­
gram involves students in the 

assessment, diagnosis and treat­
ment of patients with a wide range 
of respiratory problems in patient 
age groups from neonatal through 
geriatrics. 

In preparation for employ­
ment, respiratory therapy students 
must complete 1,000 contact hours 
in a variety of settings to gain 
experience in their profession. 
Harris said students work in a vari­
ety of settings ranging from hospi­
tals to home health care. 

The time involved in field 
service doesn't include the amount 
of time spent in the well-equipped 
lab in Cushwa Hall. 

"We have everything in our 

lab that students will find in a hos­
pital setting," said Harris. 

"We don't want to accept stu­
dents who are just passing. We 
want them to provide top care," 
Harris said. 

Amy Babinec, senior, respira­
tory therapy, said she became 
involved in the program because' 
she has family members with res­
piratory problems. 

After graduation, Babinec 
wants to work in a hospital setting 
in pulmonary function testing. 

Harris said YSU students have 
good opportunities for employ­
ment. Nationally, the number of 
respiratory therapists is down.
