She reiterated Hook’s
concern that House Bill 184 pass

so students will have a voice in how -

their genera! fee money. is
allocated. She said that there are
currently six-states in the country
that have students serving on their

“ Boards of Trustees and that these
students have the power to vote on
fund allocations.

Students have been given an in-
vitation to speak to the committee
reviewing the bill and Beckes said

“that she plans to go to Columbus
in two or three weeks to offer in-
ut. “No one will argue that it {the
general fee) is a controversial
issue,”’ she said.
Beckes served on YSU’s General
2. Fee Advisory Committee this year
and said that she feels stiadents can
have input into where the money
is spent. “Student representation
