Clergymen discuss famine

Several area religious leaders and
representatives from the local chapters of

Bread for the World organization held a -

press conference yesterday to call on Presi-
dent Reagan and Congress to speed up the

delivery of food and other life-sustaining -

assistance to the starving people in Africa.

The press conference, which was spon-
sored by Bread for the World, was held
at the Catholic Action Center, 225 Elm
St. It was designed to call attention to the

famine- problem in Africa and to en-

courage an increased effort in assisting the
starving people in Afriea.
Key participants in the press conference

included Rev. Glen A. Bengson, 1Tth-

District chapter chairman of Bread for
The World, who read & prepared state-
ment on behalf of that organization and
Rev. Richard Speicher, executive direc-
tor, Mahoning Valley Association of
Churches, who read ancther prepared
statement on behalf of national religious
and relief organization leaders.

James Malone, bishop of the Youngstown -

Catholic Diocese; Rev. Judlth Ohn,‘

district superintendent, United Methodist

targets ’ . S .
Some critics are sennmental about the ¢ sanctity
of outer space.” That “sancitiy” was violated in
1944 with. the introduction of the Germapn V-2
hallistic missile. {Ballistic missiles are those that are
used against an enemy’s weapons. }

Furthermore, recently’ declassifi ed-documents -

- from the Department of Defense reveal that our

own country began plans for such a defense system
as far back‘as 1958 . :

Incredxbly, pubhc opinion pol]s reveal that the

majority of the American public believes that we

" already have a ballistic-missile defense. Let us hope
that this is the majority that does not vote!

We would have such- a defense system'lf it wore

" not for a small, shxill, hlghly-piaoed'antx-defense

lobby that has succeeded in propagating the per-
nicious belief that nations are protected by .a com-.
mon vuinerablhty _

The naivete of this behef lies in the assumption
that all powers could indefinitely endure such a per-
manent threat or would never jockey for superioriﬂ

'ty in weaponty. -

This completely circumvents the reality of im-
perfect human nature. It is blasphemy to assume
that human nature is anything but imperfect. After
all, if it were not for imperfect human nature; there

w0uld be no need for a defense system. '

College women less sexually active

From the Co!lege Press Serwce

Coilege women apparently are less active
sexually than they used to be, a new survey
suggest.:

The current conservative trend on cam-
puses could be responsible for the déclining
student sexual activity, reports the recent
survey of the University of Texas female
students.

. Five years ago, half of UT’'s female
students had sex at least once a month, com-
pared to 33 percent in 1983-84, said Univer-
sity’ of Kansas psychologist Meg Gerrard
author of the survey. :

Gerrard’s survey, her third of UT women
in 10 years, questioned some 140 students
about their sexual attitudes.

Not all the results have been analyzed, but.

Gerrard speculates, “It could be part of a.
larger conservative trend in sexual activity,
as well as in political and ideological values.
There’s no guestion in my mind that this is
a nationwide trend.” o
Pinning . the decline on conservatism
“sounds plausible,” agreed Joseph Katz,

human development professor at the State-

University of New York-Stoney Brook, but
the lmphcanons could run deeper.

“An easing of the sense of having to con-
form may be a factor,”he commented. “It

could also mean a greater acceptance of tradi- -

tional mores.”

Katz’s own studies of student sexuahty in

the 60s and 70s revealed student opposition
to premarital sex declined from 50 percent to
10 percent from 1970 to 1975. '

And the percentage of undergradu_ates who"

“had engaged in premantal sex rose from 50_.
- percent in-1970 10 78 percem of men and 72

percent of women in 1977

Indeed, studies conducted on many cam-
puses as recently as 1982 charted continued
mcreases in student sexual actmty

“There was a masswe llberahzauon of at-

utudes going on (in the 703),” Katz pomtedw

. “Any turning back from that is surpris-
mg, "and the magmtude of change (revealed
in Gerrard’s survey) is somewhat striking.”

Aaron Hass of UCLA’s Sexuality Clinic.
“But my impression is that now undergrad
girls - desire ‘committinents or love
relationships.””
