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, L a s t week, i n an ed i t o r ia l , we urged you to j o i n student a c t i v i t i e s 
to learn r e s p o n s i b i l i t y , develop your personal i ty , and become a 
mature i n d i v i d u a l . T h i s sounds ^reasonable. B u t now we f ind i t 
necessary to defend our- pos i t i on . It i s understandable that we 
should rece ive c r i t i c i s m . F o r as in most s i tuat i ons c r i t i c s look at 
the b lack s ide of an i s s u e . They pick out the. minority and reason 
that i t appl ies in a l l cases . 

An example: C r i t i c s are harranging on about juven i l e de l inquency . 
They lament what i s happening to Amer i ca ' s youth, they are going 
to the dogs. B u t one fact they seldom mention i s that these d e l i n ­
quents make up about two percent of the teenage populat ion. 

Jo iners Flunk 
Extra - curr i cu lar a c t i v i t i e s are the same. We know students who 

jo ined too many outside a c t i v i t i e s and s a c r i f i c e d their s tud ies . 
They are no longer with us . They f lunked . B u t these students are a 
minority." They weren't motivated by the same reasons for which we 
urge, you to j o i n a c t i v i t i e s . They were j o iners . Most of the time 
s o c i a l l i f e i s the only reason they came to co l l ege . 

They d idn ' t become, mature, responsib le students because they 
were ac t ive for other reasons . They missed the whole reason for 
the existence ofcampus organizat ions . If they were becoming mature 
they wouldn ' t have neglected their s tud ies , they wouldn't have 
gotten invo lved with so many a c t i v i t i e s . 

Critics of Minority 

Those that f a i l co l lege because of extra-curr icular a c t i v i t i e s are 
the minority . A n d those that c r i t i c i z e extra-curr icular a c t i v i t i e s look 
only at the minori ty . We don't expect you to run out and jo in a 
hal f -dozen organizat ions at once. Take your time, be s e l e c t i v e , 
don't get overburdened. But do take the f i r s t step toward becoming 
a mature, respons ib le , and capable i n d i v i d u a l . 

THE FALL OF AMERICA 
Apathy i s a word that has been debated about, campaigned against , 

ta lked on, and v i l i f i e d at Y U for the past 52 years . Students leaders 
are cont inual ly bewildered why students do not part ic ipate in 
campus a c t i v i t i e s . 

The chie f excuse a lways offered i s that, Youngstown i s a com­
muter s c h o o l . Students are handicapped by being some mi l es away 
from campus and, unless they own a car, cannot move freely between 
home and s c h o o l . They a l s o have friends from high school days 
that they have known and assoc ia ted with for year . 

Apathy isn't Isolated 

B u t this i s untrue. T a l k i n g with students from Pr ince ton , U n i v e r ­
s i ty of West V i r g i n i a , P i t t , Drury, and a host of other s choo l s , we 
have found that apathy i s n ' t i s o la ted to Youngstown U n i v e r s i t y . 

It goes deeper. Apathy seems to be the American way of l i f e . P e w 
seem to be concerned with t h e v i t a l forces of our economy and 
government. When a l o c a l union recently voted whether to s t r ike or 
not, fewer than 600 out of 1400 part ic ipated . Even our nat iona l 
e lec t ions draw only an approximate 70% of the voters. 

Where the town h a l l meetings of the 19th Century used to be the 
ru le , they are now the except ion. C i t y c o u n c i l meetings look as i f . 
they are quarantined for the plague. 

/ Wrong Country 

When Dag Hammarskjold died recently we asked a friend what he 
thought of i t . He asked , "Who ' s Dag H a m m a r s k j o l d ? " Another 
friend to ld us that the Amazon i s the longest r iver in A f r i c a . H e 
d idn ' t even know thatthe Amazon i s in South A m e r i c a . 

N o wonder the Communists are making such s t r ides . They at least 
make other countries T H I N K they are interested in the i r welfare. 
M o s t A m e r i c a n s - j u s t don't care. We have to break away from this 
nat iona l f ee l ing of apathy. A n d such a movement can ' t start from 
the. top. It has to start with you, the reader. George has done i t 
long enough, he ' s getting t i red . 

Now We Get to Brass Tacks 

J.F.K. Regains Initiative; 

P r e s i d e n t Kennedy has arr ived . A n American leader once more 
w i l l be a world leader. With h is speech to the Uni ted N a t i o n s , 
John F . Kennedy has c losed the mouths of many opponents, to ld 
the R u s s i a n s j u s t where to get off (or on as they w i l l decide) and 
united the A l l i e s as they have not been united in many y e a r s . 

He has caused Gromyko to be careful with h i s words and hurled 
barbs a t the R u s s i a n s . A c t u a l l y Kennedy ' s ac t ions are not s u r p r i s ­
i n g . 

In h i s S T R A T E G Y O F P E A C E , publ ished in 1960, Kennedy set 
forth a plan which he maintained he would fo l low in the pres idency . 
H i s twelve point foreign po l i cy program stated: "We must make 
invulnerable a nuclear retal itory power second to none we must 
regain the a b i l i t y to intervene e f fect ively and s w i f t l y i n any 
l i m i t e d war anywhere in the world . . . 

We must rebui ld N A T O . . . , " and "grea t l y increase the flow of 
cap i ta l to the underdeveloped areas of A s i a , A f r i c a , the middle E a s t , 
and L a t i n A m e r i c a . ' ' 

Kennedy a l s o mentioned in separate points of h i s p l a n , B e r l i n , 
Europe, C h i n a and the Middle E a s t . , 

The eleventh p o i n t t w a s , "We must begin to develop new, work­
able programs for peace and the control of arms. We have been un­
w i l l i n g to plan for disarmament and unable to offer creat ive ideas 
of our own, always, l e a v i n g the i n i t i t i v e i n thehands of the R u s s i a n s . 
A n arms control research inst i tute could undertake the t e c h n i c a l 
s tud ies needed before we can detect and monitor the vast and 
complex weapons systems of modern warfare. 

The entire world hopes that the c o l l apse at the Summit has not 
destroyed man's hope for a nuclear test ban. B u t i f such a ban i s 
achieved , i t must only be the f i r s t step toward ha l t ing the spiral l ing 
arms race that burdens the entire world with a fantast ic f i n a n c i a l 
dra in , excess ive mi l i tary establ i shments , and the chance of an 
acc identa l or i r rat iona l tr iggering of a worldwide holocaust . 

At the same time we must move toward the eventual rule of world 
law by working to strengthen the United Nat ions and to increase 
i t ' s role in r e s o l v i n g internat ional con f l i c t s and p lanning for inter ­
nat ional s c i e n t i f i c and economic deve lopment . " 

Our president mentions a strong U . N . i n relation with s o l v i n g our 
major problems of the day. 

The Soviets may continue to act balky but the leadership of an 
American i s es tab l i shed . He i s carry ing out h i s word. Now, at l a s t , 
the l i n e s are drawn. The words of Kennedy opposing the T r o i k a 
plan reveals the stupidity of i t . 

Y e t , the words of threats (and the words used in re la t i on to the 
atomic weapons are threats) show that i f we must use " t h e bomb" 
we w i l l , and the necess i ty of i t . 

L e t Kennedy sum i t up, as T I M E magazine reports an excerpt of 
h i s Inaugural speech : " L e t every nation know, whether i t wish us 
w e l l "or i l l , that we s h a l l pay any pr i ce , bear any burden, meet any 
hardship , support any fr iend, oppose any foe to assure the s u r v i v a l 
and success of l i b e r t y . "

Br. Swartz Speaks 
At Education Meet 

At '•• the Student Education Assoc ia­
tion meeting Sept. 21, Dr. Joseph F , 
Swartz, Dean of the School of 
Education, spoke about adjusting 
oneself to the professional viewpoint 
and responsibility in the v teaching 
career. 

He stated that this could best be 
done by attempting to develop object­
ivity, learning to disagree with others 
without emotional reaction, and 
cultivation of tolerance for opposing 
viewpoints, even though disagreeing 
with them. Stressing the fact that 
economic rewards are Secondary to 
the basic • purpose, teaching, Dr.

September 25 marked the official 
opening of the application period for 
three spring semester undergraduate 
Kuropoan study programs offered by 
the Institute of European Studies. 

Sophomores and juniors who meet 
the minimum standards for each of the 
programs may apply until December 
15. The three programs are located 

in Vienna, Freiburg (West Germany), 
and Paris . 

Selections are made on the basis of 
past records of academic accom­
plishments and recommendations from 
two faculty members familiar with the 
applicant's scholastic capabilities. 

A wide range of liberal arts courses 
is offered to fulf i l l the varying needs 
of U.S. undergraduates studying in 
Europe. Intensive language instruct­
ion is given to a l l students and other 
special courses may also be attended. 

Students need not be proficient in a 
foreign language to study in the 
Vienna and Paris programs. Classes 
are'taughtin English as well as in the 
language of the host country. Only-
juniors may enroll in the Institute's 
Freiburg program, and competence in 
the German language is required 
there. 

Students are housed in private 
homes to provide a practical work- -
shop for the learning of a new 
language and a 'deeper insight into 
European culture.
