T w o time-proven methods present themselves to our d i s p o s a l . 
F i r s t , we must inform ourse lves . T h i s i s not part i cu lar ly easy 
s i n c e there are many candidates and present campaign procedures • 
do not a l l ow a maximum exposure of each one to the student. T h i s 
we must overcome and real ize that i f we want to f ind out who the 
best qual i f ied students are, we must make a determined effort. 
Noth ing of value comes easy , and good represe n ta t i on i s certainly 
va luable to every student. 

Second, we cannot turn our backs on one of freedom's great 
p r i v i l e g e s , the right to vote. Since i t i s both a pr iv i lege and a 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t y , i t i s too valuable a th ing to toss a s i d e E x e r c i s e 
yoCfr vote, speak up forthe candidate of your cho i ce . 

Only i n these ways w i l l we be assured that our voice was heard 
in determining our future a f fa irs . 

I would l i k e to o f fer suggest ions for coming e lec t i on campaigns . 
Pos te rs and handbi l l s d istr ibuted to students with each candidate ' s 
p icture , grade average, s c h o o l , and a c t i v i t i e s on i t , would be 
helpful in making 'a d e c i s i o n .

Har land Manchester, in h i s art i c le " T h e Sense less R a c e to P u t 
Man in S p a c e " , warns of radioact ive hazards . He t e l l s us " . . . 
recent research ind i cates that much of space above approximately 
500 mi l es out i s c r i s s - c r o s s e d with rad ioac t i v i ty in which no man 
could long surv ive without hundreds of pounds of s h i e l d i n g and 
plenty of l u c k . " 

The sub jec t of space conquest forthe nat i ona l defense i s pointed 
out by Manchester to be s h a l l o w r e a s o n i n g ; ; The i d e a of " h i g h 
g round" as an advantageous pos i t ion i s not true in the case of 
space . ;A nuclear warhead launched from the moon would take f ive 
days to reach the earth. We have I C B M ' s that only take twenty 
minutes . Manchester adds that by thet ime a bomb from the moon 
reached earth, the war would be over. 

A point that many seem to forget in t h i s race to put a man where 
he doesn ' t even belong, i s that we now.have , and are u s i n g i n ­

struments in space that do the job very n i c e l y . ;Why put a man 
where he i s n ' t even needed? 

A n argument in favor of space explorat ion by man holds that the 
p o s s i b i l i t y of l i f e on other planets demands our u s i n g human contact 
to attempt communicat ion. B u t the i d e a of i n t e l l i g e n t l i f e *on a n ­
other world i s s t i l l i n the Buck Rogers ' stage and i t w i l l be many 
years before we even get equipment to send s i g n a l s , let alone 
man, beyond our own ga laxy . 
. We are not even sure of l i f e elsewhere wi th in our own ga laxy . 
Arthur C . C l a r k e , former chairman of the B r i t i s h Interplanetary 
Society and F e l l o w of the R o y a l As t ronomica l Soc iety , comments 
on the p o s s i b i l i t i e s . " A t the moment, astronomica l evidence 
suggests that once we escape from Earth we s h a l l f ind some so rt 
of l i f e in t h e s o l a r system . . . " He cont inues , " ; it would be 
safest t o assume that Homo sapiens i s the only in te l l i gent creature 
yet to have evo lved in the so lar s y s t e m . T o find our equals or our 
our superiors we must go farther a f i e l d , to the planets of other 
s u n s , " 

And so why are we wast ing t ime and money t ry ing to put man 
into space? The quest ion i s e a s i l y answered. P i c k up a newspaper 
and read the head l ines . T h e y ' l l go something l i k e th i s : " A s t r o n a u t 
Happy and in E x c e l l e n t C o n d i t i o n ; Space F e a t H a i l e d by N a t i o n " 
or "What a B e a u t i f u l V i e w He H a d " or " M o t h e r ' s Red-Blooded 
Son Gets Card of Congratulat ions From O l d - F o l k s " . In short, our 
prestige and nat ional ego are so low that we f i n d i t necessary to 
spend b i l l i o n s to shoot a man 350 m i l e s " d o w n r a n g e " . T h i s makes 
us a l l happy. We have a new t in-god to worship . We are once again 
a nation of " red-b looded b o y s " , " h e r o i c o ld white haired mothers " , 
and our nat ional s p i r i t r ides on the t ips o f the bald-eagles w i n g s . ; 

Maybe this i s what we need. ;For us i t ' s nothing new. ;Rudyard 
K i p l i n g exposed us for what we were in the latter nineteenth century.

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Many misconceptions about the 
Peace Corps have taken root and 
blossomed on some college campuses. 

L e t ' s look at the truth o f the 
matter. 

First , the Peace Corps Volunteer 
will go only where he is asked. He 
wi l l be asked only where there i s a 
specific job to do. 

The first Peace corps Volunteers 
wi l l go to Tanganyika. There, to 
improve the lot of the nations many 
farmers, roads must be built to get 
their produce to market centers. 

Their government has as ked the 
Peace Corps to supply the surveyors, 
c i v i l engineers and geologists to 
meet their shortage. President 
Kennedy has agreed to help and a

Volunteers with these sk i l l s have 
applied and are now applying to the 
Peace Corps. In late May these 
applicants wi l l be called for inter­
views, in June the task force wi l l be 
selected and intensive training 
started. 

At a university the Volunteer w i l l 
learn about Tanganyika, and study our 
heritage and democratic institutions. 
He w i l l begin a physical conditioning 
program and brush up on his sk i l l s in 
terrain similar to Tanganyika's. 

Next, the Volunteer wi l l participate 
in another exhaustive training period 
at a camp site in a mountain rain 
forest-abroad. 

Physical and mental conditioning 
for the rigors of Africa w i l l be step­
ped up. Lectures wi l l be given and 
programs designed to test the 
endurance of the Volunteers are 
planned. 

In most Peace Corps projects, the 
local language wi l l be taught in a 
stateside univers ity. This case is 
an exception, the Tanganyikan 
government asked that it be permit­
ted to use its techniques to teach 
Volunteers Swahili . 

The first seven weeks in Tan­
ganyika w i l l be spent at a camp 
on the slopes of Mt. Kilimanjaro 
where the volunteer wil l study 
Swahili and learn about his work 
there. 

After this course, Volunteers, in 
groups of two and three, w i l l be 
assigned to provincial capitals which 
wi l l serve as home base for the 
safaris into the jungle to plan the 
needed roads from the native vi l lages 
to the main highways. 

The Volunteers w i l l receive enough 
money to live a simple existence, 
but not exactly at the level of .the 
local populace. He w i l l have a l l his 
needs - - food, housing, clothing and 
transportation - - provided for. 
Provision wi l l be made for recreation, 
some travel during relief periods, and 
medical care.
