An ordinance to close Elm Sirect
was not introduced at City Council
last Wednesday night because the
Univeristy has not formally
requested it, Anthony Ma,
Youngstown director of planning
said yesterday.

Dr. Yohn J. Coffelt, vice-president
for administrative affairs, said
yesterday that the University filed a
letter on Apxil 5,-1971 with Robert
Machuga, urban renewal director,
requesting the vacation of Elm
Street. ‘

Dr. Coffelt said that the letter
requested the vacation of all streels
in the Urban Renewal Il project
which includes Arlington from Elm
to Fifth, Yale from Arlington to
Spring, and Elm from Spring to
Lincoln. '

In responding to a report that the
city will release Elm Street if the
University agrees to purchase thes
city library on the corner of Wick
and Rayen Avenues, Dr. Coffelt said
that the city has not indicated any
willingness to close Elra Street
provided the Univerisity buy a
building.

Gunman mugs YSU student
in latest campus robbery

Dennis Petro, senior engineering

E " major, told the Jambar yesterday
.that he was pistol-whipped in a

stickup on Lincoln Avenue Monday

"night. However, the police report of”
-the robbery did not mention any
‘weapon.

This was the second robbery near
the campus within five days.

According to the police report,
Petro left class at the Engineering

“Science building at about 10:30.
‘'p.m. On the corner of Lincoln and
: Elm, one of the robbers approached
Petre and asked . him for the time.

Petro gave him the time and

proceeded down Lincoln toward
_Fifth Avenue where he had parked
his car.

Petro said the robber folowed
Jhim past the Red Barn. When they

reached the driveway of the dental
“supply.. "building near Lincoln
Towers, the robber pulled him into-
the driveway and said *“I have a

gun——I'm going to rob you.” Petro
'said he resisted and was

pistol-whipped. They struggled
briefly for the gun. Petro said that
he was able to inflict a gouge wound

-in his assailant’s face.

As the gunman subdued Petro, a
waiting accomplice was able to

search him. Since Petro was not

carrying his wallet, the robbers took
only a watch valued at $15 to $25.

Senate firmly believe that there
is no need or justification for
student memebership. They be-
lieve - that the Senate and the
University. function well in their

present states, and that this har-

mony should not be disrupted.

" To a certain extent they are

right.. The University does fune-
tion smoothly, but, unfor-
tunately, not to the best of its-
capabilities. It is also true that
YSU is one of the few institu-
tions in the state that has not
witnessed some sort of major
disturbance on its campus. But
the people who advocate the
continuation of the present
system don’t realize the poten-
tial danger inherent in this Uni-
versity. .

This inherent danger is a fack
of communication on the part of
the administration towards the
stodent body. What may be even
more hazardous is the lack of
action by the administration
when a grievance is brought be-

fore it. Certain members of; the.

administration have themselves
realized this problem and are .

‘now taking steps to correct it.

Dr, D'Isa said that in the past
there have been over 400 in-
quirjes about the graduate busi-
ness_ programs and that he is
currently mailing applications to
all those who made inquises.

Dr. D'Isa also said that an
employment market will exist
for those holding the degrees in
technical and junior colleges as
instyuctors and in business as
well. He pointed out that junior
colleges across the country are
seeking out people with masters
in many areas,

. The Master of Business Ad-
ministration degree will requirc &
minimum of 45 graduate cradit
hours including either a thesis or
a minimum of 51 graduate cradit
hours without a thesis. The
option is up to the student. Both
options consist of a set of core
courses, electives in the field of
concentration, and electives out-
side the field -of concentration.

forever known as the battlefield of the cahber of Iwo Jima,
San Juan Hill, and Satan’s Inferno.

The battle raged for several hours. It was hands and feet
all ‘over the street. Toward the end the antagonists engaged
in hand-to-hand combat.

. WHen the fire and steel of war no 1onger covered the
parkmg lot, viewers saw that the lawless rats and the
policemen had exterminated cach other. -

In memory of the courageous defenders of the
University, the administration decided to set aside part of
the Mudlot as a cemetary for the -men who died there
{excavation was to start on the new Kﬂcawley Hall

~anyway).

When the cemetaty was dedicated, the ubiguitous Dean
Dean delivered what will probably become one of the most
famous speeches ever made on Elm Street. Part of the
speech follows.

Three score and three years ago our forefathers
brought forth in this city an institution of higher
learning, conceived in levity and dedicated to
the proposition that all college stuclents are rich -
and should therefore be exploited.

We are now in the midst of a great controversy
testing whether that University and its
administration or any university and its
administration can maintain control of its campus
or whether other lawless undesirables will prevail.

We are now et ofi a great battlefield of that
controversy. We have come here to dedicate a
portion of this field as a final resting place for

“those who died here; but in a larper sense, we
cannot denigrate; we cannot subjugate; we cannot
shallow ‘this ground. The brave men living and
dead who fought here and the penniless students
who paid for this place have done that far above
our poor power £o asld or subtract.

" This speéch ‘was written on the back of old student
parking tickets, wes 300,000 words long and lasted
approximately 47 hows. '

Dean Dean tearfully concluded his speech by making an

appeal to the students:

It is for us here, the living, to take new hope
and courage, and not to complain about rising
college expenses. So that thoseiwho here gave the
last full measure of devotion, their early
tegistration permits, shall not have suffered in
vain; and that this University of the
