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Quarterly Report Submitted— 

Self Improvement 
Was Council's; Aim 

Student Counci l ' s concern wi th the improvement o f 
Student Government operational procedures was revealed 
earlier this week, as the Governing Board submitted their 
F ina l Report . 

Accord ing to the report, 14 o f 48 motions passed by 
Counc i l during the Spring and Winter quarter o f 1968 added 
o r r e m o v e d provisions from S t u d e n t ; Government 
operational procedures. Included i n the procedural revisions 
were motions dealing w i t h the student committee system, 
changes i n personel, and revision o f election law. 

In addi t ion, the report stated that Counc i l granted 
permission to organize to 13 student organizations. 

The Tutor ing Program, considered by many as being a 
substancial contr ibut ion to Y S U , was instituted during 
Counci l ' s . First-Session. 

The report also included miscellaneous allocations not 
provided for i n the Student Government Budget. 

One observer noted that "Counc i l ' s legislative program 
seemed more concerned w i t h proceedure than the broader 
educational needs o f the Univers i ty ." - ' '

The trial p i ' Dr. Chaplin Mor­
rison of the History Department 
and thirty other peace demon­
strators, which was scheduled 
for December 16 has been post­
poned until January 10, Dr. 
Morrison disclosed yesterday. 

The peace demonstrators 
were charged with "failing to 
leave public property with mali­
cious and mischievous intent." 

Dr. Morrison stated that he 
was notified of the postpone­
ment by several of the other 
defendants but no reason was 
given for the new trial date. 

Dr. Morrison feels that the 
American Civil Liberties Union, 
who is defending the case, will 
have no trouble in proving the 
absence of malicious and niis-

chievious intent. , 
"The absence of threats, 

weapons and noise and that we 
allowed room for other people 
to be on the sidewalk and that 
we had staged a non-violent 
march the day before our arrest 
proves our peaceful intentions," 
Dr. Morrison said. 

"However, should we lose in 
the lower court," said Morrison^ 
"we'll appeal in a higher covurt 
until we prove that our constitu­
tional right of peaceable . as­
sembly was violated." 

"We were told that if we 
pleaded guilty we could get off 
with a S25 fine, but we feel the 
principle of the issue is. more 
important than getting off with 
a low fine," said Morrison.

A s the Y S U cagers began to enter the nucleus o f their 
tough winter roundball agenda, they displayed a preview of 
the k ind o f winning basketball they intend to employ as the 
season wears on. -Last Monday at Struthers Fieldhouse they 
played against Hillsdale College. Contrary to the popular 
belief that there was an upset i n the making, Hillsdale 
proved only to be an excellent "scrimmage opponent" as 
the Penguins literally ran away wi th the visit ing Dales. 
John McElroy and Denny Stein­
beck led the attack with 25 and 
20 points respectively as "Mac" 
enjoyed his best offensive effort 
with an unbelievable 57% shoo­
ting percentage, compared to the 
Penguin squad's average of an 
even 50%! 

Denny Steinbeck, who con­
tinues to improve with, each 
game, came up with his best 
performance of the early season. 
And when considering that Mac, 
Steinbeck, and the rest of the 
first team only saw about twen­
ty minutes of action in the 
entire game, the YSU statistics 
become truly remarkable. 

Employing the notorious 
flexible 3-2 zone defense, the 
Penguins were able to inflict 
turnovers into the depressed 
play of Hillsdale. In evidence 
was the long-awaited "fast 
break" of Eckcrt, Steinbeck, and 
McElroy which was expected 
last Saturday night. 

To mention just a few of the 
thrills that were given free to 
1,200 YSU spectators Monday 
night. McElroy scored 25 points, 
hitting 57% of his attempts; 
Steinbeck poured in 20 markers, 

netting a 56% shooting average; 
the team scorched the nets at an 
average of 50% of their shots; 
they were 81% from the charity 
line; there were five players in 
double figures, with 11 Penguins 
in the scoring column; at one 
point they hit 10 of 11 from the 
field; pulled down a-total of 53 
rebounds; Eckert, McElroy, and 
Steinbeck displayed the "new" 
Penguins with behind-the-back 
passing, fast breaks, key steals, 
blocked shots; the team showed 

complete domination of the 
boards; astonishing shooting 
ability and average; and and the 
secondary maintained a 40-point 
lead. 

Coach Dom Rosselli and his 
undefeated Penguins will play 
host for the fourth time this 
season, and for the first time this 
season are expected to have their 
hands really full from the visit­
ing team. Philadelphia Textile,an 
aggressive and tall club, should 
offer the Penguins their first 
"tough" game. 

But if the Red and White 
have finally broken the ice on 
the opening season "jetters", as 
seems to be the case, then Phila­
delphia or any other team, for 
that matter, will fall victim to the 
mighty Penguin victory machine, 
which is in fourth gear-and stop­
ping for nobody!

cifixion. Who wants to follow a 
defeated leader ? Christ's offer 
was, "If any man will come after 
me, let him deny himself, and 
take up h\6 cross daily, and fol­
low me." 

Christianity is a religion of 
Choice. The consequences of that 
choice are clearly set forth in the 
Bible. He who chooses Christ is 
reconciled with God, born anew, 
assured of eternal life. He who 
rejects Christ and chooses to con­
tinue in the sin of a self-directed 
life condemns himself to trouble 
of soul, divorces himself from re­
ality and ultimate purpose, and in 
the end suffers eternal loss. Even 
the most sophisticated person is 
haunted.at some time by the fear, 
What if I wake up after all this 

is over and find out that I was» 
wrong? 

Yet Christianity is not a reli­
gion of fear but of love. Fear may 
drive a man to religion, but re­
ligion will drive fear out of a 
man. To love God and be loved by 
Him makes heroes out of cowards,̂  
sober men out of alcoholics, re-' 
sponsible and creative men and 
women .out of floundering, un­
directed, confused .human beings, 
Christianity is not mere morality, 
it is commitment to a person, the 
Lord Jesus Christ. The price isn't 
cheap. It cost Christ His life; it 
will cost you your ego-fiiled per­
sonality, youi* right to self-direc­
tion; it will bring you into oppo­
sition with the world. 

But the cross was followed by 
the resurrection. When you take 
up the cross and follow Christ, 
your feet will be set on a road 
that leads to joy, peace, released 
creativity, and relatedness to 
what life is all about, here and 
hereafter. The Christian life will 
cost you something, but it's 
worth it. Its joys surpass its sor­
rows. Try it. 
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With this paper ends the quarter, and my term as 
editor-in-chief. I can think o f no more boring topic than a 
farewell speech, and so I am not going to waste your time 
nor m y typing finger by giving y o u one. 

I have only two feelings at this the time o f m y 
retirement—tiredness and disgust. I am tired for a number 
o f reasons, but I am disgusted for only one. This disgust is 
what I choose to use as m y farewell top ic . , 

I am disgusted wi th t rying to communicate w i t h the 
majority o f y o u who comprise the nameless, do-nothing, 
care-little student body o f this campus. A l l attempts made 
to reach y o u have failed. Neither famous speakers nor 
begging cheerleaders could stop y o u from your selected 
course o f vegetation. 

I am convinced that there is no way to open your eyes. 
Y o u are a lost cause, arrd should' be treated as such. Y o u 
should be equipped with' one pencil , one ruler, and one 
bathroom pass, and led by the nose unt i l your four years 
here are completed. 

Y o u are here because someone told y o u that the grading 
was easy and the beer flowed l ike water. Y o u wi l l leave wi th 
a high school mind and a middle- aged gut.
