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More For The Money 
In senior circles recently, a pet squawk is the i n ­

creased dues laid upon the graduates because of 
assessments that the senior class felt obligated to ac­
cept. One of these distasteful expenses is supposed 
to be the defrayal of extravagant Neon expenditures. 
The kick is that last year's yearbook sold for less per 
copy than the 1950 edition, and yet the class must 
further support this year's publication through the 
senior dues. 

A l l this is very sound reasoning, to be sure. There 
are, however, a few more Hides to the picture. The 
very theme of the book marks i t ,as an outstanding 
edition. The novel- ideas introduced i n its make-up are 
costly but progressive. I f the advance notices even 
approach accuracy, the Anniversary Neon w i l l sur­
pass a l l previous attempts at campus coverage. 

A d d to these the perennial, rise i n the cost of labor 
on such projects, and the increased price per copy 
seems tr iv ia l i n comparison wi th the advancement of 
the yearly publication's standard. 

Many seniors do admire the ambition and origi­
nal i ty of the Neon editor and his staff. Is i t quite 
consistent then, to balk when asked to support f in ­
ancially the result of this efficient group's work? 

"Yocohooey"; A First Step 
The variety show "Yocohooey," carries more sig­

nificance than would ordinari ly be attached to a 
display of campus talent. 

The reasons for this are evident i f the recent past 
is checked. The new Strouss Audi tor ium was com­
pleted last spring. Since thai; time, several produc­
tions have used its stage—an operetta, several one 
act plays, and a number of recitals. 

"Yocohooey" though, represents the f i rst attempt 
at major staging. I t is a top f l ight production, the 
f i rs t of its k i n d on the campus, and although the 
participants are pioneers, they are too polished for 
that adjective. The talent show uses a l l the facil it ies 
of the stage, and could use even more. 

No t that the bchind-the curtain area is not wel l 
equipped; i t is. .But i t could b-2 even better. 

A news article in this issue reports that several 
Youngstown, College students are active in other 
theatres. The Canfie ld Players and ythe Youngstown 
Playhouse are eager for new talent, and they provide 
practical ly unexplored fields.a:; f a r as students are 
concerned, for a l l types of stage productions. 

I f Youngstown College is to make a name in the 
f ie ld o f college dramatics—:-the way is open for col­
lege productions since the commercial theatre is 
tak ing a beating—the department of dramatics must 
be expanded. 

This expansion includes more than simply buying 
more equipment for the Strouss stage. I t includes 
students interest and support for the area theatres. 

"We would very much l ike to see more faci l i t ies in 
our own auditorium, a larger dramatics faculty, and 
increased student and faculty participation' on the 
area stages.
