College students can easily appreciate the im­

portance of well-trained instructors in the field of 
education. The most effective incentive for drawing 
qualified teachers into the occupation is a sufficient 
salary. 

The salaries of the teachers in the Youngstown 
public schools w i l l be vi ta l ly affected next Novem­
ber 7 when the voters pass on the school tax levy. 
Voters who refuse to O K the additional two milts 
must realize that they are hampering their own chi l ­
dren's r ight to an education. 

Teachers' salaries are, by no • means, the only 
reason for the requested increase. Supplies of every 
k ind have increased since 19.45 when the present 
5.6 mi l l levy was passed. The increase, amounting 
to $9.40 .per year on an assessed value of $4600, is 
only, an effort to catch up to the cost of l iv ing. The 
latter, remember, has had a five-year head start!

Work done is often void of outward signs of ac­

complishment and in such instances we are often 
prone to consider visible results as the only meas­
ure of worth.. To such unfortunate projects and to 
those students who plan and expedite publication 
of our annual yearbook we owe some recognition.

BELLS TOLL PRAYER FOR UNITED NATIONS 
CELEBRATES 5th ANNIVERSARY OF FOUNDING

United Nations Day, established by unanimous vote of 
the General Assembly in October 1947, was celebrated Tues­
day, Oct. 24 throughout the world by the ringing of church 
and. school bells at 12:00 noon when citizens joined in pray­
ing to God in churches, in schools, in homes, or in their hearts 
for the U N — our best hope for peace with freedom. 

This, the f i f th anniversary of 
the U N , is the most crucial since 
its founding. The Korean crisis 
has made i t quite clear that i f we 
are to have a world ruled by law 
instead of force, the members of 
the U N w i l l have to take a l l pos­
sible means to prevent deliberate 
and calculated mil i tary aggres­
sion. 

In conjunction with U N week, 
Dr . Sidney M . Berkowitz, Rabbi 
of Rodef Sholem Temple, told 
students and faculty members of 
Youngstown College at their 
weekly assembly: "The challenge 
of the hour is so great that i t can­
not be met by the oratory of 
statesmen, or even by the blood 
of soldiers. It must be met by the 
w i l l and sacrifice, the moral and 
intellectual strength of the aver­
age man everywhere."

A United Nations flag, present-
eel to the college by Student Coun­
c i l on behalf of the student body, 
has been f ly ing on'the campus a l l 
week symbolizing the kind of 
freedom we believe in and are 
wi l l ing to fight to preserve.
