A t the beg inn ing of th is semester 
memberships were ava i l ab l e to the 
s tudents for the nomina l fee of one 
do l l a r . The quest ion that now a r i s e s 
i s , "Wha t has h a p p e n e d t o t h e m o n e y ? ' 

I am aware that shakers were bought 
for the home foo tba l l g a i i c s i n d 
t i c k e t s to the John C a r r o l - Y o C o foot­
b a l l games were made cheaper to the 
to the members o f the Boos t e r s C l u b , 
but when and where have the reports 
of these expendi tures been presented? 

A s a member of the c lub , , and I be­
l i e ve I can speak for the majority o f 
the members, I am comple te ly un­
aware o f any reports be ing made pub­
l i c or, a s a matter of fact , any meet­
ing be ing c a l l e d . 

A l s o I am wonder ing about the 
length o f the present o f f i c e r s ' tenure 
in o f f i ce . I be l i eve the o c c a s i o n i s 
rate i n any o rgan i za t i on o n t h i s camp­
us that any o f f i c e r ' s tenure s h a l l e x ­
ceed one year as a maximum. I now 
ask , " H o w l o n g have the p resen t , 
o f f icers been i n o f f ice w i thout an 
e l e c t i o n ? " 

I am not t r y ing to degrade the 
charac ter of any of the o f f i c e rs , I 
would merely l i k e to have the facts 
brought t o l i g h t so that I and any 
other i n q u i s i t i v e members of the 
Boos t e r s C l u b may be en l i ghtened .

It has been brought to my at ten­
t ion by means of an anonymous l e t t e r 
written to the editor and var ious other 

uninformed sources that apparent ly the 
s tudents are d i s s a t i s f i e d with the 
Boos t e r C l u b th is year . They say : 

a) T h e Boos t e r C l u b " h a s n ' t done 
any th ing this y e a r . " 

b) " T h e r e haven ' t been e l e c t i o n s th i s 
year of new o f f i c e r s . " 

c) " T h e f i nances have been used un­
w i s e l y . " 

d) " S c h o o l s p i r i t i s very l o w . " 

E a c h o f these i n d i v i d u a l compla in ts 
can be answered by one phrase : 
" L e s s t a lke rs ( and more d o e r s . " i f 
the students who gripe the l oudes t 
would apply the i r efforts i n a con ­
s t ruc t i ve , tang iab le means, the c l u b 
would open up to f u l f i l l i t s po t en t i a l . 
L a c k of co-operat ion can be summed 
up to be the whole faul t o f the Boos t ­
er C l u b . 

L e t ' s take 1 each of the above men­
t i oned ca tegor i es , s epara t e l y and ex­
amine them-Le t ' s take the f i r s t s ta te ­
ment, " t h e Boos t e r C l u b h a s n ' t done 
any th ing th is y e a r . " With a group of 
three or four workers, the Boos t e r 
c lub has : a) G i v e n free admiss ion to 
each dance after each home foo tba l l 
game.b) g iven shake rs to e a ch Boos t ­
er C l u b member (and u s u a l l y non-
members, too) at three games t h i s 
year ( poss i b l y l our games) ins t ead o f 
two games a s l a s t year . 

c) Chartered a bus to C l e v e l a n d for 
s tudents and B a n d for one away foot­
b a l l game as done l a s t yea r . (We a l s o 
l o s t money on the tr ip , as l a s t year . ) 

d) Decorated the s t ad ium for most 
home games, e) P r o v i d e d cheer l eaders
