Medical facility to opeﬁ for Phase \

‘The new medical facility of the.
Northeastern Ohio Universities’
College of Medicine, located in
Rootstown, now stands ready and
waiting to welcome its first class
of students this coming fall.

The facility is the end result of
a long hard struggle that began in
1972, when the 109th session of

- the Ohio General Assembly auth-
orized funds for a study into the
establishment of such a facility.

According to Dr. Lawrence E.
