for a period this summer for the-
federal Post Office. He was sum-

- marily - fired when Post Office

officials - discovered some six.

-weeks - later that Beacom was .

indicted the very day he was
sworn in as a civil service em-
ployee

- The entire paradox began last

spring when Beacom sought em- .'

ployment at the Post Office. He
took and passed the Civil Service

examinations and, prior to his .
hiring, told officials that he had -

never been indicted _.fbr, any
crime. That very afternoon

Beacom received notlce of %us_

indictment.:

Beacom said he was, in fact,;

indicted on January 17, 1970,
but was not notified of his in-

- dictment until late April after he

had been hired. He said he was
not made aware of his indict-
ment date until he was fired by

‘the Post Office.

Postmaster Chester Bally sent

a reglstered letter to Beacom

. that terminated Beacom’s em-
ployment with the federal -

government for reasons that
were not in the interest of the

- Postal Service.

Beacom is still amused by the
entire . incident, and views his

. federal - earnings .as*’a " “federal .
subsidy to draft:resisters.” He .

amusingly tells of reactions by

employees who recognized him -
and of mailmen who vowed to
" “keep the secret.” o
He first sent back his draft

card in November 1968. He has
not. yet been notified of - his
leaving date,

Student Council has come to mean many things at many
times at this institution. In the past several years it has been

" restructured, revamped, and tenamed in order that it may

seem important. The unfortunate truth of the matter is that
Student Council is a token organization that prétends to
provide leadership and fails in providing respons1ble student
legislation for this University.

. From the outside, Council appears to be a respectable
operation. Representatives are elected in general elections

.- held twice each year and these representatives are expected

. to serve their respective constituencies. The facade becomes
apparant when one realizes that only 10% of the student

- body votes in Student Council elections and the interests

‘ _,'(or non-interests of those who don’t vote) of the other 90%

. are not considered. Moreover; Council has shown time and.
" time again that const1tuen01es, no matter how small, are not

important when personal mterests are at stake.

On the ms:de, Council becomes even less effective when
one considers the power of the organization. According to
the Student Government Constitution, Council “exercises

- - concurrently with the University and administration power -
- delegated to it by the president and faculty of Youngstown

State University.” This means that, in effect, Council lacks

-, the power to initiate any University reform without the

~ permission of either the President or the University Senate.
To add insult to injury, Council meetings are generally
filled with petty arguments in order that boredom can be

avoided. Yesterday’s Council meeting serves as an example =

of ‘where Council’s priorities are at. Most of the meeting was

consumed by quibbling over stipends for officers while the -
" major issue of student appointments to student- faculty

committees went unquestioned. _

The whole theory ‘of student commitment and
involvement in the University structure falls apart in a
glance at our Student Council. The level of ineffectiveness
of Council can adequately be measured by the remarks of
Ray Yozwiak, vice chairman of Council, when he was
guestioned on how he reached his sequence of leadership
formula on the stipend issue. Yozwiak responded that he
- either pulled the formula “from the back of my head, or the
seat of my panfs.”

We feel that Student Council has been ex:stmg by the

- seat of their pants for a long time.
