Study Facﬂltles
'-_In Short Supply

YSU students have seen the general degeneration of both
the quality and quantity of study areas and lounges during
1970 — and YSU President Albert L. Pugsley yesterday
announced plans to alleviate the situation as much as
‘possible.

Perhaps the most notlceable has been the chmmatlon of
* the Student Lounge in Kilcawley. The most serious changes
have occured in the YSU Library. '

The loss of the Student Lounge in Kilcawley was
attributed to the complaints of resident students. Resident
students and previous occupants of the present “coffee
shop” complained of the lack of a private lounge and
recreation room. Students who used the Student Lounge
" requested the right to play music and have food in the area.
As a result of this situation a joint committee of resident
students and Dean Darrell F. Rishel set up the arrangéments
that presently exist. Resident students now occupy the old
.- Faculty Lounge and the faculty nOW uses the old Student
Lounge.

Combined lounge and snack areas on campus are limited
to the Engineering Science Building and Central Hall. The
area in the basement of the Rayen Building is not in'use this
fall due to a fire this past summer. ,

“Students complain that there is nowhere to go on
campus Most avoid the cafeteria due to ‘the Greek
domination of the tables They feel that they are out of
place. Many go to the Clty Library on Wick to study. Others
can be found on the steps of campus buildings, on benches,
in cars, and wherever a space conducive to study can be
found. :

The YSU Library, a buﬁdmg meant to be the center of

study and research, has grown in. size. Dr. George H. G.
Jones, the YSU librarian, told the Jambar that “when the

library building was first builf, it was intended that the Tod
Hall part be used for classrooms until it was needed for
library purposes. It is essential that the entire building be
used as a library at this time.” He explains that the walls
could be easily knocked down allowing for the extension of

'WASHINGTON (AP) — The’

President’s Commission on Cam-
pus Unrest concluded Thursday
that the deadly hail of shotgun,
rifle and submachine gun fire by
police against a crowd ~of
Jackson State college students
was an “unreasonable, unjust-
ified overreaction.”

Two students were killedand ~ '

12 wounded in the May 14

incident. Police earlier said they

fired only in response to smiper

fire from a women’s dormitory *
— an allegation the commission

said 1t was unable to subslan-
tiate.

Fusillade Unwa;ranted

“Bven if we were to assume
two shots were fired from a
window in the west wing of
Alexander Hall,” the commission

said, “the 28 second fusillade in

response was clearly unwarranted .

" The Mentor Program, which
is state funded, has been op-
erating on YSU’s campus- for
several years, The purpose of
this program is to give help to

any YSU student who is ex-

In’ the school year of
196869, there were a total of
299 students who received help
from the agency. However, in
the year of 1969-70, a total of
481 students received help. This
increase in the amount of stu-
dents receiving help from this
service is an 153% increase.
