Dr. Delores Noll discussed

-some of the history behind the-

Gay Liberation movement, clari-
fied some facts about homo-
sexuality, and answered questions
at. a meeting held . 7:30 p.m,,
Wednesday, in Room G-11 of the
Ward Beecher Science Hall.

Noll emphasized that there ate
two ways to look at homo-

it as a mental illness, the other
way is 10 see it as an expression
of sexuality, a preference for one
sex. She said that a step forward
for the gay movement was that
the American Psychiatric Associa-
tion has taken homosexuality off
its list of mental illnesses.
