Council vows Coffelt no support

asks meeting of trustees, students

An amended resolution was

passed by Student Council yester-.

day stipulating that, until a meet-
ing Letween members of  the
Board of Trustees and students
can be set up, Council will refuse
to recognize Dr. John J. Coffelt
as legitimate president- designate
of YSU.

An earlier motion of non-
recognition of Coffelt had been
introduced at last week’s mecting,
and was reintroduced yesterday
by James Villani, a junior Arts
and Sciences representative. Vil-
lani's proposal, in unamended
form, did not stipulate "that a
meeting between trustees and stu-
dents be called.

At the failure of the first mo-
tion, Joan Kraynanski brought it

to the floor again in its amended.

form, and the motion then car-
ried.
A copy of the resolution, in

letter form, has been sent to.

Governor John J. Gilligan, and to
the Ohio state Board of Regents
and the YSU Board of Trustees.
It will also be submitted to the

Letters section of ~the
Youngstown Vindicator.

Student Council basgés its ac--
tions' on the premise that “‘the .

student body deserves and -de-
mands a voice in a matter as
important as the sclection ¢f the
head of this university,” accord-
ing to the prepared letter. '
Debate on the issue centered
primarily on the question of just
how effective Council’s stand can
be. Kraynanski asserted that “we
should do our letter as further
input from students,.. -we (Stu-
dent Council) have got to take 2
stand before we get together with
the Senate and the AAUP.” Kray-
nanski referred to the possibility
that Council present a united
front to the Trustees by an alli-
ance with the University Senate
and the American Association of
University Professors and the
OEA. : : : _
It was also proposed that a
search committee, ‘similar to the
one designated to choose a new
football coach, be organized to
select a president to succeed Dr.

Albert Pugsley.

“The OEA is already working
on legislation,” noted Villani,
“maybe a lawsuit.” This indicates
that “there is a chance” some-
thing can come from Council’s
actions, he claimed.

Barb Busch, Council Secretary,
voiced some concem over Coun-
cil’s decision to-withold support

of Coffelt. She pointed to- the

possibility that Council is really
“giving Dr. Coffelt a hard time,
instead of the Board of Trustges.”
The Trustees, she said, are the
ones really under fire by Council
for their ‘‘hasty” actions in
choosing ~ the - university’s ‘next

‘president.

.Kraynanski replied that “I
think -Coffelt should have realized
that a search committee should
have gone on. This type of action
by the Board of Trustees is the

same type of thing Coffelt dis- -

University takes issue
with OEA statement

Claiming that the OEA view of

about the related effect of re-
duced $tate .subsidies, offered a
significant -improvement in salar-
ies of all faculty for 1973-74,
offered to review the entire salary
structure with. the intent of cor-
recting any clear imbalances; of-
fered a considerably improved
health and life insurance program,
and made many proposals de-
signed to give significantly greater
assurance ‘of faculty input in de-
cisions affecting certain matters
of governance and “educational
policies.” '
The statement also replied to
current rumors of faculty strike
by claiming that their position at
the negotiation table has been
“fair and highly credible.” The
letter states that “there can be no
substantive need for such pressure
tactics, which in any event seem
straugely inappropriate to an in-
tellectual environment.”
“Nevertheless,” the statement
says, “because of the University’s
fundamental = obligation to the
students and the University com-
munity, if the OEA leadership
resorts to ‘muscle’ tactics for any
reason, we will be faced with the
choice of applying ‘the statutory
available. These
remedies are strong, and we
would be most reluctant to use .
them, especially in the face of

Defends Davis

Much has been said concerning the recent events and
actions of Student Council and its chairman, Skip Davis.
Council meetings have recently become little ore than a
circus, and for the most part, this can be attributed to the
actions of a vocal minority of Council. members and their
supporters. An excellent case in point is the recent behavior
of these individuals at the February 19th Council meeting.

On February 12th, Council resolved that Mr. Paul Cress,
Chief of University Security, be invited to the February.
19th meeting in order to discuss security arrangements at
Major Events concerts. Mr. Cress did attend, and as such, he
was the guest of Council, not a target for harassment or a
defendant on - trial, as these people tried to make him.
Before he started to speak, one Council member harassed Mr.
Cress about the fact that he was smoking in a No Smoking
area. While legally correct, this sort of behavior by one who
presumes himself an adult, seems at the very least
deplorable and childish. Further events seem but to
substantiate this theory. - '

It was evident to me that Mr. Cress had come, not as a
condescendmg gesture, but to explam his - position, -the
reasoning " behind his actions, and if possible, to effect a
compromise, solution governing future events. In both
Jambar reports and letters concerning this; no mention was
made of the fact that in case of an injury, accident or
disturbance at a concert on University property, Mr. Cress,
as head of Security, could be named as defendant in a
damage or liability suit. As Mr. Cres_s attempted to point

out, the outcome of such a suit would hinge in part on what

security arrangernents had been made; i.e., how many police

and firemen were on dufy for the size of the audience. As -

the responsible party, Mr. Cress has both the authority and
the experience to make the decisions in these -matters,
regardless of legislation passed by Council, Council is not
tegally responsible for damages, and when Mr. Cress
attemptea to explaid this, he was told that “the pigs are the
cause of riots at concerts.”

Faced with the possible cancellation of the Cheech &
Chong concert, Skip Davis took the only course of action
open to him, and signed the requisition for the extra police
when Jim Rak, Finance Chairman of Council, refused to do
0.

Angered by his (Mr. Davis’) actions, the radical element
of Council first tried to impeach him, and when told that
this was not feasiblc under the present Council rules, moved
for a vote of “No confidence,” and were defeated in their
attempt. Their actions in this matter weré, and remain,
incomprehensible to me. At best, they can be compared to a

wounded beast striking out at its tormentor, if Mr Davis

can be called such.

[ have been a member of Council for three quarters and
in meeting after meeting, I have seen Council go through the
continuing saga of “An identity crisis.” The radical element
speaks of “‘representing student needs and uses other
vaguely liberalistic phrases of this nature. In reality, these
people do not represent the students; they are doing

nothing. more than continuing. the farce that thanks to

them, council has become. .
