University landlords protest

new city license mandate -

“We are close to the point ot
putting all the students out in
the streets,” commented Sadie
Hoagland, president of the univer-
sity landlords association, yester-
day.

She said that the city has been
“harassing” . the -landlords for
some time now with frequent
inspections and a new ordinance
requiting them to purchase §i-
censes.

The most recent development,

according to Mrs, Hoagland, is an -

ordinance passed by city council
several weeks dgo requiring own-
ers . or operators of rooming
houses to purchase a five dollar
license and pay a one dollar fee
for every resident.

These " licenses and fees ‘are

" being levied by the city againsts

university landlords she said and
