James Galbraith, son o f noted economist John Kenneth 
Galbraith, wil l speak at .2 p.m. tomorrow in the Buckeye 
room in Kilcawley, launching 1972 campus campaign 
acilvities for the Y S U Y o u n g Dems and the Students and 
Faculty' for McGovern organizations, Clement Revit t i , 
president o f the Young Dems, said yesterday. Republican 
officials were unable to be reached by thtJambar and plans 
for their activities are unknown. 

A debate has also been sche­
duled at noon on Thursday in the 
Kilcawley amphitheatre between 
Galbraith and a representative 
from the Republican party. If 
weather conditions are unfavor­
able the debate will be held in the 
Audio Visual Room of tlie l i ­
brary. Dr. Daniel J . O'Neill, assist­
ant professor of speech and dra­
matics will be -the moderator of 
the debate. Sheila Stone, local 
folk singer, will perform before 
the debate. 

Galbraith from Harvard 
Galbraith, a senior majoring in 

social studies at Harvard, is pre­
sently on leave from his studies 
for the purpose of assisting the 
McGovern campaign. In answer to 
a question as to why he was 
commissioned to work in this 
particular area, Galbraith ex­
plained that the 19th Congres-, 
sional district is a pivotal district 
in the Democrats' chances for 
capturing Ohio, which is regarded 
as a crucial state in the upcoming 
election. Galbraith waxed enthu-

With the political campaigns 
revving up, both parties have 
opened their downtown head­
quarters. The Re-eiect the presi­
dent office, which is open from 9 
a.m. until 5 p.m., is located on 
the corner Wick ar.d Commerce. 
The McGovern-Shriver headquar­
ters downtown office is located at 
219 W. Federal Street and is open 
from 9 a.m. until 10 p.m. The 
McGovern-Shriver organization al­
so has storefronts at 2822 Maho­
ning Ave.; 2 W, State Street in 
Struthers;.and at 5 W. Liberty 
Street in Girard. A door to door 
registration drive will be con­
ducted from these locations be­
ginning today at 4 p.m.. 

The concept o f a homecoming concert, a cornerstone o f 
university tradition, has been abandoned by this years Major 
Events Committee, R ick Kost, major events chairman 
announced at yesterdays first Student Counci l meeting o f 
the fall quarter. 

Kost said that due to great 
difficulty in booking bands at this 
time of year, the homecoming 
concert is unable to be staged. He 
added, however, that there will be 
a dance, probably on the day 
before the homecoming game, 
featuring a prominent local 
group. 

Concerts will be scheduled for 
each quarter by the Major Events 
Committee. The date and group 
for the fall concert will be made 
definite in the next few weeks. 

Responding to inquiries from 
several council members Kost in­
dicated that a raise in ticket 
prices from $2.50- to S3.50 for 
students and from $3.50 to $4.50 
for non-students is under consi­
deration. Any such increase 
would have to be approved by 

council. 
Next on the agenda, Kost re­

vealed the list of free movies 
which will be shown at Kilcawley 
Cafeteria.. The first of these C-
ameiot, will run Friday, October 
20. Johnny Got His Gun will be 
presented Friday, Nov. 17. Mo­
vies to be featured later this year 
include The Summer of '42, Joe, 
and Billy Jack. He also said that 
the committee is working on, 
getting a new, larger screen. 

In final business, Publications 
Chairman Jim Larene announced 
that the first Student Council 
Newsletter will appear in next 
Tuesday's issue of the Jambar. 

.The first newsletter will contain 
information on the speakers fund, 
the grievance committee and the 
vacancies on various student go­
vernment committees.

McGovern hits low; 

ict. 
WASHINGTON AP Never 

before in the more than 35 years 
of scientific public opinion pol­
ling has a major party presidential 
candidate trailed as badly as 
George McGovern. As he himself 
has said of his standing: "It 
couldn't get any worse." 

McGovern hinted over the 
weekend that his private polls 
indicate a rise of about 5 per cent 
in his standing above Labor Day, 
when he i railed President'Nixon 
by about 34 points. "When we do 
start to move, I think it'll be a 
steady clinib," he told newsmen. 

Experience tends to bear out 
McGovern's remark, although no 
one has come out a winner after 
such a poor start. As poltstcr 
George Gdlup told a House subc­
ommittee last week, McGovern 
"can taj<c encouragement from 
the (act. as 30 years of polling 
history have shown, the wide lead 
of a front runner early in, a 
campaign typically evaporates/' 

For example. Gallup says 
Hubert 'Humphrey gained 10 
points from early September 
1968 and lost by only one per­
centage.point in the popular vote 
in November. 
. In 1964 Barry Goldwater gain­
ed X percentage points during the 
same period, in I960 Nixon gain­
ed 1. in 1956 Adlai Stevenson 
lost 2. in 1952 Stevenson gained 
3, in K48 Harry S. Truman 
gained 9. in 1944 Thomas H. 
Dewey loii 2 points, arid in 1040 
Wendell Wilkie showed no 
change. 

Gallup has noted that the trail­
ing candidate gains ground partic­
ularly wlun he is the candidate of 
the majority party in the country, 
as is Democrat McGovern.

Dr. Karl E. Kri l l , dean of the 
Graduate School has appointed 
three graduate assistants in the 
economics department, two in 
the chemistry department, and 
one each in marketing and 
management for the fall quarter.

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'It's a stange thing about 
conservatives. They arc the most 
anti-Communist group in Ameri­
ca, and yet they practice the same 
thing for which they criticize the 
Co m in u n ists—namely, if you 
don't agree with them 100 per­
cent, then you're wrong."

Mr. Agncw has 
launched extensive criticism at 
the U.S. press media for more 
favorable coverage while abhoring 
the actions of Soviet censorship. 
To magnify the extent of these 
contradictions, 1 must point out 
that 98% of the newspapers 
backed Nixon in 1968. 

x Nixon pities dissenters when 
cries of protest are stifled in the 
Soviet Union. Bui when pro­
testors show • opposition! to his 
barbarous Viet Nam policy they 

are greeted by thousands of riot 
police. 

It is my fervent hope that the 
conservative minded citizens will 
awaken to these outrageous in­
consistencies in their philosophy. 
Hopefully, the majority of the 
citizens will be able to see 
through the present barrage of 
Republican propaganda to cast an 
honest vote for the values of life, 
liberty and the pursuit of happi­
ness.

Dr. Gilbert R. Williamson, 
associate professor of civil- en­
gineering at YSU, recently re­
turned from Champaign, 111., 
where he had been retained for 
the summer as a special consul­
tant on fibrous concrete for the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, 
Cons t rue tion Engineering 
Research Laboratory. 

Fibrous concrete is a relatively 
new material which is produced 
by adding short lengths of small 

Hjiameter steel, glass, or plastic 
fibers to ordinary concrete. The 
end result is a concrete with 
improved strength and ductility 
with wide application for use in 
pavements, thin shells, and other 
structural members. 

In addition to conducting this 
research work and serving as an 
advisor for the overall program, 
Dr. Williamson wrote two pam­
phlets on fibrous concrete. 

The first, entitled "Technical 
I n f o r m a t ion Pamphlet," was 
written for potential users of the 
material and will be distributed 
throughout the U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers, while the second is 
' D e c i s i o n Information Pam­
phlet," and was designed to assist 
the busy executive in the 
decision-making process con­
cerning fibrous concrete.

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Central Hall, originally an 
Army barrack at Camp Perry near 
Toledo, finally met the enemy 
yesterday in the form of a Ruhlin 
Company bulldo/.cr h i order to 
make room for the new university 
library. The S6 million library 
will cover the area once occupied 
by Central Hall and the now-
defunct bookstore. 

Dr. Howard W.' Jones, Presi­
dent Emeritus of YSU and Presi­
dent of Youngstown College at 
the time, was responsible for ac­
quiring the barrack during the 
deactiviation of Camp Perry in 
1947. The barrack provided badly 
needed facilities for returning 
WW'!! veterans enrolling at the 
college. Dr. Jones recalls that it 

was not,easy to get the barrack 
because of the many competing 
applications for it. 

Central Hall became student 
and faculty cafeterias and a kit­
chen oh the first floor. The second 
floor housed the Health Center 
and music rehearsal rooms. Later 
the cafeterias became classrooms 

classrooms on the site of the 
faculty parking lot south of the 
present library. 

Construction of die library 
should begin soon after the site is 
cleared. The architects are C. 
Robert Uuchanan and Associates 
and George Tanner Smith and 
Associates.

the 1965-1966 school year. 

The barrack, along with four 
others from Camp Perry, was 
shipped to Youngstown in 
sections and reconstructed in the 
summer of 1947.

LSAT exams for 

pre-law students 

available at A&S 
All pre-law students, interested 

in attending law school during the* 
1973-74 academic year, should 
take the LSAT exam this year, 
preferably before March, accord­
ing to Larry H. Fsterly. assistant 
professor of political science., 

The Law School Admission 
Test is the exam most law schools 
require for an entrance qualifica­
tion. Mr. F.sterly said. The. test 
at tempts to measure mental 
capacities important in the study 
of law. 

The exam is given at various 
universities up to the end of July. 
Since most law schools decide 
whom to admit before April I. it 
is desirable to get an earlier test­
ing date. Applications must be 
entered before November 24 for 
the test administered by YSU on 
Saturday. Dee. 16. 

The e\am will also be held at 
other locations on October 21 
(applications in by September 
29). February 10 (applications 
due by January 19). April 14 
(applications in by March 23) and 
July 2S. applications due July 6. 
The host universities arc listed on 
the application form. 

The fee for the four hour 
exam is Si2. Application forms 
are available from the secretary of 
political science at room 109. in 
the Arts and Science buildins.
