for Vietnam declared Monday the
warring parties have failed to
make their cease-fire work in the
23 days since they signed it. But
he said his orgamzahon will move
ahead anyway 10 begm pohcmg
it.

Ambassador Michel Gauvin of
Canada, chairman of the Inter-
national Commission of Control
and Supervision, said the cease-

fire failure, as well as: the delay
of the central Joint Military Com-
mission in becoming fully opera-
tive, has presented the 1CCS with
scrious problcms in meeting its
- obligations.™

Gauvin reported that the ICCS
decided to send-a team into the
field Tuesday 1o investigate, at
the request of the United States,
the shooting down of an unarmed
American helicopter on a peace-
keeping mission last Friday near
An Loc, 60 miles.north of Saigon.
Five crewmen were wounded, one
critice’ly, and the United States
biamed the Viet Cong.

Gauvin said the commission
also will start deploying teams of
14 of 26 sites on Wednesday.

Have you ever considered living
in Beuchner Hall?

Information obtained from the
Beuchner Handbook {unfor-

tunately printed in limited quan-.

tities and distributed to Beuchner
residents after an exclusive inter-
view only) may perhaps influence
your decision of whether or not

to take advantage of this organ-.
ized, campus-approved dwelling

or to join hundreds of other YSU
_students and live in non-approved
off-campus apartments.’

Several of the more obvious
rules such as limited smoking in
rooms and no alcoholic beverages
are observed not only in
Beuchner, but in all other ap-
proved near-éampus dwellings.

Beuchner, however, seems to be.

noted for its other outmoded
codes. These have not been pub-
licly disputed because Beuchrer is
a private, non-profit organization
and has the prerogative to doas it
chooses. )

The dress code a1 Beuchner is -

somewhat restrictive.  Residents
may wear housecoats at breaklast
only, and are permitted to wear

slacks or. dresses for lunch. Shorts
may be worn at no time in-the
dining area. Dinner requires all
residents to be “fully dressed.”
Whether or not this rule requires
a hat and gloves is unclear. -
Codes concerning the enter-
tainment of “gentlemen friends”
are perhaps the most cautious of
codes listed. Men may be enter-
tained in the Memotial Room
from 2 pm. to 10:30 p.m. from
Sunday to Thursday, and from 2
pm.until 11 p.m. on Friday and
Saturday evenings. Quite clearly”
stressed is the fact that public
display of affection is not con:
sidered proper.’
Because ‘of campus. activities
lasting till the wee hours of the
morning (midnight), Beuchner
residents are permitted to stay
out until 12:15 a.m, This time
span allows each woman approx-
imataly 15 minutes to do as she
chooses. _
Weekend and overnight passes
are granted with parental. per-
mission. Freshmen girls are al-
lowed ong- per month, Sopho-.
mores, ~2 per- month,. Juniors,
three leaves- per month; and
Seniors ~arc. permitted 4. Must
working women who are not YSU
students also have parental per-
mission to come and go as they.
choose? '
Guests other than female rela-

tives are not permitted on the
upper floors, and " no unan-
nounced guests are allowed at any
time. -

All meals are served in the
Berchner cafeteria. Residents
must take numbers for their
places in line and may not leave
the dining room after they have
taken their numbers. It must also
be remembered that one girl can-
not take a number for her friends.
Everyone must wait her turn.

All rooms are cleaned by a
maid once a week, but maids will
not dust any personal belongings
on- the dressers. Girls must put
away all articles on the dressers
and ‘be out of bed by the time the
maid arrives. Dust mops are also
provided to dust up the rooms
before the scheduled cleaning per-
iods. Nothing may be hung on the
walls and no furniture may be
moved. '

Residents may also expect in-
spections at any time.

Life in Beuchner Hall entitles
all residents to ““privacy, to their
own beliefs and opinions, to their
posessions and to their own
time > (if they can find any after

- readung the numerous and lengthy

riles. posted on each floor). The
only things they are asked not to
do. is visit indiscriminately, ask
personal or prying questiong, read

THE SCANDAL
OF SECRECY

One of the weird and nonsensical facts about our
government — at all levels —.is that much of the pub-
lic's business is done in the deepest, darkest secrecy.
Citizens assume that only questions of naticnal sé-
curity and some aspects of criminal justice are deall
with in secret. Little do-they know! Most of the time
our public officials act as though the way they con-
duct our business-is none of qur business. E

_ In 1872 roughly one-third of the Senate Public
Works Committee meetings were held in secret. The
. figure for the Senate Agriculture Committee was 59
percent, for the House Appropriations Committee

- over 90 percent. The House Ways and Means Com-
rittee, which drafts the laws governing every federal
tax dollar you and | pay, is notoriously secretive, Se-
curity is so tight that even the staff assistant of a Con-
gressman who is on the Committee can't attend the
closed meetings. What are they hiding?

All sessions of congressional committees — and
records of all votes taken at such sessions — should
hormally be open fo the public. Committees should be
aflowed to close a meeting only for considerations of
national security or invasion of personal privacy, and
the procedure for closing it should be caretully pro-
tected against abuse. :

. In the Executive Branch, virtually everyone asso-
ciated with national security acknowledges that the
system of classifying documents to preserve secrecy
nas been badly abused — all too often for the pur-
pose of concealing bureaucratic error. And the zeal .
for secrecy extends to every government agency un-
der the control of the Executive Branch. Regulatory
agencies often meet behind ¢losed doors, omit public .
hearings, and suppress reports the public should see.

Of course, the secrecy involved is only secret-from-
the-public. The special interest lobbyists know very
-well what goes on in those hush-hush meetings. Quite
often they're right in there with the decision makers.
The only one who has splinters in his nose from bump-
ing against closed doors is John Q. Public.

Now there is a resolution before the Senate —
sponsored by Senators Humphrey (D., Minn.) and
Roth (R, Del.) (plus 11 other sponsors) which would
open all Senate committee meetings, A bill (S 260) re-
cently introduced in the Senate by Lawton Chiles of
Florida and in the House (HR 4) by Dante ."ascell, also
of Florida, would open all Legislative and Executive
Branch meetings.except those dealing with national
security or involving personal privacy.

Information is power, and secrecy is the most con- -
venient means of keeping that power out of the hands
ofb {hetpieopie. What the people don’t know, they can’t
object to. - ' :

It's time-to change all that. And you can help, Write
your two Senators and your Congressman, Tell them
you want them to open up the system. Or join Com-
mon Cause (2100 M Street NW, Washington, D.C.
20037) and ally yourself with 200,000 other members
in getting these changes made. We're gaing to give
this nation back to its citizens, The student member-
ship rate is $7.00.
