The political atmosphere at YSU closely resembles that of
Youngtown’s jatest mayoral primary, as evidenced by the hostility
demonstrated during Monday afternoon’s Student Government
meeting,

A controversy over the dismissal of a representative, the validi-
ty of last week’s Student Government election results and the 1egality
of write-in candidates all spurred debate.

Going into executive session to address grievances, Student
Government voted to dismiss Chris Owen; A&S representative, for
undisclosed grievances filed against him,

Owen later told The Jambar grievances were filed against him
by at least two organizations and an individual or group of in-

- dividualsinvolved with Student Government.- According to Owen,
grievances filed claim his conduct was not appropriate for a
representative, that he used an inappropriate tone of voice during
a committee * 1eeting and that he tried to allow a student on the
Financial Ajppropriations Committee, the committee Owen
chaired, to vote during committee although that student was not
yet an official member of Student Government.

Following Owen’s dismissal, the discipline committee called for
another election for Student Government president and vice presi-
dent, a recommendation which spurred a heated discussion bet-
ween Student Government members.

The dispute centered on the validity of last week’s Student
Government c¢lection results,

Kinko’s faces photocopy lawsuit

" The system of “professor
publishing” used by many

their way.

Kinko’s Graphics Corpora-
tion, based in Ventura, Ca., has
been named in a federal suit in
the United States District Court

for the Southern District of New
York for violations of federal
copyright law.
. Kinko’sis 2 nationwide chain
of copying stores that center
around college campuses. The
YSU branch is located on Lin-
coln Avenue.

Among the services that the
printing company provides to
students and professors is a “pro-

fessor publishing” service. In this -

service, Kinko’s photocopies

Government must make
clean sweep within group

In two separate incidents, precedence was
recalled and made in Monday’s Student Govern-
ment meeting. Precedence must be called upon
again to rid the body of a disease that plagues it
— individuals who put their own interests ahead
of the student population’s interests.

Student Government’s disciplinary committee
cited the way write-in candidates were addressed
in previous elections and in presenting grievances
against A&S representative and Financial Ap-
propriations Committee Chajr Chris Owen. In the
first case, precedence spurred acceptance of a
resolution that recognized the results of last week’s
election, thus requiring another election to be held.
In the second case, Owen was removed from his
position.,

The manner in which Owen was removed from
office is highly debatable, since the body discuss-
ed the matter in executive session and refused to
disclose the reasons for his dismissal. In local or
state offices, the public must be informed of the
reasons behind removal of an elected official.

Even more debatable and irritating is the man-
ner in which other members of Student Govern-
ment conducted themselves at Monday’s meeting.
Take, for example, Parliamentarian Theresa
Leslie, who felt it was her responsibility to deter-
mine whether or not write-in presidential can-
didates Brian Fry and Dan Haude were
academically eligible to run for office. Informa-
tion in student records is restricted to certain
members of the University community; how Leslie
obtained this information is as mysterious as the
reasons for Owen's ouster.

As chair of the Constitution and By-laws Com-
mittee, Leslie does have the right to “provide in-
terpretation of the Constitution and its By-Laws,
if the need arises,” according to Section 410.03 of

the document. She may reserve that right in the .

Fry/Haude case, but this does not discount the fact
that Leslie tried to assert this power after the elec-
tions, It would have been credible to make this
observance before last week, since it was obvious
prior to the election that Fry and Haude intended
to run as write-in candidates. But trying to force
this issue now is hardly acceptable; it’s a true show
of political favoritism on the part of an individual
who is actively involved in providing fair, impar-
tial interpretation of the Constitution. .
Another area of criticism is the obvious lack of
regard for cutside comments in Student Govern-
ment meetings and, again, Leslie was the exam-
ple. At the end of every meeting gallery comments
are permitted by those nonmembers attending the
meeting. When gallery comments were made
against the current administration, Leslie quickly

motioned to adjourn the meeting, thus preventing -

further comments to be made by legitimate
members of the audience.

If Student Government feels it made the right
decision in dismissing Owen, so be it. But a
precedence has been set; more dismissals should
follow. That is why The Jambar is calling for the
removal of Leslie as committee chair, parliamen-
tarian and representative. And that is why other

members who represent themselves or a select few ||
rather .than the entire. student body,should be.b_:.

his desk for a red binder contain-
ing the constitution, “and throw
it in the trashcan.”
Members of the Discipline
_ Committee, which recommend-
ed that the results of last week’s
election be accepted, thus re-
quiring another presidential
election, cited precedence in
support of its decision because a
write-in candidate for Student
Council president was elected
several years ago. McFarland
said precedence should not play
a role because the current con-
stitution was adopted after Stu-
dent Council and Student

Government were merged thre.. ,

years ago.

One point McFazland mted‘

was that Brian Fry and Dan
Haude, write-in candidates for
president and vice-president, did
not submit a petition with 100
valid student signatures or at-

tend two Student Government
meetings prior to the election,
which is required of candidates
whose names appear on the
ballot.

McFarland also said passing
out stickers, which Fry and
Haude did during the election,
would not be considered an ac-
ceptable practice in any local,
state or federal election and that
Student Government bylaws
forbid any “gimmicks” in elec-
tions. McFarland further stated
her complaints to the Elections
Committee were not acted upon
accordingly.

Fry and Haude maintained,

however, that the stickers were -

not a gimmick but an induce-
ment for students to vote cor-

- rectly. The duo pointed out that,
“because of election rules, any
. votes cast for Haude in the

presidential slot instead of Fry
were not recorded in their
652-vote total.

Student Government’s con-

~ stitution may be vague in wor-

ding “but so are the elections
rules. They need reworded very
badly,” said Fry.

“We did not break any rules,”
said Fry, who added he thought
they proceeded properly because

“no one was trying to stop us..

Bernadette Martyak, who
resigned as Student Govern-
ment’s Elections Committee
Chair during Monday after-
noon’s meeting, said she also
considered distribution of
Fry/Haude ballot stickers accep-
table because they were ac-
quired specifically to be affixed

Responding to charges that

quire these stickers with the in-
tent of voting for these can-
didates, then that was their
prerogative. And it made it
easier — that’s why I decided
that way. I didn’t see anything
wrong with it at that time. They
were already at a disadvantage.”

Adherance to the Constitution
also was discussed in the
qualifications for Student
Government president and vice
president. Dr. Larry
Hugenberg, adviser, said the
language requiring the president
and vice-president to complete
72 credit hours is open to inter-
pretation, and added his inter-
pretation is that the wording ap-
plies to the students once they

- take office.

According to Martyak, the
constitution “states gualifica-
Hons for office, not the qualifica-
tions for candidates for office.
By that ruling, when they would
have been elected to office, they
would already have been
qualified.”

Walls said he feels the
72-credit hour rule should app-
ly to presidential candidates
because, in other student mat-
ters, the number of credit hours
being carried is not included in
completed hours.

Fry, meanwhile, said he
believes his and his running
mate’s student files were im-
properly entered by Student
Government Parliamentarian
Theresa Leslie.

- According to the Code of Stu-
dent Rights, Responsibilities and
Conduct, information contained

-in student records may be releas-

ed to “University personnel in
response to oral or wntten
requ&sts

Leslie said she obtained the
information from the office of
Student Services, and said she

as “acting out of duty of my
job.” She would not disclose the
name of the person who gave
her the information and refused
further comment.

First impression vital
to interview process

Speclal to the Jambar

f you want to increase the
odds of making a favorable

first impression, wear a-

traditional blue or grey suit.

A contrasting patterned or
striped tie is a man’s wiser choice
than a solid or knit one. Women
should avoid noisy, distracting
jewelry.

And seemingly little things
like freshly shined shoes and
well-groomed fingernails can
make a big difference.

These are a few of the prin-
ciples included in the “Image In-
dex,” a ftest designed to help
determine a person’s potential

for getting ahead. The Index is -

based upon the probability of
making the best first impression
on the greatest number of peo-
ple in most business and profes-
sional situations.

The Image Index was
developed by Kiwi Brands in
conjunction with Kaufman Pro-
fessional Image Consultants of
Philadelphia, a firm which
specializes in counseling ex-
ecutives on improving their
images.

The key to making a
favorable first impression is to be
sure every aspect of your ap-
pearance fits together, according
to consultant Donald Kaufman.
“If anything sticks out, or calls
attention to itself in any way,
that can detract from the overall

from the Business
and Professional Women's
Foundation, women will ac-
count for two-thirds or more
of the new entrants into the
labor force between now and
the year 2000.

After graduation, do you know what you want
to do?

According to Charles H. Whitman, director,
Career Services can help you to answer these
questions.

Career Services helps students investigate their
post-graduation options in the two major areas of
interest to the graduating senior; careers and
graduate study.

Regarding the objective of the service, Whitman

" said, “We don’t want to find you a job, we want

to find you = career opportunity.”
Upon arrival at the Career Services office, located
on the third floor of Jones Hall, a student might be

- overwhelmed by the vast resources available to aid

in the job or graduate school search.

First, a student might look to the CPC Annuals.
These books provide listings of various companies
who hire college graduates. There are editions of the

CPC Annuals specifically geared toward both -
_ ,techmcal and. non-techmcal f1elds as weil as

graduate schools. 'Whitman - said they suppl

students in non-technical fields with both th
technical and nion-technical editions because ther
are often opportunities for non-technical graduate
in technology oriented companies.

Whitman noted, “We also have a oomputenzec
job search program called ‘Navigator’.” This pro
gram helps students learn to target their job objec
tive, write an effective resume, interview effective
ly and evaluate job offers as well as with othe:
beneficial job search practices.

He said they also have printed materials o1
resume writing and interviewing avallable fo
students.

Videotaped seminars on both resumne writing anc
interviewing are available for viewing any time ths
Career Services office is open, Whitman noted.

In addition to providing this information, Whit:
man said, “We also proof [resumes] and make sug:
gestions on how {students] might improve them.

However,
Whitman noted that alumni are also welcome to
utilize this service at any time,

Another service provided here is the use of
videotaped mock interviews in order to assist the stu-
dent in fine-tuning their interview techniques.

Whitman noted that often, in an interview situa-
tion, individuals do not realize opportunities they
m:ght be given to provide information about
themselves that would help them to get a particular
job. “Ome thing I point out is although you are ask-
ed a direct question, there are many other things
that come out in an interview,” Whitman said. “In-
tangibles such as personality.”

In a mock interview, He said, “We will
deliberately try to ask you tough questions.” The stu-
dent then views the videotape of the interview in
order to evaluate their interviewing strengths and
weaknesses.

According to Whitman, an important thing to
keep in mind when interviewing is “every employer
wants to hire the whole person.” He added that per-

sonality, a good work ethic, and charisma are very

clothing and color will convey stronger
perceptions than others.

In general, darker, basic colors — such
as navy and charcoal grey - are more
conservative, and authoritative. Blue ac-
tually has 2 calming effect. Brown is a
“freindlier” color, than tan, because it’s
a lighter hue, and is not as strong. Red,
and it’s burgundy and maroon relatives,
is more active and attention-grabbing,

Black suits are for funerals for most_
men, yet, black is more acceptable for

women because it’s “more sophisticated
and increases a woman's authority.”

Here are some other “do’s” and
“don’ts” of making a good First
impression.

When it comes to men’s shirts, white,
all-cotton, long-sleeved shirts are the
most appropriate because they’re more
powerful and authoritative. Striped of
pastel-colored shirts tend to give a more
casual appearance.

Button-down oxford shirts are very
popular, and give a sense of friendliness.

But this “preppy” look doesn’t project

much of an authoritative message.

However, too many women are still
wearing oxford shirts with bow ties
under their suits, and instead of convey-
ing. authonty, “the look leaves the im-
pression that you don’t know how to
dress yourself,” Karen Kaufman said.
‘The outfit also shows a lack of vision, and
unwillingness to take on any risk. -
She suggests substituting a ‘well-
‘tailored blouse, or opting for a classic-
styled dress, with a jacket. “A dress and

Many people ignore their shoes
without realizing that scuffed or un-
polished shoes can detract from their
overall appearance quotienit. “From our
experience, we've learned that unpolish-
ed shoes can signal a lack of attention to
detail,” said Donald Kaufman. “And
that message could come through, on a
unconscious level, loud and clear.”
