Dear Editor : 
In the Wednesday, May 6th issue of the jambar, Miss Neag, 

in her column, Qimpus Comments, said that none of the Greeks 
were brave enough to eome to her and demand an explanation 
of her recent articles. Because the apparent lack of interest on 
the part of the Greeks seems to bother her, and seems to have 
led her to be the misguided idea that she "must have hit the 
nail right on the head", we take this opportunity to-point out why 
the Greeks did not deem it necessary to demand an explanation. 

No explanation was asked for because no explanation was 
needed. The lack of clear reasoning on the part of the author 
is explanation enough of the misguided contentions. As i f lack 
of clear reasoning were not enough, the author has gone off the

Two Greek organizations, following the request 
of Student Council, put on a dance, the proceeds of which went 
to the alumni of the college in the armed services. These are 
a few of the accomplishments of only one,fraternity. Multiply it 
by many and you have the total good done by all the Greeks. 

And so we, the undersigned, would suggest that Miss Neag 
give more thought and consideration to her subject the next 
time she plans a crusade.
