Smdent Council social regulations require the presence of
chaperones at every all-university function, They also réquire that
proper invitations be sent to the faculty members being considered
at least ten days prior to e event.

- When chaperones are being sought, organizations should keep in
mind that there are over 400 faculty members from which to choose.,
Many have yet to be asked while several have chaperoned at not
less than four dances this year.

Most [aculty members would be more than willing to chaperone if
they were notified at a reasonable time rather than. the day before
the-event., '

1t would be courteous, however, t exclude advisors from the list

"of possible chaperones. This way they would-not have to ¢valuate
diemselves when they send their report o the Dean’s office.
If an organization is having trouble finding chapetones thcy might
use-the following sugpestions:
