It was also not named 
for the overcrowded taverns along 
Federal street where the steel 
workers used to drown their sorrows, 
many years ago, after putting in 
many hours over a hot blast furnace. 

The name of the Y .U. newspaper 
was derived from a tool used to clean 
the furnaces in the "We lsh " puddle 
mills after each "hea t " was com­
pleted. This tool was ca l l ed a jam-
bar. 

The name JAMBAR caught on and 
wasconstantly being associated with 
Youngstown. when Youngstowners 
attended an iron and steel conven­
tion, jambar was picked up by othens 
attending the me etings and Jambar 
and Youngstown were connected on 
a nation-wide basis. Youngstowners. 
migrating west used the name on 
various enterprises to help further 
its i'ame. 

Searched for Name 

J A M B A R was f irst used with 
the Y o c o paper in 1931. The 
paper, then a mimeographed shee; 
wai; nameless. The publisher of the 
paper, Mr. Burke Lydeh, searched in 
vain for a name for his publication 

'until his sister. Miss May Lyden, 
came up with " jambar" , because 
of its association with our fair city.

Site of the new Youngstown Univers i ty Science bui ld ing was 
se lected at a meeting c f the board of trustees at the Youngstown 
C lub on Fr iday , Oct .

The bu i ld ing , to be a brick structure with stone trim in keeping 
with, the university library wi l l be 
lo6ated on Bryson Street directly 
south of the library' building and 
wil l extend approximately 190 feet 
on Bryson street and 66 feet back on 
the campus.

Library Hours 
Changed 

In order to offer the facil it ies of 
the University Library to students 
in every way possible, Mr. George 
H.G. Jones, new librarian, has an­
nounced new hours to be in effect 
immediately. The library wil l now 
remain open Monday 'through Frir 
day from 7:30 a.m. to 10 p.m. \ 

Rules pertaining to the Purnell 
room have been broadened to allow 
talking, card playing, and eating. 
Students are asked, however, to 
dispose of lunch bags and other 
trash when they are finished. 

Dr. Howard w. Jones, President 
of Youngstown University, reported 
.the highest enrollment in the, his­
tory of the school with a total of 
5,638 students enrolled this fal l as 
compared with 5,269 last fal l , or an 
increase of 369 students. The fig-

. ures'.are from the official count 
taken at the end of the third week of 
the fall semester which is customary 
in universities. 

Dr. Jones said the heaviest en­
rollment is in the William Rayen 
School of Engineering with a total 
of 1,542. Following closely i s the 
School. of Business Administration 
with 1,536, The College of Arts and 
Sciences with 1,209 and.the depart­
ment of education with 1,168.: The 
Dana school of Music.has an en­
rollment of 130 and.the School of 
L.aw, a total of 53 students. 

The greatest increase in enroll­
ment is in the department of educa­
tion with 168 more students than 
last year and the next in the School 
of Business Administration with an 
increase of 142. 

Freshman Enrollment R i s e s 

The total freshman enrollment for 

this fall is 2,239 as compared with 
2,207 for the fall of 1956. 

In addition to the heavy enroll­
ment in the university proper. Dr. 
Jones said th at nine firms are 
participating this year in the -
Youngstown Technical Institute 
program of the University with a 
total of 232 men from these indust­
ries enrolled fdr special courses in 
seven fields related to their jobs at 
the plants. 

Enrollment figures point up the 
fact that the expected gradual drop 
in veteran,, enrollment is taking 
place with* 1,463 veterans enrolled 
this year compared with 1,629 for 
the fal l of 1956-/

ence Derwent and willard Swire as 
members of the Editorial Board of 
APG. 

The Gui ld was organized primar­
i ly to ferret out suitable scripts so 
sorely needed by the . legitimate 
theatre and network television. One 
of i ts main functions is to serve as 
an agency which wi l l foster and en­
courage young writers byaiding them 
in their crafts as we l l as in the 
proper marketing of their works. 

H a s Been Des igned 

To implement this plan, the pro­
gram of APG has been designed to 
permit each of the experts to study 
the ' particular script to determine 
its suitability for current Broadway 
and TV markets. The Guild also 
furnishes * the playwright with a 
composite, comprehensive, cr it ical 
analysis of his work and a frank 
evaluation of its commercial pos­
sibi l i t ies. 

Should the judgment of the board 
and that of the Editors be positive, -
A P G uses its best efforts to secure 
a Broadway or T V production of the 
work. The Guild then follows up by 
aiding the playwright with a l l 
negotiations and in the supervision 
of the details encountered in ar*. 
ranging for a production. • . 

The Po l icy outlined by the Guild 
requires each playwright to write 
for a full set of particulars before 
submitting scripts to be read. No 
action wi l l be taken on scripts 
whose authors do not adhere to the 
stipulated procedure. A l l inquiries 
are to be made to the American 
Playwrights Guild, inc. 5 East 76th
