In addition to a tuition hike, 
YSU students now may have to 
pay a $50 quarterly lab fee if 
they want to use computer 
facilities in Meshel H a l l . 

Student Government Presi­
dent Scott "Gus" Smith said at 
yesterday's Student Government 
meeting that he is concerned 
about this proposed idea. 

Smith explained that the pro­
posal stems from YSU's Com­
puter Services Committee . 
Students wanting to use Meshel 
Hal l and other designated com­
puter facilities would pay a §50 
quarterly lab fee, and would be 
issued some type of authoriza­
tion documentation to present. 

The money generated from 
the lab fees would be ac­
cumulated into a fund to be us-

p r o t e s t c o u r t d e c i s o n

A rally protesting a Los Angeles court 
decision to aquit four L . A . police officers 
of brutally beating a black motorist w i l l 
be held today in the Spring Street M a l l 
in front of Kilcawley Center at noon. 

The rally, sponsored by the Pan-
African Student Organization, w i l l also 
consist of a forum featuring several 
speakers, as well as a march if time 
permits. 

The rally is organized to protest the 
L . A . court decision on a highly publiciz­
ed case of police brutality. 

The case involves Rodney King,who 
was pulled from his car by police after 
a high-speed chase. K i n g was then 
severely beaten as was evidenced through 
an amateur videotape made by a witness. 

The decision handed down by the 
court resulted in rioting and looting i n 
Central L . A . , as well as related out­
breaks of violence across the country. 

According to Michelle J . Murphy , 
coordinator for Multicultural Student 

Services and an advisor to the Pan-
African Student Organization, this rally 
w i l l be a peaceful one. 

" I do not condone the violence," said 
Murphy , but she said she does unders^ 
tand the level of outrage and frustration 
felt by people involved in the violence. 

Murphy said there is a need for 
America to focus attention on areas of 
employment, health care, problems with 
the homeless and education. 

" W e have a lot of hopeless people out 
here," said Murphy. " A n d they have to 
have hope again." 

Based on what she has heard, Murphy 
said, T h e majority of America is outrag­
ed that those police officers were 
aquitted." 

" W e would like the world to know 
that we [YSU community] are outraged 
as w e l l , " she said.

ial candidates battle for the high office

The two presidential can­
didates for Student Government 
battled in a head-to-head debate 
last Thursday to clarify their 
positions. 

Tisha Brady, junior, A & S , 
and B i l l Burley, junior, F & P A , 
were asked questions by four 
panelists. 

The panelists included Robert 
Yallech of the YSU debate team; 
T i m Hollis, vice-president of 
Pan-African Student Organiza­
t i o n ; Desiree Lyonet te , 
representing The Jambar; and 
Roy M c M i l l a n , representing 
N o n - T r a d i t i o n a l Student 
Services. 

The candidates were asked 
about their yiews and what is 
being done regarding the cuts 

1 ' • "«B i l l Burley 
being made by the state in the 
area of higher education. 

Burley responded to the ques­
tion in terms of need for the state 
to acquire funds while also 
maintaining the quality of 
higher education. 

" W e understand what the 
governor is trying to do," said 
Burley. "But we also understand 
that we have an academic em­
pire to run. Youngstown State 
University has to moVe forward 
and we need the finances to do 
i t . " 

Brady urged students to write 
to their state representatives 
and, i f not satisfied with the 
way they have done their jobs, 
to vote them out of office. 

According to Brady, working 
students w i l l find it more dif­
ficult to afford to pay tuition. If 
further cuts continue, bringing 
i n outside sources of funding 
may be necessary. 

"We need to find a way to cut 
the budget," said Brady. "We 
need to find a way to project 
Y S U as a marketable item. We 
have to find a way to sell

ourselves to the community and 
also we have to find a way to 
bring in corporations." 

The candidates were asked 
what programs they would 
begin or, due to cutbacks, 
eliminate in the upcoming year. 

Burley acknowledged that 
cuts are inevitable, but that the 
students don't care. 

; "The students still expect 
everything that they received 
before. They still expect the 
University to run as it always 
d i d , " he said. 

According to Burley, it wi l l be 
necessary for groups to form 
coalitions and work in conjunc­
tion with Student Government 
if programs are to continue. 

"We may have to do a lot of 
our own fundraising," said 
Burley. " W e may have to do a 
lot of the leg work, but thafs 
okay. W e can do i t . " 

B r a d y responded that 
creativity is the key to sponsor­
ing programs as opposed to 
spending a lot of money. 

"It depends on the amount of 
See Debate, page 3. 
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f a c t o r i n c r i m e p r e v e n t i o n

Y S U — If the recent assaults on 
campus have you worried about 
safety then it is rime to channel 
that fear into positive energy. 

Chuck Duncan, H & P E pro­
fessor, teaciies a self-defense 
class at YSU which focuses on in ­
dividual crime prevention. Dun­
can stresses the importance of 
c r ime prevent ion through 
awareness. 

" A lot of self-defense skills are 
really mental habits that people 
have to develop," said Duncan. 

By mentally planning daily 
activities, said Duncan, people 
can recognize the potentially-
dangerous aspects of crime and 
attempts to minimize the risk of 
becoming a victim. 

" T o get people to think in a 
preventative way is the biggest 
s k i l l , " said Duncan. 

The primary factor i n crime 
prevent ion is constant 
awareness, according to D u n ­
can. People must be aware of 
their surroundings and alert to 
any changes. 

M a n y recent crimes i n 
Youngstown have involved peo­
ple being taken from their car. 
Accord ing to D u n c a n , the 
simplest form of prevention in 
the car is to always lock the door 
as soon as you get in . 

Another aspect of awareness 
about car crime involves coming 
to a stop or a red light. 

"Leave a car length between 
yourself and the car i n front of 
you," said Duncan. He said 
many crimes i n v o l v i n g 
automobiles result from so­
meone being trapped between 
two cars making them unable to 
move out fast enough. 

Duncan said that when a car 
is parked people must also be 
aware of the environment. 

"If it is light when you are 
parking your car you have to 
think if it w i l l be dark whenyou 
come out; park under a l ight ," 
said Duncan. 

"Always have your keys out 
and ready when you walk to 
your car. A common mistake is 
to stand by your car fumbling in 
your pockets or purse looking for 
you keys," said Duncan. 

"Most criminals are oppor­
tunists. They're looking for the 
easiest way to get what they 
want," said Duncan. "The more 
obstacles we put in their way, 

the less likely we are to be the 
easiest opportunity." 

If you are faced with a rob­
bery attempt, it is usually best to 
give the assailant what they 
want, Duncan said. 

"Don't keep your valuables on 
you unless you are wi l l ing to 
part wi th them," said Duncan. 
"If you carry keepsakes you are 
more likely to fight for them and 
you then stand a chance of be­
ing seriously injured." 

"I f you have to carry a lot of 
money, keep i t i n two different 
places. It is important to keep 
the criminal from getting violent 
but you don't want to hand over 
you life savings," said Duncan. 

" I n a sexual assault it is a low 
probability that you wih\be able 
to reason your way out of the 
situation," said Duncan. 

Typica l ly , there are two 
schools of thought on avoiding 
harm from sexual assault. 

One view says not to resist 
and not to provoke your 
attacker. 

"Unfortunately, this does not 
statistically lower the probabili­
ty of being seriously injured," 
said Duncan. 

"I f you decide you have to 
fight don't hold back. Statistics 
show that those who-attempt to 
fight off an attacker recover 
more quickly mentally than 
those who don't struggle at a l l , " 
said Duncan. 

"Nothing works 100 percent 
al l the time" said Duncan. "The 
important thing is to keep 
something until it does, work , "

imagination you have," said 
Brady. "If you have a lot of im­
agination you can do just about 
anything." 

According to Brady, the pro­
grams that request funding w i l l 
have to be wanted by a large 
portion of the student popula­
tion, since low attendance w i l l 
result if students do not want the 
program. She said this w i l l 
reduce wasted funds. 

When asked what could be 
done to lessen the amount of ig ­

norance about 
multiculturalism, Brady said she 
is p l a n n i n g to have a 
multicultural festival May 11 
through 15 so people can ex­
perience other cultures. 

" I think a lot of the problem 
with multiculturalism is that 
people do not take the time to 
get to know other people 
because of their skin color," said 
Brady. 

According to Burley, the on­
ly way by which we w i l l be able 
to end the ignorance of race is by 
making "the ignorant realize 
how ignorant they are."

Three years ago, a tradition was begun in the way that Stu­
dent Government was run. Running as write-in candidates, 
Brian Fry and Dan Haude became Student Government presi­
dent and vice-president respectively. W i t h their w i n , Student 
Government became a viable force on the Y S U campus. Not 
only were Fry and Haude visible to students and "the 
Youngstown community, they worked with and for the 
students. 

After their two-year reign, Scott Smith and Paul Conley con­
tinued the tradition and bettered the already excellent Student 
Government. The Jambar believes that the only two people 
who qualifiy to cany on the tradition are B i l l Burley and Pat 
Billett. Unlike Tisha and Pia Brady, Burley and Billet wi l l work 
with and for the students. . 

What makes the Burley-Billett team.more qualified than the 
Brady sisters is that Burley and Billett's first priority is the 
students. Both have worked with students a great deal during 
their years at Y S U . Burley has proven his leadership abilities 
through his affiliations with several campus organizations, in ­
cluding his status as president of Tau Kappa Epsilon fraterni­
ty during 1988-89, and as a member of the Program arid Ac­
tivities Council- His running-maco ttiilett was. also president 
of Tau Kappa Epsilon fraternity in 1989, and is in his' third 
year of involvement with Student Government. 

If elected president and vice-president they wish to continue 
to fight further state cutbacks, increase communication and 
cooperation between Student Government and the students, 
sponsor programs in conjunction with other organizations to 
offset the budget crisis, increase security on the North Side to 
ensure safety and get African-Americans and Hispanic students 
more involved rather than merely representing them. It is The 
Jambafs belief that Burley and Billett can make these things 
happen. 

Also, the Brady sisters have continually fought against Stu­
dent Government and the students. F o r example, during a re­
cent Academic Senate meeting, the Bradys voted against a 
resolution that would have given students a say i n the budget 
cuts. Also, according to Scott Smith, he has repeatedly asked 
them to become involved in programs — such as Into the Streets 
— and they have repeatedly turned h im down. 

W e need a president and vice-president who w i l l be wi l l ing 
to work with the students, not against them. So when it's time 
to vote, Burley-Billett is the ticket.

Secretaries speak out against Bradys 
Deai- Editor: 

In past Student Government 
elections, the secretaries of Stu­
dent Government have never 
spoken their opinions about pro­
spective candidates for Student 
Government president and vice-
president. Our thoughts of their 
capabilities, integrity and their 
own beliefs of what would make 
a "better Student Government" 
were kept to ourselves to secure 
a non-biased atmosphere. 
However , be ing the three 
secretaries that Tisha and P i a 
Brady "slammed" during their 
recent election debate, we feel it 
is now time to speak our minds 
only regarding their statement 
that the Student Government 
secretaries are rude and that we 
treat the students in an uncaring 
manner. 

We were at first going to ap­
proach them i n person about 
their declarations, however, we 
felt that this issue wasn't worthy 
of a verbal confrontation. O n 
the other hand, it is quite wor­
thy of clearing up their obvious 
ignorance of our responsibilities 
and duties concerning our jobs. 

W e are in charge of acting as 
a liaison between the student 
body and Student Government 
itself. We also are responsible for 
al l communication to and from 
this office. Any phone that is 
answered and any memo that is 
typed is done by one of these so-, 
called "rude" secretaries. O f 
course, l ike most of their 

responses to anyone who may 
disagree with them or their 
ideas, they fai l to mention any 
obvious positive aspects. Have 
they ever once placed something 
on our desk only to have us 
deliberately ignore itr* Maybe 
they have never heard the phone 
calls that we have answered and 
taken messages for the half-
dozen offices in the Student 
Government area, including the 
others that both of them "repre­
sent." W e can honestly say that 
we have never once turned a stu­
dent away without some type of 
assistance. Granted, we are 
sometimes unable to fu l ly 
answer their questions on our 
own, but we do refer them to so­
meone who can be of further 
assistance to them. 

Also, being that we help to 
represent a "social" atmosphere 
to Student Government, we 
would like to respond to the ac­
cusations of "cliques" that the 
Bradys so frequently refer to. 
According to the Webster's 
Ninth New Collegiate Dic­
tionary, a clique is defined as " a 
narrow, exclusive circle or group 
of persons, especially one held 
together by common interest, 
views or purposes." W i t h that i n 
mind, they are right when they 
say that Student Government is 
a big "cl ique." Yes, we are held 
together under one single idea: 
to help the entire student body. 
W i t h that idea, they too are a 
part of this "wasteful" clique. If 

the Bradys do not feel that 
students should be free to speak 
their minds on issues, then they 
haye openly condemned the 
purpose of any Student Govern­
ment, not only the one that they 
are part of. N o w , aren't they 
logical people to f i l l the positions 
of president and vice-president? 
Imagine for a minute, Student 
Goverment during the "Brady 
Administration." They would 
walk into their office and i m ­

Blatant injustice was not rectified 
Dear Editor: 
There comes a time when things are so blatantly 

wrong that you think something has to be done. 
You tell yourself that inevitably, justice w i l l 
prevail. This is how I felt last spring as I watched 
the videotaped beating of motorist Rodney King . 
But it seems that justice is not always the i n ­
evitable outcome of blatant injustice. In fact, it 
would appear that justice is reserved only for cer­
tain people. Four police officers have been'found 
not guilty of this brutal attack upon an unarmed 
and defenseless man. The only remaining ques­
tion is whether or not an officer who struck K i n g 
over 45 times used excessive force. 

The police officers and the defense argued that 
K ing appeared to be under the influence of drugs 
and continually resisted arrest. I would like to 
state at this point that I have seen — not just heard 
about — a man high on crack who was wrestled 
to the ground and handcuffed by two police of­
ficers. These officers never used their nightsticks 
or swung a single blow at the man, and he was 
under control in moments. N o w , some members 
of the L A P D would have us believe that approx­
imately a dozen officers could not subdue one man 
without such brutality as witnessed in the K i n g 
video tape. I have made a personal note of the fact 
that never once throughout my entire viewing of 
the incident did I see one attempt made to hand­
cuff or subdue M r . K ing . I d id , however, witness 
a man who was being beaten into submission as 
if surrounded by a mob rather than law enforce­
ment officers. 

One of the jurors Thursday morning claimed 
that King was i n control of the situation, and that 
the actions of the police officers were a response 
to his resistance. How can anyone possibly see M r . 
K ing as having been in control of the situation 
where he was nearly beaten to death? Who can 
place themselves in the position of a man who is 
being continuously beaten and xepeatedly shock­
ed and.claim to be in control? The fact that M r . 
K i n g should not submissively lay there and take 
that beating was most likely because he was scared 
for his life. H o w could he possibly know whether 

or not he was going to be killed that evening? 
I would like to state at this point that I am not 

claiming that a l l police officers are brutal racists. 
I am sure that there are police officers both in Los 
Angeles and even here i n Youngstown who are 
outraged at the actions of these men. There was 
even one officer who was present that night who 
stated that he believed the officers used excessive 
force and he testified against their actions. The 
actions of these four men d id not take place i n a 
void, however. I find it hard to believe that these 
were the actions of individuals operating com­
pletely against the norm. Somewhere these men 
received the idea that this sort of behavior was ac­
ceptable. W e cannot forjget that even though on­
ly four officers were brought up on charges, many 
more stood by and witnessed the beating of an 
unarmed man. 

The general feeling which has led to the rioting 
is that M r . K i n g didn't receive justice because he 
is an African-American who was beaten by white 
police officers. I f irmly believe that the actions of 
these men were wrong, regardless of the victim's 
ethnicity. This interpretation is based upon the 
idea that no one should suffer such brutality dur­
ing arrest. If M r . K i n g was perceived as such an 
uncontrollable threat, then I believe that he would 
have been shot or at least warned at gun point. 
Guns have a funny way of making people very 
cooperative. 

M y largest concern with this entire occurrence 
is that our society missed an opportunity to take 
a firm stance against racism and brutality. H a d 
this situation been handled fairly, we could all 
claim that we saw brutal racism punished in 1992, 
but instead we saw it excused. I am certain that 
this incident angers many whites who have fought 
against racism and police brutality. This court ru l ­
ing is a step back i n years of progress between 
blacks and whites. I am not sure about what 
response the black community should take. 
However, do people who have no protection 
under the law have any duty to obey the law?

Pregnant doll is dangerous 
- My original plan was to write a column about a 
troubling issue raised by Ken Clark of Kent, Wash., con­
cerning the 1964 Shirley Ellis hit song "The Name 
Game.' As you know if you follow world events, the 
rules of "The Name Game" require you to treat the first 
letter of the person's name "like it wasn't there," and 
replace it with the letters "B , " " F * and " M . " So, for ex­
ample, Salman Rushdie's name would be Salman 
Salman Bo Balman Banana Fanna Fo Falman Fee Fie 
Mo Malman. 

What Ken Clark wants to know is: What if the per­
son's name is "AT? Eliminating the "A," you'd get Al 
Al Bo Bl Banana Fanna Fo Fl Fee Fie Mo Ml, which 
would be ridiculous. 

I am hoping that this issue will be addressed by other 
leadinjg syndicated commentators such as William 
William Bo Billiam Banana Fanna Fo Filliam F. 
Buckley. I, however, need to deal with another, even 
MORE troubling issue that was just brought to my at­
tention by several alert readers, namely: the Pregnant 
Judy Doll. 

This is a doll that is being advertised for $14.95 in 
various magazines and newspapers. You might have seen 
the ad: It says "Judy Is Having a Baby!" and there's a 
picture of Judy, a blue-eyed doll with a perky smile and 
11 pounds of blue eye shadow and a blond hairdo the 
size of Iraq. She looks a lot like Barbie, except that she 
obviously has what leading medical authorities refer to 
as a Bun in the Oven. 

"Judy is more than a toy," the ad states. "She's a 
natural way for your child to learn while playing." 

I have no problem with using dolls as a teaching 
device. Most of what I know about the human anatomy, 
such as that it is medically incorrect to have a foot stick­
ing out from the middle of your face, I learned as a child 
from studying Mr. Potato Head. 

But the Pregnant Judy Doll has some dangerously 
misleading- anatomical characteristics. The way she 
works is, when it's time for her to have the .baby, you 
REMOVE HER TUMMY. That's right: Her tummy, 
which is shaped like half a walnut shell, pops right off. 
There's a photograph in the ad of Judy going through 
a delivery: a hand has lifted off her tummy, and there's 
a perky little baby inside with its arms and legs folded 
up neatly like a TV tray. Judy, her hairdo stuTperfect, 
is paying no attention to the fact that a giant hand has 
removecfher tummy. She's looking into the distance with 
her perky smile, as if to say: "What FUN to deliver a 
baby! Perhaps this afternoon I shall play tennisl" 

The reason she can smile is, SHE HAS ANOTHER 
TUMMY. Yes. And if s a FLAT tummy. You pop it on 
her, and suddenly, seconds after delivery, Judy has the 
body of a Dallas Cowboys Cheerleader. (Juay comes 
with both tummies. The ad says you can also buy some 
accessories, sold separately, including maternity outfits, 
a crib, a tub, and "Judy's Husband Charlie.") 

I have some BIG problems with using a toy like this 
to teach young people, particularly young female peo­
ple, about childbirth. I saw my son, Robby, get born. 
Well, OK, I didn't actually watch Robby come OUT. 
I had mentally divided my wife, Beth, into two major 
sectors: (1) the Head Sector, and (2) the Rest of Beth 
Sector. I was concerned that I'd pass out if I saw what 
was happening in Sector Two, plus there were what 
seemed like several hundred masked medical personnel 
down there. So I focused my attention exclusively on 
Sector One, Beth's head, trying to keep its morale up. 

"You're doing GREAT!" I would tell the head, pat­
ting it in a reassuring manner. 

< ?AWWWRRRROOOOOGGGGGGGGGHHHH," 
the head would say, looking like it might attempt to bite 
me. 

"Yes!" I would say. "Fine!" 
Meanwhile, in the other sector, scary things were hap-

Fening that I cannot describe to you in detail because 
squinched my eyes up whenever I looked in that direc­

tion. But I can tell you this much: They did NOT pop 
Beth's tummy off like a walnut shell and lift Robby out, 
and he was NOT at all perky, and despite the fact that 
Beth is a naturally slim person it was some time before 
her flat tummy arrived in the mail. 

So we need to ask ourselves whether it's a good thing, 
exposing impressionable young children to the Pregnant 
Judy Doll. We don't want to raise a generation of new. 
mothers who have highly unrealistic expectations about 
childbirth and show up in the Delivery Room carrying 
tennis rackets. I think the government should look into 
this, and that is why I am urging you to write to Presi­
dent George Herbert Herbert Bo Berbert Banana Fan­
na Fo Ferbert Fee Fie Moe Merbert Walker Bush, as 
well as to your congressperson (sold separately).

Known as the woman who got stories 
from places that others dared not go, 
Geyer has had a whir lwind career of 
ground-breaking journalism. She was the 
only American to interview Argentine 
President Juan Peron, one of the first to 
interview the Ayatollah Khomeini, and 
she interviewed Prince Sihanouk of Cam­
bodia when all American reporters were 
forbidden to enter the country. 

The Palestinians held Geyer as an 
Israeli spy in 1973, and in 1967 she was 
imprisoned in Angola for writ ing about 
the revolutionary government. 

She masqueraded as a waitress at a 
M a f i a wedding , w i n n i n g her the 
Chicago Newspaper Gui ld Prize for best 
human interest story. Newsweek named 
Geyer one of the four outstanding 
woman journalists in the country. 

As a professional journalist for 25 
years, Geyer has worked with the 
Chicago Daily News, the Los Angeles 
Times, and the Washington Star. She is 
currently a syndicated columnist wi th 
Universal Press Syndicate. 

Geyer is a graduate of Northwestern 
University's Medi l l School of Journalism 
and was a Fulbright Scholar at the 
University of Vienna i n Austria. She 
speaks five languages: English, German, 
Spanish, Portuguese and Russian. 

She is the author of four books, i n ­

cluding Buying the Night Flight, 
autobiography of her odyssey as one of 
the first women foreign correspondents. 
She also contributes regularly to such' 
publications as The Saturday Review, 
The Atlantic, Encyclopedia Britannica 
and many others.
