“Since  complaints  about
smoking have been received and in
order ‘- to “reduce the - potential
hazard -of fire, the YSU Physical
Facilities and Safety Committee
intends to’ enforce the law)”
said - Nick Leonelli, director of
campus development, in his Oct-
ober.20 memo,

Leonelli was referring to an act
which -was passed by Govemor
Rhodes on May 30, 1976, pro-
hibiting smoking in areas of
public assembly. Violation of the
act is a minor misdemeanor and
according to the Ohio Criminal
Code,  has 2 maximum fine of
$100. Removal of “no smoking”
signs 'is also in violation of the
act.

According to an August 9 memo

issued by Ray Orlando, director .

‘Ohio Wesleyan Tourney

Th_e YSU “women’s field
hockey team, coached by Bertina
Laborde, came through with an
outstanding showing in the Chio
State Tournament this past
weekend at Ohio Wesleyan by
capturing the Counsolation
Championship and finishing fifth
overall. ‘

This is only the second year
that YSU has. participated in the
‘state tournament and the progress
of the women’s sports program in
such a short time is a credit to the

- university. YSU uses strictly area
talent and is one of the few
schools in Ohio that does not
recruit players from ecastern
Penngylvania and New Jersey
where hockey is taught as carly as
grade school. .

The tournament was single
elimination-consolation. YSU
played . its first game Friday
morning losing a 3-0 decision to
top-seeded Dennison. .The
winners eventually placed third.
