Skaers stranded in New York

for Stadium archlteci

The Osborn Company of Cieve-
land hasbeen approved by the YSU
Board of Trustees as architect for
the $6 million All-Sports Complex,
as announced at their meeting
-Saturday. The complex will in-
clude a 13,000-16,000 seat stadium
north of Beeghly Center.

In a report by Dr. Karl E. Krill,
vice president of administrative af-
fairs, the building of a pedestrian
bridge over Wick Avenue from the
planned parking deck, the replace-
ment of the CAST building roof,
theremodelling of Jones Hall and -

the occupancy of Bliss Hall were

discussed.

Krill reported that the pedes-
trian bridge, to be built over Wick
Avenue from the second parking
structure, is estimated to cost
$376,819. The garage structure,
itself, is ‘expected to reach $3.5
miltion and general site preparation
will be $359,600. The main drives
from Wick Ave. and Walnut St.
may - reach $255,000, which also
includes modifications at the
streets, ,

The parking-deck capacity is ex-
pected to be only 1243 cars, but
bids for extra decks will permit
construction up to the limit of
funds available,

Krili said-a report from the
Owens-Corning Fiberglass Research
Laboratory at Granville, Chio on
the CAST building roof indicates -
thsat the severe blistering of the
urethane insulation batts is due
to differential expansion between
the roofing felts and the batts.
This is-causing leakage of the roof.

The State Architect has been
asked -by YSU to look into the
matter with the associate architect

and the suppher of the urethan¢

insulation. :
Krill announced in his report -

- that design work is well under

way for the remodelling of Jones:
Hall, - Funds for -the “architect,
George Tanner Smith & Associates
of Columbiana, have beén re-

leased by the State Controlling

Board. The remodelled building
‘is. to house administration and re-

* gistration and probably conselling,

Late April is set as the target daté
in advertising for bids for construc-
tion. '

On Jan, 26 the State Axchitect
and 'YSU accepted the work of
the general contractor of Bliss
Hall as substantially complete.
Krill said YSU now must assume
much of the responsibility for the
building which is still under con-

* struction by three prime contrac-

tors. This new arrangement miakes
difficulties in security problems
and damage and theftresponsibility,
and leaves unanswered. questions
about the beginning date for war-
rantics on equipment and’ work-
manship he said. These situations
arisé from. recent state legislation
which requires progressive accep-
tance of a building as each prime
contractor. completes his work.

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‘Snow removal crew makes progress, §
works 10 hours daily, says Garono §

Thanks to the reprieve in last
week’s weather, the snow removal
crew of YSU was given the chance
to catch up on the backlog of
snow and ice encasing the campus.

‘Last week as the mountains of
snow tumned into lakes of mud
and sfush, the snow crew finally
managed to clear the abundance
of snow and ice off all the walk-
ways and parking lots,

Henry A. Garono, superinten-
dent of campus grounds, said the
extreme cold and the heavy snow-
fall has made the snow crew’s job
quite difficult,

Garono said the “cost of snow
removal has already exceeded the
total of last year, with still two
months to go.” He said the snow
removers, consisting of 13 regular
employees and five students, are
“doing a temendous job andit’sa
wonder they're not complaining,
The men are working approxi-
mately 10 to 12 hours daily,
seven days a week, to clear the
snow.” - _

The extreme cold, which pre-
vented employees from working
outside for too long of a time, was

a major hindrance in the snow’s

removal. Garono said, “It’s been

so cold, an employee can’t stay

out- there very long. People are
human. You can sit in a building
and say he’s only been out there
20 minutes. How would you like
it?”

Another problem was that the
snow wasn’t melting, so the only

way to dispose of it was to carry:

it out in trucks. According to
Garono all the snow was deposited
on University property.

Supplies were also difficult to
get and slowed down the snow
removal, The chloride has almost

And up in the B1g Sky country,
a Montana state senator is expect-

laws. The bill, endorsed and pre-
pared by the Montana County At-
tomeys Association, suggest three
penalty levels, the minimum being -
10 days in the county jail and/for
one year in jail for three time of-
fenders. It still may seem a bit
stiff, but if you consider the cur-
rent penalty, a year in jail andfor
$1,000 for the first offense, it is
a start.
