The pr inc ip les of freedom of die press are being thrust to the 
bottom of die censor 's p i t on th i s campus. T h e act ions respons ib le 
for this dr ive reek with die stench of suppress ion . It i s imposs ib le 
to continue pub l i ca t i on under theseconditions. The only so lut ion to 
this d i sas ter i s that the administrat ion bend and openly approve 
free expression in th i s un ivers i ty . If they do not this precious 
freedom w i l l d ie . 

Freedom of expression and inquiry i s being choked from three 
s ides . They are t h e Adminis trat io : i and i t s two puppet groups, the 
P u b l i c a t i o n s Committee and the Student C o u n c i l . These three form 

,a creeping cloak of censorship around your newspaper. The A d m i n i -
Istration menaces editors ' with " d o n ' t hang your dirty wash before 
;the p u b l i c " If this coerc ive phrase doesn ' t deter the editor the 
P u b l i c a t i o n s Committee makes certain that i t keeps tabs on what 

[the editor writes and what he permits to be pub l i shed . A n d , a c t i n g 
,the part of the student mouthpiecs of the Adminis t rat ion , Student 
C o u n c i l takes i t upon i t s e l f " t o consider the pol i cy of the Youngs -

Itown J a m b a r . " 

Who i s so foo l ish to bel ieve that there aren't loads of " d i r t y 
w a s h " at this univers i ty or at any univers i ty in any democratic 
society? Indiv idual l i ber ty sank to a l ow ebb when we were handed 
a prepared statement of apology. It was addressed to a Youngstown 
concern whom the Univers i ty Administrators sought to appease . T h i s 
administrat ive scheme fa i led because we refused to publ i sh i t . We 
were subsequently threatened with a statement to the effect that we 
were aware of whatthe consequences might be. 

The second arm of suppress ion and censorship i s the P u b l i c a t i o n s 
Committee. T h i s committee i s comprised of three faculty members 
only one of whom has had pro fess ional newspaper experience and 
three students a l l three of whom are completely, ignorant o f the f irst 
step in the, publ i cat ion of a newspaper. T h i s P u b l i c a t i o n s Com­
mittee would be more correct ly labe led the Censorsh ip Committee. 
They certainly .aren't qual i f i ed to a s s i s t students who are interest ­
ed in journal ism. Not once has this committee come forth with any 
pos i t ive and construct ive help for the development and operation of 
t l i i s newspaper . Not oncehavethe sdvisorsof th is news paper set foot 
in this off ice to a id the progress o f t h e staff and the mechanica l 
operation of the paper. What, t h e n , i s the function of this committee? 
Why was itfomned? 

The third arm of suppress ion stems from the 22 students who 
comprise your Student C o u n c i l . T h i s i s the group whose biggest 
r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s l i e in p o l i c i n g student e l e c t i ons , counting bal lo ts 
and contracting bands for school dances . T h i s i n s i p i d body of' 
l eg i s la tors i s n ' t capable of managing i ts own af fa irs and yet has 
the gall to " p l a c e Jambar po l i cy under c o n s i d e r a t i o n . " It would be 
wise for this inept group of p o l i t i c a l puppets to bother i t s e l f with 
i t s own pol icy and to refrain from areas of p o l i c y of which i t 1 

knows nothing about. 
Such i s the p l i ght we now f i n d ourse lves . Because th i s i s a u n i ­

vers i ty i t seemsto us that the Adminis trat ion should encourage the 
free exchange of thoughts andop in ions . Students and faculty should 
be granted an i n t e l l e c t u a l l i c e n s e to inquire and express c o n f l i c t i n g 
concepts without fear of r e p r i s a l , why, then, does the Administrat ion 
doggedly pers i s t in such obvious efforts to smash tnese freedoms. 
Y o u , as students r ea l i ze (hat you w i l l be forced to remain s i l en t

Newly elected members of Student 
Council attended Council 's meeting 
last Friday to become acquainted with 
the procedure. They and those mem­
bers who retained their seats w i l l 
vote today on Student Counci l ' s of­
ficers forthe Spring semester. 

In the School of Liberal Arts and 
Sciences 412 students voted, 23 
above the Spring semester of last 

"year; in the School of Business 
Administration 193, 40 above the 
previous semester; in the School of 
engineering 200, 39 more and in the 
School o f Education 85, 21 above 
last semesters total. A total of 890 
voted, 187 above last semester,. a 
whooping 26% increase! 

Elected to Council in the School of 
Arts and Sciences are: Garland, 175; 
Cleevely, 160; Patton, 132. These 
students also ran: Kaiser,. Castle, 
Schuff, Kresovsky, Mozzi l lo , C i o l l i , 
and De Haas. 

Those elected in the School of 
Engineering are: Swanson, 100; 
Stanley, 92. These students also 
ran: Pore a, Loughrie, Kalosky. 

Marlene Mogish gathered 41 votes, 
gaining the seat open to a student o f 
the School of Education. The follow­
ing a l so ran: Burns and Naumoff. 

Elected to the School of Business 
were: Welsh, 107; Zitnik, 105; Lang, 
100; Tackitt, 92. These a l s o ran: 
Wiegel, Tratras, Whitehouse and 
Weaver. 

In Council 's meeting last Friday, 
Rochelle DeAngells was chosen by 
Student Council to the co-chairman­
ship of the Y U Show, Youngstown 
University's half hour radio show 
heard Saturday at 11 a.m. on WBBW. 
Rochelle was chosen from among 
three applicants. Co-chairman ofthe 
program servefor two semesters, one 
being chosen at the end of every 
semester. Rochelle w i l l share the 
radio show with B i l l Hud&k, She 
replaces Fred Kirby.

One of the major quest ions fac ing student editors i s "how free i s 

their own brand of f r e e , p r e s s ? " Hardly a year goes by without 
some student editor f ee l ing the wrath of school authorit ies for 
something he has written and publ i shed . He and h i s fe l low editors 
usual ly ra i se die cry of " freedom of the p r e s s " a s jus t i f i ca t i on for 
hav ing their own way. The quest ion i s d i f f i cu l t to answer to their 
sa t i s fac t i on and doubts may enter the minds of editors from the 
high school l eve l through co l lege . 

The editors of The Woodberry O r a c l e , student pub l i ca t i on of 
Woodberry F o r e s t School i n V i r g i n i a , had those doubts and a s k e d an 
experienced newspaperman to give them some answers . ILeon Dure, 
former executive editor o f t h e Richmond T i m e s - D i s p a t c h and the-
Wins ton-Sal e'm Journa l & Sent ine l , whose two sons are a lumni of 
the schoo l , wrote them a letter which we think might be helpful to 
others - - either student editors who are faced with the problem, or 
newspapermen whom they ask for D.dvice. 

Mr. D ur e ' s comments on authority and respons ib i l i ty are worth 
reading. 

" Y o u r request for a re f lect ive letter on the t i t le and duty of a 
student editor i s so f lat ter ing , a s w e l l a s so cha l l eng ing that I 
hasten to try. 

" F i r s t , who bears ultimate respons ib i l i t y for the publ i cat ion 
i t s e l f ? P l a i n l y , th is r espons ib i l i t y i s borne by the school ad­
minis t rat ion , for this authority hat; the power o f l i f e or death. T h i s 
i s true of a l l school pub l i ca t ions because o f t h e total control , by a 
schoo l , o f i t s students . It a l s o i s generally true o f co l l ege p u b l i c a ­
t ions , no doubt unfortunately, although this need not be the case . 

" T h u s when a student editor conce ives himsel f to be ' f ree , ' 
or a schoo l makes any such c la im for him, neither i s being fac tua l . • 
What i s meant i s that the editor i s re lat ive ly free, quite free, a l ­
most free. 

" T h a t th i s can be discouraging, and even c r ipp l ing , cannot be 
disputed. Y e t i t carr ies o v e r t o co l lege l i f e because, i n that case , 
of the dependence of most co l lege pub l i ca t i ons on.the ins t i tu t i ons 
they serve . And i t carr ies over i r . to the adult world in the owner­
ship of newspapers by stockholders . The only r ea l l y free editors 
are such people as Harry Golden at Char lo t te , who owns h i s own 
paper and edits h i s own i d i o s y n c r a s i e s . 

" W i t h this much understood, ihe student editor f inds h imsel f 
faced with die hard problem of being both honest with h imse l f and 
responsib le to die school administration in not i n c i t i n g l a w l e s s ­
ness and confusion. And these two dut ies do nor a lways c o i n c i d e , 
even though every effort i s made by dul l adults to make themappear 
that way. For example, the dai ly press constantly proclaims both 
i t s r e spons ib i l i t y and i t s freedoir, which are not compatible . The 
only r ea l l y free press i s an i rrespons ib le press . But such i s our 
semantic innocence that few people recognize t h i s . 

"What , then, to do? 
" S u c h i s this imperfect wor ld that we are forced to 'a compromise 

but "a compromise that need not be dishonorable provided i t s terms 
are understood by everybody. And in these terms, 1 think die schoo l 
should y i e l d far more than the editor , for i t s own sake as we l l a s 
the ed i tor ' s . B y y i e l d i n g a lmost , i f not q u i t e , e v e r y t h i n g , there i s 
just the chance that t h i s toleration for thought might stimulate die 
s c h o o l , carry into co l lege and explode thereafter in a world that 
certainly needs i t . 

" F o r certain i t i s that a l l those now suf fer ing the hardening 
arter ies and cowering in te l l e c tua l i t y that go with an age of, say, 
fdrty have made a mess of things. Our only hope would seem to be 
a return to that competit ion of free i d e a s in the market -p lace o f 
Mr. J u s t i c e Ho lmes . Hence , I suggest that the school so lut ion 
might be an appl i cat ion of the Holmes d i s s en t in the Abrams case 
that i s the bas i s for the American free press . No pub l i ca t i on , s a i d 
Mr. ^Holmes, i s to be interfered with u n l e s s i t const itutes a ' c l ear 
and present ' danger to government i t s e l f . 

" T h a t these recent i s s u es hardly go that far i& pretty obvious . 
That the ed i tor ia l s are surpr is ing i n their subjects and astounding 
in their competence a l s o must be admitted. Only the rare adult 
editor c ou ld express h i s doubts s o w e l l . And i t would be an even 
rarer adult editor who could s tee l h imse l f to debate either tribal 
custom or r e l i g i o n . A s to the Is.tter we adults have a rule that 
shows our di f ference: Everybody agrees to the freedom of re l ig ion , 
provided everybody agrees n o t to d i s c u s s i t . 

" A n d you w i l l find that there; are any number of other such 
taboos. F o r we adults are weary of t h e s e o ld f i e lds . Hence i t w i l l 
take another p lowing by another people , more -energetic and, i t 
begins to appear, more in te l l i gent , to turn up any new potatoes. '*

Castro, Take Note

The d ip lomat ic break with C u b a , a pra ise worthy move, could 

temporarily take the wind out of the s a i l s o f the bearded dictator , 
but i t s a sure bet that Mr. Castro i s not through making headaches 
for C a p i t a l H i l l . H i s interest in the Guantanamo N a v a l B a s e i s keen 
enough to create more problems for our State Department. However , 
the pos i t i on taken by the White House so far seems firm and not 
l i a b l e to falter. 

And so f o r t h e f i r s t t ime s ince Castro came to power, the U . S i 
has struck back strong and with determination. Its about time. T h e 
bearded maniac has been thumbing h i s nose at us long enough. We 
can no longer tolerate h i s i n s u l t s without l o s i n g our dignity a s a 
nation. 

T h e break with Castro (and i t i s a break only with Castro and h i s 
goons, not with the Cuban people) should give the U . S . a boost in 
respect but only i f we remain firm in future deal ings with the 
dictator . F o r once, we are on the of fensive and i t s s a t i s f y i n g . T h e 
offensive i s t h e pos i t i on that we shou ld have he ld l o n g before now. 
We cannot hope to crush C a s t r o ' s power by merely r a i s i n g our eye-
brows ( at h i s a n t i c s and drawing our s h e l l t ighter. We must l a s h out 
at him i n the same manner he employs, only with more tact and 
more success . 

Castro i s a s m a l l man who has been l u c k y enough to d iscover our 
soft spot; the fear of an a l l - o u t . n u c l e a r war with R u s s i a . H e has 
played h i s hand ar t fu l ly . ;However, the fact that the Soviet U n i o n 
i s just a s fearful of nuc lear war as the U . S . i s a point he m i s s e d , 
and one that the White House has f i n a l l y dec ided to recogn ize . I f 
getting tough in our p o l i c i e s means running the risk of war, but 
insur ing i f we are s u c c e s s f u l - the hope for peace i n the future; / 
then our choice i s already made. 

It l i e s w i th in our power to crush the Communist menace and rid the 
world of men l i k e C a s t r o . T o do so, we must take the i n i t i a t i v e and 
commence to fight them with their own weapons. A s l o n g as there i s 
the threat of a l l - out war, poss ib ly a war of se l f - ex t inc t i on , looming 
over their heads, they w i l l think t w i c e before resort ing to the power 
of their atomic weapons. We must move whi l e there i s s t i l l t ime to 
move. 'If we don't , the future o f t h e f r e e world w i l l be the pr i ce we 
paid for our l a x i t y . 

War i s not the answer to t h e problems of the free world, jus t as i t 
i s not the cho i ce of the Communist world. If we move, i t must be in 
i d irect ion that w i l l p la ce us on the of fensive , hammering at their 
weaknesses . We must continue to maintain the respect o f the world 
and at the same time refuse Communist demands for summits and 
conferences and other propaganda moves benef i c ia l to their campr 
aign for world supremacy. We must refuse them u n t i l the time that 
we bel ieve they w i l l ac tual ly accompl ish something and enter into 
them with determination to r a i s e ob ject ions instead of answering 
them and with the r e a l i z a t i o n that ours i s a struggle to defeat 
'Communist tyranny, not to l i v e in to lerat ion of i t .

T h e s e 
a c t i v i t i e s should form a part of every u n i v e r s i t y ' s curr iculum. T h e 
co l lege community i s a most i dea l s i tuat ion for these seminars o f 
i n t e l l e c t u a l s t imulat ion . Why does Youngstown U n i v e r s i t y permit 
th i s opportunity t o die? 

The Admin is t ra t i on of this univers i ty must rea l i ze and proc laim 
the n e c e s s i t y of free express ion , free inquiry and free press . What 
other univers i ty administrat ions do i s n ' t important t o , u s , i t s what 
our own Adminis trat ion does . ' 

If the Adminis trat ion f a i l s to recognize these b a s i c freedoms at 
th i s univers i ty two, inev i tab le results become c lear and imminent. 
We w i l l r e s i g n and the A d m i n i s t r a t i o n w i l l p lace a handpicked 
puppet i n the editor 's chair . T h e d e a t h - k n e l l of freedom of the press 
w i l l have sounded forever.

We stand atthe cross roads. As an institution of higher learning, 
we can only go in two directions from here. :This university has 
reached 'a plateau where it can stay, wandering' aimlessly at the 
same level, or from where it can advance to the summit. 

THIS is not a large institution, as 
many of the university officials 
would have us believe. It has a large 
physical plant, a large enrollment, 
and a substantial endowment. Even 
considering the ful l time students of 
this university only (3600), how 
many colleges and universities in 
this country have a larger enroll­
ment? 

- A quick survey reveals that the 
majority l ie below this level . But 
this; university Is s t i l l small - small 
because It thinks in small terms. 
Minds are bound in a strait jacket. 
They cannot imagine, perceive, or 
speculate. 

If, then, we follow the argument of 
cause and effect, what i s the cause 
of th is fettered philosophy? I do not 
believe that it can be ascribed to 
one individual, one group, or to a 
collective number of groups and 
individuals. It goes far beyond this 
to the intangible philosophy of the 
community. 

I C A N state, without fear of 
contradiction, that the ship-wrecked 
philosophy of this community i s 
narrow-mindedness and oblivion to 
the possibility of the future. It 
follows that since the students, 
faculty, and administration are, for 
the most part, products of this com­
munity, this type of thinking i s 
predominant in the hallowed halls of 
Youngstown University. 

Are we helpless then to throw off 
the shackles of this narrow - minded-
ness, and escape? No, nor can we 
exonerate ourselves, as students or 
university o f f i c ia ls , because for the 
past 52 years we have blindly groped 
and blundered from one tr iv ia l 
truism to the next petty principle. For 
instance, how many buildings have 
we built during the tremendous post­
war architectural surge? two - a 
library and a science building. 
Certainly, the supply of capital i s 
limited, and for their unceas ing 
devotion to accumulate and suscribe 
funds, the administration must be 
commended. 

But I now ca l l them to task by

James B. Williams Sr. 

Dies; Taught 60 Years

James B . Wi l l iams Sr.,. 82, of 4904 Simon Road , director o f t h e 
secretar ia l school of Youngstown U n i v e r s i t y , a teacher here for 
some 54 years , d ied at 4 p.m. Wed. at h i s res idence as the result of 
a coronary. 

A L T H O U G H being a modest man 
who shyed away from publicity Mr. 
.Williams i s well remembered for his 
priceless dry sense of humor, 
generosity and kind deeds. He was 
an exacting teacher who spent many 
extra hours helping students with 
difficulties. Known affectionately 
as " J B " , he had more than 20,000 
students under his direction at Hal l 
Business College and Youngstown 
University. Mr. Williams was at his 
office Wed. when he expired. In 
June he had completed 60 years of 
teaching. 

Mr. Williams came to Youngstown 
from Bowling Green, Ky . , in 1906 
to join the faculty of H a l l Business 
College, then on East Federal St. 
He taught commercial subjects ; and 
was head of the department which 
included bookkeeping, business law, 
business English and sale sman-
ship. In 1920 Mr. Williams became 
head of the Hal l Business college. 
During his 22 years there, some 
10,000 students studied under his 
direction. 

ON June 1, 1928, when Hal l 
Business College was merged with 
the YMCA Business School, he 
brought 112 students with him to the 
new organization. This was the 
active beginning ofthe day business 

school, now known as the Secretarial 
School of Youngstown University. 
Previously it had been a night 
school. The YMCA purchased both the 
Hal l Bu sin e ss Col le ge and it s 
equipment. 

Mr. Williams was born in Bogue-
chita, Lincoln County, Miss . , March 
19, 1878, the son of James B. and 
Elizabeth Gwynn Williams, and 
attended Arcadia College, Crowley, 
L a . , Southern Normal College and 
Bowling Green College of commerce, 
Ky. His wife, Vio la , died May 17, 
1956. 

H E WAS a member of the John 
Knox United Presbyterian Church, an 
elder ofthe Evergreen Presbyterian 
Church before the merger, and a 
Sunday school superintendent for 
16 years. 

Mr. Williams leaves two daughters, 
Mrs. Gertrude Cooksey of Hubbard 
and Mrs. Ruth Crobier of Baltimore; 
;wo sons,, James of Tampa, P l a . , and 
Nathaniel of Youngstown; a sister, 
Mrs. J . R . Simmons of Rusk, Tex, ; 
sight grandchildren and three great­
grandchildren. 

Funeral services were held Sat. In 
:;he Thompson Funeral Home.

Attending the Ohio State Educa- j 
tion Association Convention in i 
Columbus on Dec. 15 through 17 \ 
were Barbara Steiner, junior in 1 
elementary education, and Barbara; 
Schmolder, sophomore in high [ 
school education. They were elected ; 
as delegates by members of student ; 
Education Association to represent \ 
Youngstown University. 

T H E purpose of student delegates 
attending the convention was for 
them to receive insights into the 
problems facing Ohio teachers and 
the proposed solutions so that these 
insights can be transmitted to the 
Student Education Associations 
a l l over the state. 

Both student and teacher dele­
gates elected state officers for the 
coming year. 

The major speech of the convention 
was given by Eric Johnson Pres i ­
dent of the Motion Picture Associa­
tion of America. He spoke of the 
desperate need of teachers in 
Africa. In French Africa, less than 
16 per cent of the people are 
literate. 

Trying to alleviate this problem i s 
the Foreign Educational corps 
consisting of teachers who go 
abroad to "teach the natives how 
to teach." Under this plan, teachers 
can retire at 50 and get a vacation 
home every three years with full 
pay. Even though teachers are 
considered elite, only 451 students 
were accepted out of 10,000 appli­
cations last year at a university in 
Africa due to a lack of teachers. 

" E D U C A T I O N i s a word which 
opens up new horizons and new 
hopes for people everywhere. 
Progress i s made through education." 
With these words, Mr. Johnson con­
cluded his speech which accentuated 
the teacher shortage in Africa.
