~of the Campus Day Care Center, as I have, he would find

that 65 percent of all those parents now using that center
are YSU students. What is more important is that of those

65 percent more than half are on pubhc assistance of one
-kind or another, ' ‘

These people cannot otherwise afford a day care center
for their children. Therefore, if they are cut out of the

~ center’s program they are in a sense being denied the right

to a good education like everyone else because of the fact
that they have children,

I cannot believe that such a responsible: and soph1st1cated
organization such- as a university of hxgh_err learning could
lend itself to such a blatant form.of discrimination and yet

‘this is exactly what YSU is doing by denying that it needs a
-campus affiliated day care center.

Nearly, if indeed not all, of the other state a1ded univer-
sities in Ohio to date have campus run day care centers. This

‘is true of Kent State University, Ohio State Univérsity,

Akron State University and Ohio University, to mention
only four. The rest of the list is simply too long fo recite.
Each center’s program ‘varies somewhat, accordmg to that

university’s needs, but all are basically the same.in that they
are -either free to the student or charge a nominal fee.

‘The point is that the rest of Ohio’s universities have been
responsibie' enough to keep up with the changing times and
remain constantly abreast of theirystudents’ needs. Currently

one of those needs being met by most is that of a day care -
_center for those students who are also mothers,
Regardless of any existing attitude held by.a few that a -

woman’s place is still in the home until her children are
raised, there are many situations today where women must

become the breadwinners of. the famﬂy A glance at the .

ever-increasing. divorce rate should readily make one aware

of this fact.
