Litter, jobs, energy viewed as
major concerns of hnttle bill'

Armed with statistics on litter,
jobs, energy and beverage prices,
the proponents and opponents of
State Issue 1| are prepared for
Tuesday’s battle at the polls.

If passed, Ohio’s sole state-.

wide issue will place a minimum
$ .10 deposit on all beer, malt
beverage and soft drink contain-

ers, whether those containers be

glass, plastic or metal.-

It will also prohibit detachable

pull-tabs on metal containers, and
will be phased-on over a two-
year period.

Currently, Vermont, Michigan,
Oregon, Delaware, Iowa, Maine,
and Conneticut are the only states
with mandatory deposit laws on
the books, and they have experi-
enced varying degrees of success
and failure.

The primary campaign focus of
both the Obio Alliance for Re-
turnable (OAK). Issue | propon-
ents, and the Ohioians for a
Practical Litter Law (OPLL), the
opponents, is litter.

-

While the QAR favors the bill

because, according to their stat-

istics,  forced deposits would
reduce solid waste by 12 percent,
and litter by 36 to 40 percent, the
OPLL opposed the bill on the
basis that it makes no provision
for recycling, and by their stand-
ards -would do little to reduce
litter.

Drawing on EPA figures, “the
OPLL -says that -the bottles and
cans. mentioned in the bill com-
prise only 20 percent of  the
state’s ~litter . problem, and only
six percent - of the sohd waste
material.

In other words,: even 1f all
beverage containers were returned
to their place of purchase, the
OPLL contends that -only one-
fifth of the state’s Eitter problem
would be atleviated, .

ation is that -of employment.
A report compiled by the De-
partment of Commerce estimates
that a federal “bottie bill” would

‘Bottle Bill’ bribe

issue 1 on. this Tuesday’s ballot is one of the most
.recent, examples of the rapidly growing trend in the nation
to create legistation fo eliminate an individuals respons-
ibility for himself, and simultaneously bestow that burden
on a collective body, frequently termed the “public,” or,
in this case, “consumers.” o ‘

The “bottle bill,” as Issue 1 is more coOmmonly referred
to, attempts to alleviate litter problems throughout the.
state by offerring a $ .10 “incentive” to individuals to
return all beer, malt, beverage and soft drink contdiners,
rather than to toss them out the nearest window and clutter

highways and neighborhood steets.

Depending on how one interprets the available statistics,
the bill may or may not succeed in eliminating a major
portion of litter in Ohio, while at the same time, it will
either create or destroy employment opportunities in the -

state.

Whether one views the bill as beneficial or detrimental,

one cannot overlook the basic fact. that -a majority of
Ohioans will be penalized with a “fine” in making their
beverage purchases for the actions of a few, and in'so doing

absorb responsibility for them.

Mass “punishment” is far from just. In addition, that
the state should be forced to stoop to the “mwardng” with
monetary “bribes” of would-be litterbugs to prevent them
from not partaking in acts- which are wrong, is another

tragic form of injustice.

The elimination of litter is a noble goal and one shared by

many concemned individuals., However, is the perpetuation -

of injustice a price that either individuals or the
state and nation as a whole can afford and are willing

to pay? - - -
