fellowship by the National Science Foundation for this summer 
and next. He will work toward his doctor's degree in mathematics 

at the University of Pittsburgh. 

Science Faculty fellowships are 
awarded for the purpose of pro­
viding individuals with an oppor­
tunity for improving their compet­
ence as c ol lege or un ive rs i ty 
teachers of science, mathematics 
or engineering.

The University of Youngstown, for a school 
with such high athletic prestige, has just aboutthe poorest facili­
ties for intercollegiate sports competition in die state. 

The football team draws an average of 8000 for a home game while 
the basketball team attendance shattered all existing records. With 
a top notch rifle team and an outstanding array of fine spring teams 
in golf, tennis, baseball, and track, we should have an athletic 
plant of the samecalibre. 

Competition with outstanding teams from all over the country 
should have as adverse effect on the rest of die sports on campus 
as it has had on football. With such calibre of gridders as the 
school has possessed during the past few years, we should have 
turned out teams with two losses at die most each season. It's 
not hard! 

O P E R A T E DIFFERENTLY 

We have been playing rough schools around the country who don't 
outdo us in manpower. However, with our medieval athletic setup, 
we cannot possibly hope to beat such teams as North Texas State 
on our football schedule. They operate much differently than we. 
With poor practice facilities available, not only in football but 
basketball, tennis, track, and rifling, the outlook is not very 
encouraging. 

It looks now as if track fans may never see a home meet. And 
think a little about this. For die next five years, thefans of Y.U. 
football have die wonderful opportunity of looking forward to three 
home games a year,at the most, Rayen and South fields are booked 
solid except for a very early September date, a mid-October date, 
and a frigid late November-date. 

Unless teams consent to undesirable Thursday night games, we 
may have quite a dearth of fall sports activity at Youngstown. A 
football stadium could remedy practice, regular season contest, and 
scheduling difficulties for football, track, and possibly baseball. 

O R P H A N ATHLETES 

Our orphan national championship calibre bas ketball team, in 
the past, has had to resort to scrounging around the area for a 
local high school gym in which to hold practice. To analogize, 
that's like Jayne Mansfield riding around in a Stanley Steamer. A 
fieldhouse with a rifle range beneath could be very practical and 
beneficial. The fieldhouse would be used year-round by virtually 
all athletes on campus for one reason or another. 

We are blessed here with one of the top athletic directors around. 
He isn't given very much to work with. He has to work twice as 
hard with the tools he has. Now, this writer isdefinitely not trying 
to emphasize sports, but attempting to bring out the facts on the 
athletic set-up and put into print the many verbal comments heard 
on campus. Speaking of comments, lets go back to football for just 
a bit. 

To clarify the situation, let's look at the record to see what our 
football coach has done in 20 years of football. He has compiled 
a winning percentage of well over .600. Last August he was honor­
ed by die Football writers of America as national "small college 
coach of the year". There have been years whenthe Penguins won 
7 or 8 games, and years in which they've won only two or three. 
The players have come and gone . . . . the coach hasn't changed. 
Think that one out pretty thoroughly. As is the case with every one 
of the other coaches in the athletic department, he, outside of 
manpower, has had little to work with. 

LAST C H O I C E S C H O O L 

Manpower and its quality here is rapidly declining, as is not to 
hard to understand, with other schools offering so much more in 
every way. Let's not be a "last choice" school, but let's definite­
ly not get into anything like that which encompassed Auburn, Seat­
tle, and S.M.U. Those instances should be beneficial to future 
athletic policies at the respective schools. 

However, we certainly should offer more than peanuts to those 
who show some interest in Y.U. We need it to retain the fine re­
putation of a clean, hard-fighting, talented crew of athletes. Our . 
representatives on the field of play have d one much for die 
Prestige of the school andean continue to do so if some changes 
are made or some things added. 

The JAMBAR welcomes letters or comments on the issues at 
hand. The school shows a definite need for someone to speak up 
openly in approval or disapproval of certain points. Apathy was 
never more commonplace anywhere, I'm sure, than at Youngstown 
University. This is YOUR paper. .The JAMBAR looks forward to 
observations and remarks.
