The 2010 Youngstown Area Jewish Film Festival, sponsored in part by the YSU Center for Judaic and 
Holocaust Studies, runs Wednesday, Oct. 6 through Sunday, Oct. 17 at USA Cinema in the Niles Great 
East Plaza and the Butler Institute of American Art on Wick Avenue in Youngstown.  
 
Five films will be featured in this year’s festival: 
 
• Wednesday, Oct. 6, 7 p.m., USA Cinema: The Little Traitor, directed by Lynn Roth, is based on the 

Amos Oz novel Panther in the Basement and follows young Proffy Liebowitz, who plots against the 
occupying British soldiers in Palestine, 1947, until he becomes friends with one and complicates life 
for his friends and the entire Jewish community.  



• Sunday, Oct. 10, 1 p.m., Butler Institute: Pigeon and Where I Stand: The Hank Greenspun Story. 
This double feature includes a short film and a documentary. Pigeon shows a rare, startling act of 
resistance, and Where I Stand tells the story of Israel’s War of Independence hero Hank Greenspun. 

• Thursday, Oct. 14, 7 p.m., USA Cinema: The Infidel is a story of Mahmud Nasir, a “relaxed 
Muslim” who finds out after his mother’s death that he was adopted at birth…and is Jewish. 

• Sunday, Oct. 17, 7 p.m., USA Cinema: Saviors in the Night, directed by Ludi Boeken, tells the true 
story of the Spiegels, a Jewish family during WWII that finds refuge with Westphalian farmers and 
escapes death camp 
deportations.

Mel Duncan, co-founder of the international organization, Nonviolent Peaceforce, lectures 7 p.m. 
Thursday, Oct. 7 in the McDonough Museum of Art on Wick Avenue in Youngstown. 
 
The lecture about “Creating a Nonviolent Peaceforce: Following in the Footsteps of Gandhi” is free and 
open to the public and sponsored by the YSU James Dale Ethics Center and WYSU-FM.   
 
In addition, Duncan will speaking to two classes taught by Victor Wan-Tatah, YSU professor of 

philosophy and religious studies: 12:30 p.m. Thursday, Oct. 7 in Room 
106 of Beeghly Center, and 10 a.m. Friday, Oct. 8 in Room 112 of the 
Lincoln Building. 
 
Duncan, David Hartsough and their fellow founders constituted 
Nonviolent Peaceforce in the 2002 Convening Event in Surajkund, India, 
with peace advocates from 49 countries in attendance. One year later, in 
fall 2003, Nonviolent Peaceforce had its first team in Sri Lanka. 
 
The mission of Nonviolent Peaceforce is to build a large-scale trained, 
international civilian nonviolent peaceforce. Nonviolent Peaceforce is sent 
to conflict areas to prevent death and destruction and protect human rights, 
thus creating the space for local groups to enter into dialogue and to seek 
peaceful resolution to local conflicts. The NP envisions a world in which 
large-scale unarmed civilian peacekeeping using proven nonviolent 
strategies is recognized as a viable alternative in preventing, addressing,
