• Phi Lambda Delta, the first social sorority at Youngstown University 
founded in 1927 by Prof. John W . Bare, was installed as the Phi Lambda 
Chapter of Alpha Omicron Pi National Sorority in September, 1957. 

Alpha Omicron Pi was founded by Jessie Wallace Hughan, Elizabeth 
Heywood Wyman, Stella George Perry and Helen St. Clair Mullan at Barnard 
College of Columbia University in January of 1897. The sorority was founded 
to form useful and enduring bonds of friendship among its members and to 
keep that friendship forever ds an active principle of life rather than a mere 
memory of youth. 

Chapters of Alpha Omicron Pi send sisters from the various chapters to 
the Frontier Nursing Service during the summer months to work with needy 
groups in the Kentucky mountains. Phi Lambda Chapter aids the Frontier 
Nursing Service through the "Clotheslines" which is made up of toys, clothing 
and other articles which these people need and enjoy. The sorority is also an 
active contributor to the national Cerebral Palsy Fund. 

The local history for the past year included representatives on Student 
Council, Neon editor, cheerleader, majorette, 1st place in Homecoming Float 
competition, Y.U. Quarter Hour Director, Engineers' Sweetheart, Miss Popu­
larity 1960, Turtle Trot Winner, Junior Prom Queen 1961, Member of Honorary 
Education Fraternity, Annual Sweater Dance and Strawberry Festival.

The philanthropies of Beta Sigma Omicron are Pine Mountain Settlement 
in Harlan County, Kentucky, a school for underprivileged children in Harlan 
County District, and the Nephrosis Foundation.

town, Ohio. 

Locally the Beta Sigs are active in social affairs and religious organiza­
tions and maintain high scholarship.

• Phi Mu is the second oldest women's fraternal group in the country. 
It was founded at Wesleyan College in Macon, Georgia, on March 4, 1852. 
The three founders were Mary Dupont Lines, Mary Myrick Daniel and 
Martha Hardaway Redding. 

Today Phi Mu is listed among the largest national fraternities in the 
country. Her 35,000 members are active in 87 collegiate chapters and 170 
alumnae clubs in the United States and Germany. 

Service to others, as well as social life are a part of Phi Mu. All social 
service projects are included in the Phi Mu National Foundation . These 
projects are scholarships, toy carts for hospitals and aid to underprivileged 
groups and crippled children. 

Phi Mu came to Youngstown University on December 4, 1952, when 
Delta Mu Chapter was installed on campus. The chapter was formerly known 
as Alpha Theta Delta. 

On the Youngstown University Campus Phi Mu originated the Annual 
Turtle Trot Dance and Greek Sing. Other yearly social events include The 
Founders' Day Banquet, the Christmas Party, the Alumnae-Collegiate Square 
Dance and the Summer Dinner Dance at Squaw Creek Country Club.

The Penguins set a new all-time season scoring record as they compiled 223 points in just 
eight games. They also registered 55 markers in the Gustavus Adolphus tilt for a new scoring 
record for the team in a single effort. 

Frank Horvath, a sophomore halfback, shattered the individual rushing mark previously set 
by Dave Kimmel in 1957. Horvath carried for 1010 yards in 150 carries for 6.7 yards per attempt. 
He also led the team in scoring with 68 points on 11 touchdowns. 

The busiest man on the YU campus during football season is Willard L. Webster. Webster 
not only handles the duties of Athletic Director, but he is also the team's trainer. 

Webster, here since 1938, has served as director of Athletics since 1945 and is an associate 
professor in the department of Biological Sciences.
