Thera are indications that
this was perpelualed as early
as 128 A [ by Telesphorus,
Bishop of Rome, who insti-
tuted the custom of including
this hymin in public worship
caramonies celebrating
Christ’s birth. And there ara
other early references in his-
bary that detail the arigins of
the Christmas carol.

Spanish composer Aurnilius
Prudeantius, born in 348, is, for
examph, usually credited with
composing tha Christmas
songs as he lollowed the gur.
rent dictates of prowiding Latin
hyming for lilurgical use. His
most enduring hymn is
“Corde Nabus Ex Parentis™
{"'Of the Father's Love Begod-
12n"), which is $till sung in
modenn liurgies,

It was of course through the
spread of Christianity that
Chrigimas customs weng inbro-
duced throughout Europe,
espacially through the work of
51 Patrick, 5t. Jarome and 5t.
Augustine, who browght tradi-
tions northwerd to England,
Ireland and Saxony. It is
apparently here, during tha
prevailing fewdal customs of
the times, that the occasion of
Chrisimas invited special
favors from lords and nobilitg
o be visited upon their sar-
vanks and wails, and gave rige
1o the famous Wassail radi-
lion, Thus secular and sacred
practices were joinad in
clebrating Chrisimas as a
tima of brotharhood.

Across the Channel In
Franca, the coronation of
Charlemagne in the year 800
saw the adwvent of a new form
of musical antefainment—a
combination of danca, music
amd rmime, usually with a
sacred thame, which cama to
e nom &5 he “mysieny
plane” In fact, it is from this
elemant that the world “caral™
in probably deried, taken
frorm the ltalian “carolare,”
which suggesis the incorpora-
tion ol dance and song. In tha
Middie Ages, the acting oul of
thase plays was not maraly a
form of entedalinment, but,
perlormied By thi clergy, was

Church's leachings at a tima
when few could read. Perhaps
the mast nolable of the
lery plays was offared by St.
Francis of Assisi, who made
ihe first Chrigimas creche, or
crib, and invited his commu-
nily 0 Sing hymns in honor of
Christ's birth.

In the 20 centuries following
the birth of Christ, the history
of the Christmas carol can be
chranaloged in an almaost
uninamupied progression,
with tha sola axcaption of the
Relormation Period of the
sevanteanth cantury, whara
ihe only decling in canalry was
witnessed as a result of the
Refarmers’ atlempls & sup-
prass what they considerad 1o
b exiraneous religious njer-
ference. Barring this interluda,
il is the persistence of The
carol’s history that becomes
appangnd and n L I is
a tradition thal continues to
enjoy subsiantial growth éven
in ralativaly modern times,
with rashers such as Bach,
Handel and Mendelssohn
undoubtadly adding o tha
permanant reperioine.
