A Personal Reflection E—

One of my most memorable moments in London was when a group of Chinese tourists
stopped me on the street to ask for directions to the British Museum. Another was when
someone on the tube asked me which line to take in order o get 1o Bussell Square. Both times |
went away doing a mental high-five, almest giddy with pleasure. Someone thought | looked as
though | belonged there. | liked that feeling.

These are the instances in which you realize it's not the differences that we seek, but the
commaon threads that link us.  When you start to feel really comfortable in a place you've never
been before, a transformation starts to take place. The feeling becomes addictive, and before
wou knowr i you have this sudden urge o call every place you visit, home.

I think that's one of the magical things about actually going to a part of the world you've
never been before: when you're there, you become a part of it in a very personal way; and when
you leave, M take it with you, You don’t make conmections like that L'|'|n.|ug'|\ |.'|1m|:|u1t-r
screens of printed pages.

In Scotland, we stood af the precipice of Stering Castle, the galeway to the Highlands., We
Iooked out in the countryside on a bright, clear day and could see the still-intact Sterling Bridge,
a stronghold secured over 700 years ago by the martyred hero William Wallace, whose huge
monument towers in the distance — a monument whose 448 steps many of us dlimbed earlier
that day. In that moment, Bravelhear! is no longer just about Mel Gibson with face paint; it's a
story of human struggle, a picce of history that takes shape before your very eves. You
suddenly know why you've come.

Forty-cight of us traveled fogether this summer, and the experiences we shared ran the
gamut: awesome, hilarious, poignant, exhausting, exasperating. Were there trying moments?
Don't get me started. Such ane the realities of traveling in a large group and in chose quarters.
Sorme of the quirkier momenis will forever remain with me.

They will nok, howewer, define the trip for me.

What will define the trip for me is the feeling of being welcomed with open arms by warm,
friendly and genesous people who wene thrilled bo have us share thelr freasures and enjoy their
homeland and hospitality, Forever gracious, the British secemed much more comfortable in
their role as hosts than we did as guests. In iwo weeks of traveling, the only cross words [
heard spoken were by Americans.

When I think of the trip, it will be to recall the singularly remarkable feeling of finally
