REPORT FROM CURRI CULUM COW TTEE:

Or. Sidney |I. Roberts presented this report in the absence of
Dr. Thelma Mner. The CurriculumCommttee ordinarily does not pre-
sent such a | arge nunber of offerings for approval or comrent at one
time. It was necessary this tine due to the deadline date for the
Catal og, pressure fromthe printer, and al so that the Senate group wl |
not be neeting again before that particul ar date.

The QurriculumConm ttee has nmet every \Wednesday since the be-
ginning of the Quarter. Discussion of course |oads, should sone courses
be increased or decreased, and many ot her matters have been presented
tothis Coomttee. [r. Roberts reported they decided arbitrarily, not
on the basis of teacher |oads but on the academc nerit of each course.
Faculty menbers are invited to cone in and di scuss these courses with
nmenbers of thesCommittee if they wish to do so. |In sone instances,
the QurriculumCommttee refused to act on sone of the itens.

The Presi dent discussed the catal og governi ng graduation require-
nents. "The requirenents for graduation nay be those stated in the
catalog in effect at the tinme of the student's entrance i nto Youngst own
State Lhiversitr or those stated in any subsequent catal og; but the
student nust select one of the pertinent catal ogs and conplete the re-
quirenents as stated therein. (Certain exceptions apply. In School of
Educati on, changes in requirenents are governed by the Chio State De-

artment of Education, ete.). The student is expected to nake hi nsel f

ully aware of all requirenents applicable to himand i s responsible
for conpleting them" It is necessary for students to watch pre-
requi sites for courses.
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There is no point in placing many courses in the catalog if they
are not ?oing t 0 be taught...Departments shoul d be careful about the
number of courses to be placed in the catalog. It is necessary to
have a sufficient nunber of students in a class in order to offer a
certain course.

The Catalog at present is published annually. It nmay be biannual ly
with just a supplenent if this should be feasible and presents a
sufficient saving. We do not want to mslead the student with listing
many courses in the catalog that are not avail abl e.

Many schools state that if a course is not given in a 2-year period
it is automatically dropped and nmust be reintroduced and al so a suf -
ficient nunber be shown who want to take this course in order that it
shoul d be given. W should give sonme study as to what is and what is
not appropriate to the Catal og.

Dr, Roberts nmentioned the CurriculumConmmttee spent nore tinme
on the Language offerings than on any other.

MOTION Dr. Roberts noved that the Senate accept the
report of the CurriculumCommttee, as modified.
Seconded. President Pugsley declared the ayes
had it. MOTI ON PASSED.

REGISTRATI _ REPORT:

Ms. Mary B Smth, Registrar reported that as of today approxi-
mately 7128 had registered for the Wnter Quarter. She explained the
use of the Scan Sheet for this registration (A class request fornj.
Sat urday, Decenber 9 is the date tor final registration for students
who have not registered for the Wnter Quarter. There will be sone
changes of registration due to cancellation of classes, etc.

DEAN AURAND'S REPORT:

The Publications Board had several neetings. The matter of the
rel ati onshi p between the Editor of the Jambar and the Faculty Advi sor
has been resol ved.

The President commented t he Publicati ons Board had revi ewed t he
procedure and clarification needed to identify the respective role of
t he Editor and Advi sor of the Jambar. W do not have a corps of
Journal i smstudents who are trained in Journalism The Jambar does
not have a sufficient nunber of student reporters. A so, they have
relied on extensive articles considerablg in depth regarding University
probl enms, etc. The President stated he has contidence in the Publi-
cations Board; he has confidence in the Advisor of the Jambar. It is
a nuch better paper this year than last year. W hope it will con-
tinue this way.
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GRADUATE _ROGRAMS:

The Proposed Graduate programs were sent by special messenger to
Chancellor Millet i n Columbus, Thursday, November 30. They had to be
i n Columbus by Friday, December 1. Meambas of the Board of Regents
will now study the programs, This will be acted upon December 15,

either favorably or unfavorably. Much hard work on the part of mawy
faculty members has gone into the make-up of these proposed graduate
programs.

Graduate programs must hot detract or drain from undergraduate
programs.

An announcement will not come out until next summer as to whether
or not we will have a graduate school. We hope to have this informa-
tion by August, 1968.
