SLUBIECT: A proposal to grant degrees of Doctor of Jurisprudence
(Juris Doctor) to hol ders of LL.B. degrees of the forner Youngstown
Lhi versity Law School ,

Thi s proposal was considered by the Academc Affairs Coomttee
during the course of three neetings held ctober 14 and 21, and De-
cenber 9, 1968. After full deliberation of the issues involved, and
according to a notion, "recognizing the fact that the Law School has
been di scontinued for al nost a decade, " it was decided that no real
‘academc' issue was involved in the proposal, but rather one of pos-
sible justice to the graduates of the forner Law School, and one of
expedi ency or public relations; matters on which the committee felt
itself wthout authority to judge or to act, Therefore, we suggest
that the nmatter be referred to the residual |egatee of the forner
admnistration, the present Board of Trustees of Youngstown State Uhi -
versity, and are prepared so to recommend to the Senate.

It shoul d be enphasi zed that the Commttee did not at any tine
take a vote on the J O issue. It is, therefore, inproper to specul ate
on how such a vote woul d have gone; and furthernore |1 npossibleto
assess the weight to be attached to any of the conflicting views to be
exhi bi ted bel oy Wt the Coomttee's action does propose is that the
matter, while of interest to the Coomttee, does not fall withinits
pr oper provi nce.

Legal training was the first academc field offered by Youngstown
College, In acontinuous effort to make | egal training nore uniform
st andar ds were establ i shed by such organi zati ons as the Chi o League of
Law School s, the Anerican Associ ati on of Law School s, and the Amrerican
Bar Association. The Youngstown Institution was accredited by the Chio
League, but it was not accredited by the national associations because
it was a night (part-tine) school, and did not have the required three
full-tine professors.

The accreditation which it did have was sufficient to neet state
bar examnationrequirenents, and to ﬂi ve its graduates admssion to
study for advanced degrees at sone other institutions: for instance,
at Case-V¢stern Reserve.

The Youngst own Law School, until it closed al nost a decade ago,
graduat ed several hundred students, The achievenents of its graduates
are well known to this coomunity. A present about hal f the |udges
sitting on the bench of its |local and regional courts are YU Law
School graduates, A great nunber are serving, wth distinction, the
| egal needs of this community through the general practice of |aw
further, nany occupy responsi bl e positions in industry.

The Committee on Academic Affairs is fortunate in having, among
its membeas, two YU Law School graduates wo not only have a special
interest in the matter at hand but who, it can be assumed, express the
point of view of their several hundred orphaned colleagues. oreover,
the committee also has, among its members, several academicians holding
Ph.D. degrees, all of them admitting to "visceral' objections to the
J.0D. proposal. Thus it might have been difficult for the committee to
reach substantial agreement on a recommendation, if it had in the
first place determined that the matter fell within its province.

The entire committee could agree, however, that if the Lav School
in question had not been discontinued, but were today an accredited
unit of Youngstown State University, the problem would simply not
exist. Like every other law school in Ohio and more than 200 others
in the rest of the nation, it would today be granting J.D.'s and
making them available, retroactively, to all of its former graduates.

Nor is the propriety of granting such degrees really at issue,
however much some members of the committee felt it should have been
when the practice began. Granting J.D. degrees is today too widespread
in American law schools to make it the subject of fruitful discussion.
The questions at issue are whether YSU should take steps to remove an
inequity affecting the alumni of a law school that no longer exists;
and whether, assuming that such inequity really exists, ¥Ysu would be
well-advised to take steps to remove it. The first question is a
matter of justice; the second a matter of public relations.

Oh the question of justice, a great deal was said on both sides.
It was suggested that failure to substitute the J.D. degree for the
LL.B. perpetrates an injustice. Whan YU closed the Lav School, in a
real way 1t turned its back on the educational needs of this community.
By refusing to make the conversion in the face of the overwhelming
Ohio and national precedents, it will be compounding a wrong. There
is argdple evidence that YU Lav School graduates were well trained, per-
formed exceptionally well on the Ohio Bar Examinations, and dis-
tinguished themselves at least equally with the graduates of other
Ohio law schools; and that if they had gone to Akron, Ohio State, or
Case-Western Reserve, they would today hold J.D. degrees. But they
did not, and the Lav School weas discontinued for lack of national
accreditation (itwas accredited by the Ohio League of Lawv schools) and
lack of that community and local Bar Association support which could
have assured its continuance; and in any case the graduates received
the degree they sought from the institution they chose to attend.

Nevertheless, most members of the Committee felt that some form
of justice was involved in the proposal, and that YSU, as "residual
legatee" of the YU Law School, could properly, other things being
equal, occupy itself with the request of large numbers of its Lawv
School graduates.

The question of expedience is a thornier matter. |1t was argued
that granting the J.p.'s would help to consolidate community support
of the present State University, and facilitate the careers of the
graduates. n the other hand, it was argued that the move might be

mttee feared that the nove mght be seen as a blatant and di sreput abl e
mani pul ati on of academ c properties.

Wiile there is anpl e precedent for granting J.p.'s to LL.B.
hol ders of existing | awschools, there is no precedent for granting
J.D.'s to LL.B. holders of discontinued!|awschools. If YSUis to
create the precedent, presunably on the grounds of visible justiceto
its Law School alumi, its decision nust inevitably be colored by a
consi deration of the expedi encies i nvol ved,

Inthis area, only the University's officers concerned with its
public rel ati ons are conpetent to judge."
