REMARKS BY PRESI DENT PUGSLEX

Dr. Pugsley stated there was a story in today's (Friday,
Decenmber 19, 1969? C evel and Plain Dealer entitled "Mve for Uni-
ver?|} Control Plan Seen Near". (The story was on Page 4, Section D),
as follows:

A study commttee of the Legislature seens to be noving toward the
recomendat i on of managenent control of Chio's statew de University
System Chancel | or Millett did not ask directly for additional
powers but the study commttee appears to be noving towards the above
reconmendat i on.

The Chancel | or apﬁeared before a Joint Legislative commttee
whi ch was review ng the adm nistration of educationin Chio. The Com
mittee conpl eted recently a study of higher educationin the State of
Chio. This calls for nmuch nore standardi zati on of adm nistrative
and managenent controls of the University system

The result of this could be a clash between the Legislature and
the Board of Regents, and the independent-m nded University adm nis-
trations.

The Consulting firm (Warren-King) report covers many phases, but
much of the nmeeting was spent discussing the problemof howto nake
better use of classroomspace. The Legislature has conpl ai ned t hat
cl assroons are not used sufficiently nmost of the day (late after-
noons and early evenings especially), but University admnistrators
continue to state they need additional noney for new buil di ngs, class-
roons, etc.

The Chancel l or agreed that if space were adequately used a ngj or
change woul d be necessary in habits of both students and faculty mem
bers. Many students want classes only on Mnday, Wdnesday, Friday
norni ngs from9:00 until 12:00 noon, etc., Al so, many faculty
nmenbers want to teach only three nornings a week = Mnday, Wadnesday,

The Chancel | or also feels the Board of Regents could control and
I nprove University admnistration through control over operating and
capi tal inprovenent budgets, It is also possible better managenent
prograns wll be required,

Uni versity Presidents are to appear before the Comm ttee next
month. It is expected the Presidents will be very critical of the
Consul ti ng Report,

Or. Pugsley stated the request of the Legislature for coordina-
tion of Institutions is to save noney for the taxpayers. You cannot
have conBIete autonony if you are having a coordi nati ng system

Dr. Pugsley further stated the Chancellor and the Chio Board of
Regents have been very pleased to have recommendations fromthe Uni-
versity (¥su). We have never failed to receive a hearing. It is not
al ways decided the way one would like it to be, but neverthel ess, we
do get a hearing,

The inference was that institutions are unduly wasteful in the
way cl asses are schedul ed. One should use the physical facilities of
the University as much as possible. W want to schedul e effectively
and efficiently. D, Pugsley stated he refused to panic,

COMMENT: 1) Is this an attenpt to i npose on all Institutions
arigid structure, such as schools shoul d have
five Vice Presidents, ete. Ranrod all Institu-
tions into the same pattern.

ANS.: Yes.

Or. Pugsley stated he had sent copies of the Warren-King Report
to the Board of Trustees and Vice Presidents of the University and
also to the Deans. W did receive earlier an individual report
about this Institution. Weread it with great care.

A its Cctober neeting, the University Senate charged the Ad Hoc
Commttee to Study University-w de O ass Scheduling to make recom
nmendati ons concerning the length of courses in credit hours and times
for scheduling. The commttee presented tentative proposalsto the
faculty and hel d a public hearing on those proposals on Novenber 25.
The committee Wi |l nake the follow ng reconmendations to the Senate
on Decenber 19:

1) Establish the sanme hourly pattern for day classes
Monday through Friday, 8 to 4, with all casses
starting on the hour. The anday Vednesday and
Tuesday- Thur sday eveni ng pattern shoul d use 7:30
as a central point and classes shoul d be schedul ed
up to and ama% fromit. For four-hour classes, the

attern will be 5:40-7:30 and 7:40-9:30, This pattern
I's conpatible with three and five-hour courses.

(See Note #1). This change is to becone effective
the Fall of 1970,

2) Make four credit hours the normal val ue of academc
courses; any higher or lower values will require
Justlflcatlon bef ore approval, Conversion to four-
hour courses shoul d be effected by conb|n|n% mat eri al
and red|V|d|n? rather than inflating three-hou
courses into four-hour courses.

The review and re-evaluation of all
cour ses shoul d be conpleted in tine to be included
in the 1971- 1972 catal og i ssue of the YSU Bulletin.

3) Departnent Chairnen and Deans nust schedul e cl asses
so there is an even distribution at all hours over
all five days and so that the hour block is not
fragnented, Adm nistrative procedures shoul d be
establ i shed to assure maxi mumutilization of roons.
