FCR THE BA awp BS DEGEES

(For Quidance in Advising Entering students)

An entering student who is preparing for the BA or BS degree nust
satisfy the adm ssion requirenent of two years of high school study in one
of the seven foreign | anguages taught at Y3J If he has not done so in high
school, he nay satisfy his high school deficiency in foreign | anguage study
by conpl eting the courses nunibered 501-502-503 either by proficiency
exanination or class attendance in the appropriate course or courses in
this first-year sequence (See table below. In either case he may receive
a grade for the course or courses in which he has been tested, however, he
receives no credit hours toward graduation because he i s maki ng up a hi gh
school deficiency. Qedit hours may be gi ven for successful |y conpl et ed
course work (wth a grade) in 600-1evel foreign | anguage cour ses.

A student who has conpl eted two years of study in one forei gn | anguage
nay start another |anguage i n which case he will receive credit hours toward
graduation for the el enentary course sequence as well as for the intermediate
one. Students who wsh to satisfy all or any part of the foreign | anguage
requi renent by proficiency examination nust conpl ete Form 102 ("Petition
for Proficiency Examnation in Forei gn Language") and return it to the
secretary of the Departnent of Foreign Languages and Literatures in the
departnent of fices, Jones Hall, Room 312, at |east two weeks prior to the
schedul ed final examination(s) in the appropriate course(s).

A student has satisfied the foreign | anguage profici ency requi renent
for the Bachel or of Arts degree at this university if he has satisfactorily
conpl eted four years of high school study in one foreign | anguage, or if
he has satisfactorily conpl eted the |ast quarter or senester of an internediate
(second-year) college or university course in a foreign |anguage. (If
conpl et ed el sewhere, such credit nust be transferable to this university).
The | anguage nust be French, Gernan, Greek(ancient), Italian, Latin, Russian,
or Spanish. A foreign student whose native | anguage i s not one of the
af orenent i oned seven should neet wth the Chai rman of the Departnent of
Forei gn Languages and Literatures who in consultation wth the Dean of the
@l lege of Arts and Sciences will deci de whet her the student's studies in his
native country satisfy the forei gn | anguage requirenent. If the foreign
student's prior preparation in his native | anguage i s acceptabl e to the
chairman, a letter will be sent to the Registrar stating that the requirenent
has been net, but the student will not receive any credit hours toward
graduat i on.

The requirenent is in | evel of acconplishnent. However, since the
required | evel can be attained by successfully conpl eting two col | ege years
of a foreign |l anguage, and since nost students neet the requirenent in this
way, there is an inevitabl e tendency to think of the requirenment in terns
of courses, and tocall it a'tw-year” requirenent. It nust therefore be
enphasi zed that two years of foreign | anguage study, if they are to satisfy
the requirenent, nust be in the same | anguage. Two years devoted to different
| anguages--for exanpl e, elenentary Latin and el enentary French--do not
satisfy the requirenent.
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A student wishing to satisfy the requirenment by taking courses in a
foreign | anguage in which he has no previous credit takes either (a) six
quarters of an ancient |anguage for a total of 18 quarter hours' credit,
or (b) five quarters of a nodern | anguage for a total of 20 hours' credit.
