This recommendation does no~ =estric~ an individual 

academic program from requiring proficiency in specific 

foreign ~anguages when this is deemed appropriate :or the 

given program. In other words, an academic program should 

be permi~ted ~o have a foreign language requirement which is 

more specific than the Universi~yrs =equirement.
